Delhi: Union Home Minis-

On this
occasion, Shri Amit Shah
released the Narcotics Con-
trol Bureau (NCB) Annual
Report-2024 and launched
the Online Drug Disposal
Campaign. The conference,
held on September 16 and
17, is attended by ANTF
heads from 36 states and
Union Territories, along
with stakeholders from
other government depart-
ments. The event was also
attended by dignitaries in-
cluding the Union Home
Secretary, the Director of
the Intelligence Bureau,
and the Director General of
NCB.

Speaking on the occa-
sion, Shri Amit Shah said
that Prime Minister Shri
Narendra Modi’s resolve

for a drug-free India and the
fight against drugs can only
succeed if the NCB, the
Ministry of Home Affairs
(MHA), all departments of
the Government of India,

state governments, and
ANTF teams make it their
own resolve. He empha-
sized that Prime Minister
Modi has envisioned a great
and developed India by
2047, and protecting the
youth from drugs is crucial
for realizing this vision.

Landslide At Kalinga Ghat Brings
Traffic On NH-167 To A Standstill

Udayagiri A massive
landslide at Kalinga Ghat
in Kandhamal district on
Tuesday brought vehicular
movement to a standstill on
the crucial Vijayawada-
Ranchi National Highway
(NH-167), leaving hundreds
of commuters stranded.
The incident occurred
around 3 PM near And-
harkot following continu-
ous rainfall in the region.
The landslide, which
damaged nearly 20 to 30 me-
ters of the highway, saw
huge boulders and mounds
of soil sliding down from
the hills, completely block-
ing the narrow stretch.
Hundreds of buses, trucks,
and cars are stuck on both
sides of the road, with anx-
ious passengers waiting for
authorities to clear the
route. The highway serves
as a lifeline for several dis-

tricts in Odisha, including
Kandhamal, Boudh, Subar-
napur, Balangir, Bargarh,
Koraput, Rayagada,

Nabarangpur, and Mal-
kangiri. The road closure
has also disrupted connec-
tivity with neighboring
states Chhattisgarh and
Andhra Pradesh. A con-
tractor engaged by the Na-
tional Highways Authority
of India (NHAI) has been
working on widening this
stretch of the highway for
months. The ongoing work,
combined with incessant
rainfall, is believed to have
contributed to the collapse.

Police and fire services
rushed to the site soon after
the incident was reported.
While no casualties or
property damage have been
recorded, officials said
clearing operations will
take time due to the volume
of debris and the risk of
further landslides.
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out, the country will lose its
way.

Union Home Minister
Amit Shah said that the
Modi government is taking
ruthless action against both
small drug dealers and big
drug cartels. He empha-
sized that the time has come
to scale up action and exe-
cution in the fight against
drugs. Shri Shah added that
stringent measures are be-
ing implemented to target
the entry, distribution, local
sale, and masterminds of
the drug trade in the coun-
try. He said that the battle is
no longer just about catch-

ing small-scale drug ped-
dlers but targeting three
types of cartels: those oper-
ating at entry points, those
distributing from entry
points to states, and those
selling narcotics in smaller
areas within states. He
urged every state to develop
ahigh-level strategy target-
ing all three types of car-
tels, involving state and
district police. He highlight-
ed the need to adopt tech-
nologies such as darknet
analysis, cryptocurrency
tracking, communication
pattern analysis, logistics,
financial flow analysis,

metadata analysis, and ma-
chine learning models to
curb these cartels. Shri
Shah emphasized that this
is only possible if everyone
involved in the campaign
takes ownership of the
fight. He urged all stake-
holders to dedicate 12 days
in a year to this battle, stat-
ing that without such re-
solve, scaling up the effort
cannot be imagined.

Union Home Minister
Shri Amit Shah said that
the Drug-Free India cam-
paign is currently active in
372 districts across the
country, with 10 crore peo-
ple and 3 lakh educational
institutions involved. He
emphasized that this is not
enough, and the campaign
should reach every district
and educational institu-
tion. Shri Shah said that in
recent years, NCB units
have prepared a drug net-
work chart that states can
utilize. Additionally, a Mis-
sion Drug-Free Campus
campaign is underway in
universities and institu-
tions across the country,

alongside efforts to enhance
training on darknet and
cryptocurrency and in-
crease the use of the Manas
(Madak Padarth Nishedh
Aasuchna Kendra) hel-
pline. He mentioned that
the National Investigation
Agency (NIA) has regis-
tered 18 cases under the
Prevention of Illicit Traffic
in Narcotic Drugs and Psy-
chotropic Substances
(PITNDPS) Act and initiat-
ed 360-degree investiga-
tions. Similarly, the NCB
has started 360-degree in-
vestigations in over 35 cases
received from states. He
added that thousands of
people have been trained
through training programs.
Shri Amit Shah empha-
sized that ANTF and Na-
tional Narcotics Coordina-
tion Portal (NCORD) play a
decisive role in the Drug-
Free India campaign, and
its success depends on the
sensitization of every dis-
trict, its police, and educa-
tion officers. He stressed
the need to involve religious
leaders and youth organiza-
tions in the campaign.

India climbs to 38th in innovation index
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New Delhi, September
2025 — India has climbed
one spot in the Global Inno-
vation Index (GII) 2025, se-
curing the 38th position
among 139 countries, ac-
cording to the latest report
released this week. The an-
nual index, which meas-
ures the innovation perfor-
mance of nations based on
various indicators such as
research and development,
infrastructure, knowledge
output, and market sophis-
tication, has once again
highlighted India’s steady
progress in fostering a cul-
ture of innovation.

The Global Innovation
Index, co-published by the
World Intellectual Property
Organization (WIPO) and
partner institutions, re-
mains one of the most au-
thoritative assessments of
innovation capacity world-

wide. Switzerland has re-
tained the top spot, followed
by Sweden in second place
and the United States in
third. The list of top 10 in-
novation leaders also in-
cludes South Korea, Singa-
pore, the United Kingdom,
Finland, the Netherlands,
Denmark, and, notably,
China. This year, China has
made headlines by entering
the top 10 for the first time,
surpassing Germany.
India’s rise to the 38th
position is modest but sig-
nificant, considering its
consistent upward trajec-
tory over the past decade.
In 2015, India was ranked
81st; since then, a series of
policy reforms, digital ini-
tiatives, and investments in
start-ups and research in-
stitutions have steadily
pushed the country upward
in global rankings. The
one-rank  improvement
from last year is attributed

to India’s growing empha-
sis on emerging technolo-
gies, such as artificial intel-
ligence, biotechnology,
clean energy, and space re-
search.

Experts believe that In-
dia’s start-up ecosystem,
now the third-largest in
the world, has played a cru-
cial role in boosting inno-
vation scores. The pres-
ence of over 100 unicorns,
combined with govern-
ment-led initiatives like
Startup India and Digital
India, have created fertile
ground for experimenta-
tion and entrepreneurship.
The report also notes In-
dia’s leadership in areas
such as ICT services ex-
ports and the scale of its
domestic market, which
provides both challenges
and opportunities for in-
novators. Despite the pro-
gress, India still faces hur-
dles in matching the inno-

vation capacity of ad-
vanced economies. The
index highlights persistent
gaps in infrastructure, ed-
ucation quality, and re-
search funding. While
countries like Switzerland
and Sweden have long in-
vested heavily in scientific
research, patents, and in-
dustrial collaborations,
India continues to grapple
with challenges in convert-
ing its scientific potential
into commercial products
at a global scale.Interest-
ingly, the entry of China
into the top 10 marks a ma-
jor shift in the global inno-
vation landscape. By over-
taking Germany, tradition-
ally a leader in engineer-
ing and manufacturing in-
novation, China has dem-
onstrated how sustained
government investment in
science and technology
can yield transformative
results.

Al Revolution or Apocalypse E)(llel‘t Warns

rtificial Intelli-
gence (AI) is ad-
vancing at a pace

that once seemed like sci-
ence fiction. Now, experts
are sounding alarms that
the very technology cele-
brated for efficiency and in-
novation may unleash one

of the most disruptive forc-
es in human history: the
eradication of jobs. Inare-
cent podcast, Dr. Roman Yam-
polskiy, an Al researcher and
computer scientist known for
his work on Al safety; issued a
chilling warning: by 2030, up
t0 99% of human jobs could
disappear, swallowed by intel-
ligent machines capable of
thinking, reasoning, and deci-
sion-making like — or better
than — humans.

The Timeline of
Change: According to Dr.
Yampolskiy, the tipping
point may arrive as early
as 2027, when “general AI”
— machines that match or
surpass human intelli-
gence across most domains
— could emerge. Unlike
today’s narrow Al systems
that excel only in specific

tasks such as image recog-
nition, text generation, or

self-driving navigation,
general AI would possess
adaptability and problem-
solving skills akin to hu-
man cognition. “If such Al
systems are created, they
will outperform humans in
nearly every field,” Yam-
polskiy explained. “Ma-
chines will not just follow
programmed instructions;
they will plan, innovate,

and make decisions inde-
pendently.”

This, he argues, sets the
stage for an economic and
social upheaval that hu-
manity is unprepared to
handle.

The Looming Threat
of Mass Unemployment :
The most dramatic impact,
Yampolskiy warns, will be
on jobs. Automation has
already begun transform-
ing industries such as man-

ufacturing, logistics, and
customer service. However,
the arrival of general Al
would mean that not just
repetitive tasks, but also
knowledge work, creative
professions, and even deci-
sion-making roles could be
automated. “Unemploy-
ment could skyrocket to
99% by 2030,” Yampolskiy
predicted. “No sector will
be immune — from medi-
cine to law, from finance to
education. Even creative
industries like film-mak-
ing, music composition,
and journalism are at
risk.”

A Global Challenge:
While the exact figure of
99% unemployment re-
mains controversial, the
concern is real and shared
by many experts. The World

of Job Extinction hy 2030

Economic Forum’s Future
of Jobs Report 2025 already
projects that automation
and Al could displace 85 mil-
lion jobs by 2025 while creat-
ing 97 million new ones. But
those “new jobs” often re-
quire advanced skills, leav-
ing behind millions of
workers unable to adapt. In
countries like India, where
over 500 million people rely
on informal or low-skilled
jobs, the risks are even
starker. “If Al-driven dis-
ruption accelerates, the so-
cial cost in developing econ-
omies could be catastroph-
ic,” warns Delhi-based tech
analyst Ritu Malhotra.
“We’re looking at unprece-
dented levels of inequality,
where wealth concentrates
around Al-owning corpora-
tions while ordinary work-

ers are left behind.”

AI’s Dual-Edged Sword
: The warnings come amid
broader debates on Al’s
promise and peril. On one
hand, Al has the potential to
solve pressing global chal-
lenges — from advancing
medical research and climate
modeling to optimizing ur-
ban planning and energy
systems. On the other, with-
out safeguards, it could desta-
bilize economies, worsen in-
equalities, and concentrate
power in the hands of a few
tech giants. Dr. Yampolskiy’s
prediction strikes at the
heart of this dilemma. If ma-
chines surpass human capa-
bilities, what happens to hu-
man relevance? And what
does society look like when
economic structuresnolong-
er depend on human labor?

Governments on
Alert: Globally, govern-
ments are scrambling to
regulate AI, but progress
remains uneven. The Eu-
ropean Union has intro-
duced the AI Act, the
first comprehensive reg-
ulation aimed at classify-
ing and controlling Al
applications by risk lev-
el. The U.S. has issued
executive orders to pro-
mote ‘“safe, secure, and
trustworthy AI,” while
China has aggressively
integrated Al into its na-
tional strategy, focusing
on both innovation and
surveillance. India,
meanwhile, has set up ex-
pert committees and re-
leased a draft National
Strategy on AI, empha-
sizing “Al for All.”

GST Reforms Next Gen-2 to Benefit Common
People, MP Joshi Calls It a Historic Decision

Chittorgarh: MP C.P.
Joshi described Prime
Minister Narendra Modi’s
newly announced GST Re-
forms Next Gen-2 as a his-
toric and visionary step.
He said this reform will be
a milestone in building a
self-reliant India and will
provide relief to the poor,
farmers, the middle class,
and traders alike. Joshi in-
formed that the new GST

system will be implement-
ed from September 22. Ear-
lier there were four tax
slabs — 5%, 12%, 18%, and
28% —which have now been

reduced to just two slabs -
5% and 18%. This will sim-
plify the tax structure and
make goods cheaper for the
public.

He said that essential

items such as food prod-
ucts, medicines, medical
oxygen, spectacles, and
sports goods will now fall

under the 5% tax category.
Similarly, taxes on automo-
biles, refrigerators, and air
conditioners have also
been reduced, which will
directly benefit consumers
financially.

The reform will also be
beneficial for farmers.
Tractors, tires, and irriga-
tion equipment will now be
taxed at only 5%, reducing
farming costs and strength-
ening the agriculture sec-
tor. Small and medium en-
terprises (MSMEs) will

also gain from this step.
Joshi added that lower
taxes will increase people’s
purchasing power. With
more demand in the mar-
ket, companies will boost
production, which in turn
will generate new employ-
ment opportunities. He
thanked Prime Minister
Modi, saying the reform
strengthens the “Nation
First” vision, unites the
country under a single tax
system, and accelerates
economic growth.
