Govt Begins Drive
fo Return Funds

New Delhi: The Indian
government has initiated a
special three-month cam-
paign to return 1.84 lakh
crore of unclaimed finan-
cial assets to their rightful

owners. The initiative,
named “Aapki Poonji, Aap-
ka Adhikar”, was an-

nounced by Union Finance
Minister Nirmala Sithara-
man and targets assets ly-
ing with banks and regula-
tory authorities without
any claims.

According to Sithara-
man, these unclaimed as-
sets include bank deposits,
insurance policies, provi-
dent funds (PF), and shares,
which remain dormant due
to lost records, forgotten
accounts, or other adminis-
trative reasons. The cam-
paign aims to identify and
connect these assets with
their legitimate owners,
ensuring financial rights
are restored efficiently.

The government has in-
structed banks, insurance
companies, and other fi-
nancial institutions to pro-
actively reach out to ac-
count holders or their
nominees, using digital

platforms, public notices,
and targeted communica-

tions. Special measures
will also be taken for cases
where original account
holders are deceased, al-
lowing legal heirs to claim
the funds under simplified
procedures.

This campaign is part of
the government’s broader
effort to enhance transpar-
ency in the financial sys-
tem, protect citizens’
wealth, and reduce dor-
mant funds accumulating
in institutional accounts.
Experts say this move
could boost liquidity in the
economy while reinforcing
trust in formal financial
channels.

Sitharaman empha-
sized, “These financial as-
setsrightfully belong to the
citizens, and it is the re-

sponsibility of institutions
to ensure they reach their
rightful owners. This ini-
tiative underscores our
commitment to protecting
individual financial rights
and fostering inclusive
growth.”

The campaign is expect-
ed to be closely monitored
at the central level, with
periodic audits and public
updates on progress. Citi-
zens are encouraged to
check their accounts and
claim any unclaimed funds
through official portals or
by visiting designated
bank branches.

With this effort, the gov-
ernment hopes to return
dormant wealth to millions
of individuals, reaffirming
the principle that financial
ownership rests with the
people, not institutions.

UK PM Keir Starmer to Visit India
on October 8-9; Trade, Tech, and
Strategic Ties on the Agenda

New Delhi, In a sig-
nificant diplomatic
move, British Prime
Minister Keir Starmer
will embark on his
first official visit to In-
dia on October 8-9, at
the invitation of Prime
Minister Narendra
Modi. The two-day vis-
it signals renewed mo-
mentum in India-UK
relations, especially
following the land-
mark Comprehensive
Economic and Trade

ternal Affairs

Agreement (CETA)
signed earlier this
year.

The Ministry of Ex-
con-
firmed the visit on Fri-
day, stating that the
two leaders will review
progress under the In-
dia-UK Comprehen-
sive Strategic Partner-
ship, with a focus on
trade, defence, clean
energy, climate coop-

eration, education,
and technology. Starm-
er’s visit is expected to
culminate in a high-
level bilateral meeting
in New Delhi, followed
by a business engage-
ment in Mumbai,
where both leaders are
scheduled to address
the Global Fintech
Fest 2025 — underscor-
ing their shared inter-
est in tech-driven eco-
nomic growth.

The India-UK trade
corridor has witnessed
renewed vigour after
CETA, with sectors
such as fintech, phar-
maceuticals, educa-
tion, and manufactur-
ing poised for deeper
collaboration.  Offi-
cials say finalising
sector-specific imple-
mentation frameworks
will be high on the
agenda.

However, the visit
isn’t without its politi-
cal undercurrents.

Rights groups and UK
lawmakers have urged
Starmer to raise the
case of Jagtar Singh
Johal, a British na-
tional detained in In-
dia since 2017. Human
rights advocates have
called the case a “lit-
mus test” for Starm-
er’s foreign policy
principles. Diplomatic
analysts view the tim-
ing as crucial. “Post-
Brexit Britain is look-
ing east, and India is a
natural partner,” said
a former Indian diplo-
mat. “But converting
intent into influence
requires more than
handshakes.”

With global geopoli-
tics shifting and eco-
nomic alliances evolv-
ing, Starmer’s India
visit will be closely
watched — not just for
deals struck, but for
the tone it sets on the
future of India-UK re-
lations.

Rare Earth Wealth Revealed

According to the latest
geological assessments, In-
diapossesses over 8.5 million
tonnes of rare earth re-
serves, placing it among the
top five countries globally,
alongside China, Brazil, Aus-
tralia, and Russia. Yet, the
story beneath these statistics
tells of paradox and poten-
tial. While China continues
to dominate with 70% of
global output, India contrib-
utes less than 1% — a frac-
tion of what its geology
promises. The Fair Report
Desk’s independent analysis
finds that the challenge isn’t

abundance but access and
ambition. Much of India’s
rare earth wealth lies
trapped in monazite sands
along the southern and east-
ern coasts — a mineral that
also contains thorium, a ra-
dioactive element. This dual
nature makes extraction
technologically complex and
highly regulated. However,
winds of change are blow-
ing. Under the National Crit-
ical Minerals Mission, India
is beginning to chart a stra-
tegic roadmap to explore,
process, and refine rare
earths indigenously.

CJI Gavai Slams ‘Bulldozer Justice’:

“We’re Ruled by law, Not Fear”

Mauritius: In a powerful
rebuke of arbitrary state
action, Chief Justice of In-
dia D.Y. Gavai declared that
India must remain gov-
erned by the rule of law —
not by the “rule of the bull-
dozer.” Delivering the Sir
Maurice Rault Memorial
Lecture in Mauritius, CJI
Gavai warned against gov-
ernments bypassing legal
procedures by demolishing
homes of accused individu-
als without due process.
“The legal system cannot
allow the State to act as
judge, jury, and execution-

r,” he said. Without nam-

ing any state directly, Ga-
vai’s comments come amid
growing criticism of “bull-

dozer politics” in parts of
India, where authorities
have razed properties al-

legedly linked to criminals
or protesters without
court orders.

Quoting Article 21 of
the Constitution — the
right to life and personal
liberty — the Chief Jus-
tice said, “Even a criminal
is entitled to dignity. Due
process is not a formality,
it’s the foundation of jus-
tice.”

He referenced a land-
mark 2024 Supreme Court
verdict that held such
demolitions unconstitu-
tional if done without no-
tice or trial. “Legality
alone is not enough. Jus-
tice requires fairness,” he
said. The lecture, titled
“Rule of Law in the Larg-
est Democracy”, was at-
tended by top Mauritian

leaders including Presi-
dent Dharambeer Gokhool
and Chief Justice Rehana
Mungly-Gulbul. CJI Gavai
also cited key Supreme
Court judgments — from
the right to privacy to the
decriminalisation of adul-
tery — as proof of India’s
deep-rooted constitutional
values. “Our courts have
consistently defended the
individual against un-
checked power,” he added.
In an era of executive
overreach and headline-
driven crackdowns, Ga-
vai’s words were a firm
reminder: Justice in India
must be delivered by
courts, not bulldozers.

Tamil Nadu’s Brave
Freedom Fighters

SMS HOSPITAL PERFORMS
FIRST ROBOTIC TRANSPLANT

Jaipur: Jaipur’s Sawai
Mansingh (SMS) Hospital
has successfully performed
itsfirst-ever robotic kidney
transplant, marking a ma-
jor medical milestone. The
three-and-a-half-hour-long
surgery involved a 71-year-
old mother donating a kid-
ney to her 34-year-old son,
whose kidneys had failed
due to high blood pressure.
The young man had been

dependent on dialysis for
the past several months.

Head of the Urology De-
partment, Dr. Shivam Pri-
yadarshi, said that this
was the first robotic trans-
plant at SMS, although the
hospital had previously
conducted robotic surger-
ies in other specialities.
The surgical team includ-
ed Dr. Neeraj Agrawal, Dr.
Govind Sharma, Dr. So-
mendra Bansal, along with
anesthesiologists Dr. Var-

sha Kothari, Dr. Anupama
Gupta, and Dr. Siddharth
Sharma.Doctors explained
that the donor kidney was
retrieved laparoscopically
through a small 5-6 cm in-
cision, while the recipi-
ent’s surgery was Dper-
formed using a robotic
system with a 6-7 cm inci-
sion. The minimally inva-
sive approach ensured
quicker recovery and re-
duced discomfort for both
patients.

Three Convicted in Seven-Year-0ld Attempt-
to-Murder Case One Accused Dies During Trlal

Chittorgarh: Presiding Of-
ficer Vinod Kumar Bairwa
of the Additional Sessions
Judge Court No. 2, Chittor-
garh, has sentenced three
accused to five years of rig-
orous imprisonment each in
a seven-year-old attempt-to-
murder case.

Old Rivalry Led
to the Attack
According to Additional

Public Prosecutor Mamta
Jeenagar, the case pertains
to the Chanderiya police
station area. In June 2018,
the complainant Jagdish
Chandra lodged an FIR
stating that he had gone
with his son Dinesh to Nan-
dram Prajapat’s shop on

Nlmbahera Road to repair
their motorcycle’s tyre and
tube. During this time, due
to an old rivalry, several
men—Gaurilal Gurjar,
Laxman Gurjar, Prabhulal
Gurjar, Kailash Gurjar,
Raju Gurjar, Kamlesh Gos-
wami, Shankarlal Salvi,

and Ganpat Gurjar—ar-
rived at the spot.

Father and Son
Attacked with Sword

As per the report, Gau-
rilal and Raju Gurjar at-
tacked Jagdish and his
son Dinesh with a sword,
causing serious injuries
to both. The remaining
accused also joined in the
assault before fleeing the
scene. Police reached the
spot upon receiving the
information, rescued the
injured, and admitted
them to the hospital. A
case was registered, and
the accused were later ar-
rested.

Findings During Investigation

The investigation revealed that several of the ac-
cused were not directly involved in the attack. How-
ever, sufficient evidence was found against Gauri-
lal Gurjar, Narayan Gurjar, Shankarlal Salvi, and
Ratanlal Gurjar. The prosecution presented 25
documents and the statements of 20 witnesses be-
fore the court. During the trial, Narayan Gurjar
passed away, and proceedings against him were

therefore closed.

Court Sentences Three Accused
After considering all evidence, the court found
Gaurilal Gurjar, Shankarlal Salvi, and Ratanlal
Gurjar guilty. The judge stated that, given the se-
riousness of the offense, the punishment was ap-
propriate and necessary to deter such incidents in

the future.
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Newlywed Flees With
Lover and Valuables

incident, a newly mar-
ried woman allegedly fled
with her lover, taking
away jewelry and cash
worth lakhs from her in-
laws’ house in Bassi.

tiple establishments. The
drive was carried out un-
der the directions of
Food Safety and Drug
Control Commissioner
Dr. T. Shubhmangla.

At Shyam Paneer Mawa
Rasgulla Industry in Sir-
si, a follow-up inspection
was held after a sample
of paneer collected in
June 2025 was declared
substandard. During the

visit, officials collected
fresh samples of milk
and found that paneer
production and sale had
already been halted at the
unit. Another inspection
was conducted at the Sir-
si Village Cooperative
Milk Production Center,
where it was discovered
that quality checks on
collected milk were not
being performed as per
prescribed standards. Of-
ficials informed the
Jaipur District Milk Pro-
ducers Cooperative Un-
ion Ltd. about the lapse
and collected milk sam-
ples for testing. At Bagda
Sweet Caterers on Hasan-
pura Road, Sodala, sam-
ples of sweets and paneer
were taken.
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
