BIHAR ASSEMBLY ELECTION DATES

Two-Phase Polls in
November, Results
on November 14

New Delhi / Patna: The
Election Commission of
India (ECI) on Sunday an-
nounced the schedule for
the much-anticipated Bi-
har Assembly Elections
2025, setting the stage for a
high-stakes political con-
test between the NDA alli-
ance led by Chief Minister
Nitish Kumar and the op-
position INDIA bloc spear-
headed by Tejashwi Yadav
of the RJD.

According to Chief Elec-
tion Commissioner Rajiv
Kumar, voting will be held
in two phases — on Novem-
ber 6 and November 11,
while counting of votes will
take place on November 14.
The model code of conduct
has come into immediate
effect across the state. Bi-
har, with 243 assembly
seats, will witness one of
the most crucial elections
in recent years — not only
because of its political vola-
tility but also due to shift-
ing voter sentiments, wom-
en-centric welfare schemes,
and the visible churn with-
in coalition politics. The
ECI emphasized that over

7.5 crore voters are eligible
to cast their vote this time,
with nearly 40% of them
being women. Special ar-
rangements will be made
for persons with disabili-
ties, senior citizens, and
first-time voters. The Com-
mission has also an-
nounced several digital and
security reforms, including
Al-based monitoring of
campaign expenditure and
real-time complaint redres-
sal through the cVIGIL app.

Meanwhile, political cir-
cles are abuzz with the tim-
ing of recent welfare an-
nouncements. Earlier to-
day, CM Nitish Kumar
transferred 10,000 each to
21 lakh women under the
Mukhyamantri  Mabhila
Rozgar Yojana, drawing
sharp reactions from oppo-
sition parties who called it
“pre-poll populism.” As
campaign heat rises, Bihar
is set to witness an intense
battle of narratives — de-
velopment versus unem-
ployment, governance ver-
sus legacy — with both alli-
ances framing the 2025 elec-
tion as a decisive turning
point in the state’s political
future.

Following the incident,
the Bar Council of India
has suspended Rakesh
Kishore’s license to prac-
tice law. The episode has
raised concerns about
courtroom security and
the sanctity of judicial
proceedings.

Political leaders have
also reacted. Congress
President Sonia Gandhi
condemned the act, calling
it an “assault on the Con-

stitution” and urged all
parties to stand united in
protecting the independ-
ence of the judiciary.

Legal experts note that
while protests and dissent
are protected under law, at-
tempts to physically attack
members of the judiciary
are a serious violation,
carrying both criminal
and professional conse-
quences.

The Supreme Court
continues to emphasize
the importance of main-
taining decorum in its
premises, ensuring that
justice is administered
without intimidation or
disruption.

Tesla Enters India with 770 Lakh Model
Y, Musk Bows to Steep Import Tariffs

New Delhi: In a landmark
move for India’s electric
vehicle (EV) sector, Tesla
Inc. has officially launched
its Model Y SUV, marking
the U.S. automaker’s long-
awaited entry into the In-
dian market. Priced at ap-
proximately 70 lakh
($70,000), the Model Y is
being imported as a com-
pletely built unit (CBU),
reflecting the company’s
strategy to initially absorb
India’s steep import duties
of up to 100%. The launch
comes after years of nego-
tiations between Tesla
CEO Elon Musk and the
Indian government, which
had resisted Tesla’s de-
mand for tariff reductions
without local manufactur-
ing commitments. Howev-

er, with India’s EV policy
gaining global attention
and competition from local
players like Tata Motors,
Mahindra, and BYD, Tesla
has decided to test Indian
waters with premium im-
ports before setting up a
domestic plant.

Industry experts see this
as a strategic soft entry—a
way to gauge market re-
sponse while planning lo-

calized production to qual-
ify for incentives under
India’s new EV manufac-
turing scheme. “The Model
Y’s pricing is high but tar-
geted toward early adop-
ters and tech-savvy con-
sumers in metro cities,”
said automotive analyst
Rajiv Mehta.

The Model Y, known for
its dual-motor all-wheel
drive, 505 km range, and

autopilot capabilities, will
compete with premium
EVs such as the BMW iX,
Mercedes EQB, and Volvo
XC40 Recharge. Deliveries
are expected to begin in
early 2026, with Tesla also
exploring charging infra-
structure  partnerships
across major highways and
metro cities.

While Musk has not con-
firmed a manufacturing
timeline, government offi-
cials have hinted at ongo-
ing discussions for a Giga-
factory in Gujarat or Maha-
rashtra, signaling India’s
emergence as a key hub in
Tesla’s global expansion
strategy. If this launch suc-
ceeds, Tesla’s entry could
redefine India’s luxury EV
market and accelerate the
country’s transition to
clean mobility.

Curie Family: A
Scientific Dynasty
Like No Other

Few families have left as
indelible a mark on sci-
ence as the Curie family,
whose work spans five
Nobel Prizes across two
generations. Their legacy
is a testament to bril-
liance, perseverance, and
global impact. It all began
with Marie Sklodowska-
Curie and Pierre Curie,
jointly awarded the 1903
Nobel Prize in Physics
with Henri Becquerel for
groundbreaking research
in radioactivity. Marie,
relentless in her pursuit,
became the first person
in history to win Nobel
Prizes in two distinct sci-
entific fields, receiving
the 1911 Chemistry Prize
for discovering radium
and polonium.

The mantle of discov-
ery passed to the next
generation.

End hostilities now, Guterres
demands on anniversary of ‘dark
day’ of Hamas attack on Israel

United Nations:“Put an
end to the hostilities in
Gaza, Israel and the re-
gionnow”, Secretary-Gen-
eral Antonio Guterres
demanded ahead of the
second anniversary of the
Hamas attack on Israel,
calling that a “dark day
seared in the memories”
of all. “End the suffering
for all. This is a humani-
tarian catastrophe on a
scale that defies compre-
hension”, he said on Mon-
day as representatives of
Hamas and Israel were
negotiating in Egypt for a
way to end the conflict.
“On this day, let us re-
member all those who
were Kkilled and suffered
horrific violence”, he
said. Guterres recalled
that “the attackers bru-
tally killed more than
1,250 Israelis and foreign
nationals. More than 250

others were abducted and
taken into the Gaza Strip
as hostages, including
women, children, and the
elderly.” “Release the hos-
tages, unconditionally
and immediately”, Gu-
terres said in a remark
directed at Hamas that
started the conflict that
ultimately consumed tens
of thousands of lives. Ha-
mas is reported to have
agreed during the negoti-
ations in Egypt to release
the remaining hostages.
The negotiations were
centered on US President
Donald Trump’s 20-point
peace plan to end the con-
flict. Trump’s plan “pre-
sents an opportunity that
must be seized to bring
this tragic conflict to an
end”, Guterres said. “Af-
ter two years of trauma,
we must choose hope —
now”, he said.

by 2026: Elon MusRk’s Next Disruption in Gaming

New Delhi: In a move that
could redefine the global
gaming landscape, Elon
Musk’s xAI has announced
its ambitious plan to launch
the world’s first fully Al-gen-
erated video games by 2026.
The project aims to blend
generative artificial intelli-
gence with real-time simula-
tion, narrative design, and
photorealistic visuals—cre-
ating what Musk calls “the
next frontier of human im-
agination.”

According to the compa-
ny’s internal roadmap, the
xAI Game Studio will use its

large language model Grok to
autonomously design sto-
rylines, characters, environ-
ments, and even gameplay
mechanics. Recruitment
drives have already begun for
“video game tutors” — pro-
fessionals tasked with teach-
ing the AI about existing
game genres, emotional sto-
rytelling, player psychology,
and immersive world-build-
ing.

Musk, known for his bold
technological experiments,
shared that the studio’s goal
is to release its first playable
Al-generated title by late
2026, adding that “gaming
will soon become a dialogue

between humans and ma-
chines.” The announcement
follows xAI’s rapid expan-
sion into creative industries

— from code generation and
3D art to music and simula-
tion.

Industry analysts see this

as a direct challenge to tradi-
tional game development
models. “If successful, xAI’s
experiment could drastically
cut production time and cost
for game studios, while open-
ing infinite creative possi-
bilities,” says Ananya
Krishnan, a Bengaluru-based
Al researcher. “But it also
raises tough questions about
originality, authorship, and
the future of human creativ-
ity.”

While Musk promises that
Al will handle everything
“from coding to art,” experts
remain cautious. Creating a
fully functional, bug-free
game requires layers of test-

ing, balancing, and creative
refinement — areas where
human intervention is still
irreplaceable. Current AI
models can generate impres-
sive static visuals and limit-
ed gameplay prototypes, but
the leap to a complete game
with emotional depth and re-
playability remains a major
technological hurdle.
Nevertheless, Musk’s vi-
sion fits neatly within his
broader philosophy: merging
human creativity with ma-
chine intelligence. “Our
goal,” he said in a recent in-
terview, “is not to replace hu-
man imagination but to am-
plify it.” If xAI succeeds, the

gaming world may be stand-
ing on the edge of a revolu-
tion — where players no
longer just consume a story,
but co-create it with AI in
real time. This could mark a
turning point, not only for
game design but for the en-
tire digital entertainment

industry.
As 2026 approaches, the
world  watches closely.

Whether xAI’s “Al-generated
game” becomes the next Mi-
necraft or fades into the list
of Musk’s unfinished experi-
ments, one thing is certain
— the line between human
art and machine intelligence
has never been thinner.

Sources revealed that Shivlal is a clever and cautious
criminal who constantly changed his locations to avoid
arrest. He rarely stayed in his village, leaving home early
in the morning and returning late at night to evade po-
lice surveillance. He often stayed with relatives or moved
around nearby areas, continuing his smuggling activi-
ties. To avoid detection, he used a motorbike for quick
movement and refrained from using regular phone calls,
relying instead on WhatsApp calls to prevent his location
from being tracked by the police.

DST Team’s Sharp Coordination Led to Success
The operation was executed by Head Constable Bhupendra
Singh, along with constables Deepak, Surendra, Vijay, Vikram,
and Rajdeep Singh, who provided crucial intelligence. The ac-
cused was detained and handed over to the Barmer Police
for further legal action.

Purnima was visible
only forbrief moments
around 8 PM of 6th Oct,
2025 on the eastern hori-
zons over Jaipur. It ap-
peared that Jaipur’s
aerial kaleidoscope was
a spectacle of Sharad
Purnima and Saturn
conjointly opening up
briefly on that evening.

In India, Sharad
Purnima is associated to
rituals like Chandra
Puja and keeping the
Kkheer under moonlight.
That ritual too began at
12:23 PM on Oct 6, 2025
and was scheduled to
end at 9:16 AM on Oct 7,
2025.

Sharad Purnima is
known in western cul-
tures as Harvest Super-
moon. The specific con-
figuration of sun, earth
and moon that makes
the moon appear larger
( 14%) and brighter(~
30%). NASA explains
that the supermoons oc-
cur when a new moon or
a full moon is at its clos-
est to Earth.

During my astro-pho-
to session from my gov-
ernment residence’s ter-
race, I also witnessed
that planet Saturn ( )
was in proximity to
Sharad Purnima i.e.
Harvest Supermoonand
both were in the constel-
lation Pisces, which in-
cidentally happens to be
my sun sign (Pisces) too!
However, I do not still
see any correlation with
my life pattern of that
astrological configura-
tion.

In my photograph, the
Saturn rings also ap-
peared steeper in com-
parison to my docu-
mented evidence of the
past. This perhaps is due
to Earth’s axial tilt and
Saturn’s orbit around
the Sun Meanwhile, if
you have missed the
Sharad Purnima on
Monday, 6 Oct, 2025 due
to cloudy/rainy weather

Odisha govt extends
internet suspension in
Cuttack until Oct 7

Bhubaneswar : The Odi-
sha government on Mon-
day extended the suspen-
sion of internet services
in Cuttack city until 7 PM
on October 7, citing con-
cerns over the possible
misuse of social network-
ing sites and instant mes-
saging services by anti-so-
cial elements to spread
rumours and disturb
peace and tranquillity in
the city.

According to an order
issued by the Odisha Home
Department, popular so-
cial media platforms such
as WhatsApp, Facebook, X,
Instagram, Snapchat, etc.,
as well asmobile internet/
data services of all mobile
service providers, inter-
net/data services of all
Internet Service Providers
(ISPs), and broadband dial-
up systems will remain
suspended in the Cuttack

Municipal Corporation
(CMC) area, Cuttack De-
velopment Authority

(CDA) area, and the 42
Mauza region from 7 PM
on Monday to 7 PM on
Tuesday. The Home De-
partment had earlier sus-
pended the internet ser-
vices in the Cuttack city
areas for 24 hours from
Sunday evening to Mon-
day evening.

The Commissionerate
Police has also imposed a
36-hour curfew in the 13
police station areas of the
city on Sunday evening.

In the wake of fresh
violence in Cuttack dur-
ing a bike rally organised
by the Vishva Hindu Pari-
shad (VHP) on Sunday
evening (October 5) over
the attack on a Durga Puja
immersion procession on
Friday night, the authori-
ties have imposed a cur-
few in several sensitive
areas of the city for the
next 36 hours.

Speaking to IANS,
Commissioner of Police S
Dev Datta Singh earlier
said, “Yesterday, stones
were pelted at the police
in Cuttack after they re-
stricted a procession that
had been organised with-
out permission. The po-
lice were compelled to use
force to disperse the pro-
testors. Subsequently, a
36-hour curfew was im-
posed in Cuttack. The sit-
uation has remained nor-
mal so far under the cur-
few. Adequate numbers of
Central Armed Police
Force and Commissioner-
ate Police personnel have
been deployed, both in
mobile and static modes,
across different areas of
the city to instil confi-
dence among the public.”
Singh also informed that
60 platoons of police force,
six companies of the Cen-
tral Armed Police Force,
Rapid Action Force have
been deployed in various
sensitive areas of the city
to bring back normalcy.
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
