Gujarat Authorities
Demolish 186
lllegal Structures
Linked to Navratri
Rioters in Bahiyal

Ahmedabad: In a swift
and high-impact crack-
down, the Gujarat adminis-
tration has demolished 186
illegal structures in the
Bahiyal area of
Ahmedabad district, re-
portedly linked to those
involved in the recent
Navratri violence. The
move comes days after
communal clashes broke
out during Navratri festivi-
ties, prompting statewide
concern over public safety
and law and order. The
demolitions were carried
out jointly by the
Ahmedabad district ad-
ministration, local police,
and municipal authorities,
under a special drive aimed
at restoring peace and en-
forcing accountability.
Heavy police deployment
and bulldozers rolled into
Bahiyal early Wednesday
morning, ensuring there
was no resistance during
the operation. According to
officials, the structures
razed include unauthor-
ized homes, shops, and
temporary encroachments,
many of which were alleg-
edly used by those involved
in the stone-pelting and ar-
son incidents that disrupt-
ed the Navratri celebra-
tions earlier this week.
“The government has
adopted a zero-tolerance
policy towards rioters and
those who disturb commu-
nal harmony,” said a senior
district official. “These
structures were illegal and
action was taken after veri-
fying the involvement of
their occupants in the vio-
lence.”

ily in Bihar should have at
least one secure source of
income — and we will
make that happen,” he
said. The announcement
re-energized RJD support-

ers and created a buzz
among Bihar’s unemployed
youth, many of whom have
struggled with lack of job
opportunities and mass mi-
gration for work.

Tejashwihad previously
promised 10 lakh govern-
ment jobs in the 2020 Bihar
Assembly elections, a
promise that sparked wide-
spread debate and engage-
ment, even pushing the rul-
ing NDA to focus more on
employment-related  is-
sues. While the RJD was
unable to form the govern-
ment then, the party con-
tinues to use that promise
as a key talking point.

In his latest speech, Ya-
dav highlighted vacant po-
sitions across various gov-
ernment departments and
accused the current NDA-
led government of failing
to fill them. “We are not

making empty promises.
The vacancies are real, and
with political will, they can
be filled,” he asserted. He
also emphasized the need
for investment in educa-
tion, healthcare, and skill
development to create long-
term employment ecosys-
tems. Political analysts say
that Tejashwi’s consistent
focus on jobs could strike a
chord with Bihar’s massive
young population — over
60% of the state’s residents
are under the age of 35.
With elections nearing,
Tejashwi Yadav’s job guar-
antee could become a defin-
ing issue in Bihar’s politi-
cal discourse once again.

Rajasthan Governor Approves Strict Anti-Conversion Law.

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Jaipur, In a landmark
development, the Ra-
jasthan Governor has
given his assent to a new
anti-conversion law,
marking a significant le-
gal shift in the state’s ap-
proach toward religious
conversions. The law in-
troduces stringent penal-
ties for forced, fraudulent,
or deceitful conversions,
including up to life im-
prisonment and fines as
high as 50 lakh.

The bill, officially ti-
tled the Rajasthan Free-
dom of Religion Act, 2025,
was passed by the state
legislature earlier this
year and received the
Governor’s approval this
week. It aims to curb reli-
gious conversions carried
out through coercion,
misrepresentation, un-
due influence, or allure-
ment.

According to the new
legislation, anyone found

guilty of carrying out or
assisting in forcible or
fraudulent religious con-
versions may face a mini-
mum of five years’ im-
prisonment, which can
extend to life imprison-
ment in aggravated cases

Additionally, the law
stipulates heavy financial
penalties, ranging from 1
lakh to 50 lakh, depend-
ing on the severity of the
offense. Institutions or
organizations involved in
such activities may also
face de-registration and
seizure of assets.

The bill has sparked
sharp political debate.
The ruling BJP govern-
ment hailed it as a “neces-
sary safeguard” to protect
vulnerable communities
from being exploited.
Chief Minister Bhajan
Lal Sharma stated, “The
law is not against any re-

ligion. It’s against forced
conversions, which are a
form of exploitation.”
However, opposition lead-
ers, including senior Con-
gress figures, criticized
the move, calling it “dra-
conian and politically mo-
tivated.” Civil rights ac-
tivists have also expressed
concerns that the law
could be misused to target
religious minorities and
stifle legitimate expres-
sions of faith and inter-
faith relationships.

Legal experts predict
judicial scrutiny of the
law in the coming months,
especially with challeng-
es likely to be mounted in
the High Court.

Despite the controver-
sy, the Rajasthan govern-
ment insists that the law
is a “pro-people, pro-
rights” measure, aimed at
maintaining social har-
mony and preventing the
misuse of religious influ-
ence for personal or po-
litical gain.

Panaji / New Delhi: In a
sweeping enforcement ac-
tion that has sent shock-
waves through India’s gam-
ing and hospitality sector,
the Enforcement Directo-
rate (ED) has conducted
multiple raids on the Big
Daddy Casino network and
its associated entities across
Goa, Delhi-NCR, Mumbai,
and Rajkot. The probe,
launched under the Foreign
Exchange Management Act
(FEMA), has unearthed
what officials describe as a
complex web of illegal for-
eign currency exchange,
cryptocurrency transac-
tions, and offshore betting
links.

According to ED officials,
the searches — carried out
between September 28 and
29 — targeted Golden Globe
Hotels Pvt. Ltd., Worldwide
Resorts & Entertainment
Pvt. Ltd., and the Big Daddy
Casino, one of Goa’s most
prominent offshore casinos.
The operation resulted in
the seizure of 2.25 crore in
cash, foreign currency
worth 8.501akh, and crypto-
currency assets valued at
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ED Raids Big Daddy Casino in Goa;
Crores in Cash, Crypto, and Foreign
Currency Seized in FEMA Crackdown
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over 90 lakh, including
USDT tokens.

Investigators allege that
casino operators were facili-
tating foreign currency
transactions through poker
chips, allowing patrons to
exchange Indian rupees for
foreign denominations and
even receive winnings in
dollars. The ED further
claimed that employees
were linked to several on-
line gambling platforms
such as Rolex777.co, iCasi-
no247.com, Play247s.com,
Win Daddy, and Poker Dad-
dy, which operated illegally
in India. Preliminary find-
ings suggest the use of cryp-
tocurrency wallets, mule
bank accounts, and informal
hawala and angadia chan-
nels to move funds to Dubai

and other foreign destina-
tions, bypassing India’s fi-
nancial regulations.

A senior ED officer said,
“The evidence points to a
coordinated network of do-
mestic and offshore opera-
tors engaged in currency
manipulation and illegal
online betting. Digital assets
and documents are now un-
der forensic examination.”
This crackdown marks one
of the largest financial
probes in India’s casino in-
dustry, signalling the gov-
ernment’s tougher stance on
money laundering and cryp-
tocurrency-linked gaming
operations. Authorities hint-
ed that more high-profile
casinos in Goa could soon
face similar scrutiny as the
investigation deepens.

After confirming evi-
dence of the bribery de-
mand, the ACB registered
a case against him. Offi-
cials said his arrest is like-

Meanwhile, the
Sarpanch has termed the
case a political conspiracy.
Complaint Filed on
August 13: Additional Di-
rector General of Police
(ADGP) Smita Srivastava
informed that the opera-
tion was planned under
the supervision of
Udaipur Range DIG Prahl-
ad Singh Krishnia. On Au-
gust 13, a man submitted
a written complaint at the
ACB Chittorgarh office.
The complainant stated

that he and his brother
wanted to get land lease
documents (patta) issued
for their residential plot
and their late grandfa-
ther’s occupied plot. When
they approached Sar-
panch Banshi Lal Regar,
he allegedly demanded a
bribe of 6 lakh to com-
plete the work.

Bribery Demand Con-
firmed During Verifica-
tion: After investigating
the complaint, the ACB
conducted a verification

process. During verifica-
tion, it was confirmed that
the Sarpanch had agreed
to accept 3lakh as a bribe
and had consented to take
1.51akh as the first install-
ment. Following this, the
ACB planned a trap opera-
tion for August 15, 2025.

Sarpanch Went Miss-
ing Before the Opera-
tion : The ACB sent the
complainant to the Sar-
panch’s residence in
Rashmi with the agreed
amount. However, when
the team reached the loca-
tion, the Sarpanch was
not present. It is suspect-
ed that he got wind of the
ACB’s plan. He switched
off his phone and locked
his house before abscond-
ing with his family. As a
result, the ACB team
could not carry out the
trap to catch him red-
handed that day.

Millennials Qutshine Gen X and
Boomers in Gold Investments,
Reveals State Street Study

New Delhi: In a surpris-
ing shift in investment be-
havior, a recent study by
State Street Global Advi-
sors reveals that Millenni-
als—often seen as risk-
takers favoring tech stocks
and crypto—are actually
allocating more to gold in
their portfolios than Gen X
or Baby Boomers. The
study, which surveyed U.S.
investors with $250,000 or
more in total assets, found
that Millennials are in-
creasingly turning to pre-
cious metals as a hedge
against inflation, econom-
ic instability, and market
volatility. This trend bucks
conventional wisdom that
younger investors shy
away from traditional
“safe haven” assets. “This
is wild,” one financial ana-
lyst commented during a
segment with conservative
media host Glenn Beck,

who also discussed the
findings on his show.
“We’ve long thought gold
was for the older genera-
tions, but Millennials are
clearly worried about the
long-term value of fiat
currencies and global eco-
nomic uncertainty.” Ac-
cording to the report, Mil-
lennials now have a higher
average gold allocation
than both Gen X and Baby
Boomers, who tradition-
ally leaned more toward
bonds or real estate for sta-
bility. Experts suggest that
geopolitical tensions, ris-
ing debt levels, and skepti-
cism about central banks
have fueled a generational
pivot back to hard assets.
Digital platforms that
make gold investment eas-
ier—like gold ETFs and
fractional gold purchas-
es—have also played a key
role in driving interest.
