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India, Australia Sign Landmark Defence Pact

New Delhi: In a major step
towards strengthening re-
gional security and Indo-
Pacific cooperation, India
and Australia have signed
alandmark defence and se-
curity pact that will sig-
nificantly enhance mili-
tary collaboration, intelli-
gence sharing, and mari-
time domain awareness
between the two democra-
cies. The agreement,
signed in New Delhi during
the visit of Australian De-
fence Minister Richard

Marles, alongside his Indi-
an counterpart Rajnath
Singh, marks a defining
moment in the strategic
partnership between the
two countries. It encom-
passes joint military exer-
cises, advanced communi-
cation interoperability, and
cooperation in submarine
rescue operations — a crit-
ical area given the growing
strategic challenges in the
Indo-Pacific region. Under
the new pact, India and
Australia will also collabo-
rate on joint defence pro-

duction, technology trans-
fer, and the development of
secure communication
networks. Both nations re-

affirmed their commit-
ment to freedom of naviga-
tion, respect for interna-
tional law, and the peaceful

resolution of disputes —
an indirect yet clear signal
aimed at maintaining bal-
ance amid rising tensions

in the South China Sea.
“This agreement elevates
our defence relationship to
anew level,” Defence Min-
ister Rajnath Singh said.
“It reflects our shared vi-
sion for a free, open, and
rules-based Indo-Pacific,
where sovereignty and mu-
tual respect guide all inter-
actions.”

Australian Defence Min-
ister Marles echoed the
sentiment, calling India a
“trusted strategic partner”
and emphasizing that mar-
itime cooperation and joint

readiness would remain
central to the partnership.
He also announced plans
for expanded joint naval
drills under the AUSIN-
DEX series and the inclu-
sion of India in new multi-
lateral maritime surveil-
lance initiatives.

Analysts say the deal not
only cements India and
Australia’s growing secu-
rity ties but also comple-
ments the Quad alliance
— which includes the Unit-
ed States and Japan —as a
bulwark against coercive

regional behaviour.

The pact is seen as a
natural progression of the
Comprehensive Strategic
Partnership signed in 2020
and comes amid increasing
global attention on the In-
do-Pacific as the new epi-
centre of geopolitical com-
petition.

With this agreement,
both nations have reaf-
firmed their resolve to act
as pillars of stability and
democratic strength in an
uncertain regional land-
scape.

New Delhi: India is set to
unveil its first indigenous
artificial intelligence (AI)
model by early 2026, a land-
mark step toward techno-
logical self-reliance and
global competitiveness.

A major
focus of the Al model is mul-
tilingual inclusivity.

Political mudslinging can-
not obscure the fundamental
question — why has integ-
rity become expendable in
public recruitment? The
REET case must therefore
be treated not as a partisan
battle but as an inflection
point. Whether the accused
are punished or not, the
episode demands systemic
correction — transparent
digital systems, independ-
ent oversight, and moral
renewal in public life. Any-
thing less will only deepen
cynicism and make justice
another exam that the sys-
tem perpetually fails.

Rolls-Royce to
Partner with Indian
Navy on First

The move aligns
with India’s “Make in In-
dia” and ‘“Atmanirbhar
Bharat” initiatives, aim-
ing to indigenise critical
defence technologies.
Rolls-Royce’s  MT30
marine gas turbine, al-
ready deployed in the
UK’s Carrier Strike
Group, will serve as a
model for high-efficiency,
high-power propulsion.
Officials emphasized that
the collaboration could
bring cutting-edge pro-
pulsion technology into
India’s domestic warship
design and production.
A key component of
the partnership is build-
ing a local supply chain.
Rolls-Royce has signed a
memorandum of under-
standing with Kalyani
Strategic Systems Limit-

ed (KSSL), aBharat Forge
subsidiary, to develop
propulsors, controlla-
ble-pitch propellers, and
shafting domestically.
This effort ensures Indi-
an firms are integral to
the production cycle
rather than relying solely
on imported components.

While the initiative
promises transforma-
tive benefits, challenges
remain. Electric and hy-
brid propulsion systems
must meet stringent
safety standards, opera-
tional endurance, and
reliability in demanding
maritime conditions.
The Navy will also need
to invest in infrastruc-
ture for installation,
testing, and mainte-
nance of these advanced
systems.

Experts note that if
successful, the collabo-
ration could reduce de-
pendency on convention-
al gas turbines, cut emis-
sions, and enhance stra-
tegic autonomy, while
strengthening India’s
defence industrial base.
With the Indian Navy ex-
ploring sustainable and
high-performance pro-
pulsion options, this
partnership could posi-
tion the country as a pio-
neer in next-generation
naval technology.

Fake CBI Officers Busted for ‘Digital Arrest’ — Gang Dupes Victim 0f 327 Lakh
Chittorgarh Cyber Police’s Major Operation in
Delhi-UP: Three Arrested, One Juvenile Detained

Chittorgarh- An inter-
state gang posing as CBI
officers and creating fake
online courts to extort
money under the guise of a
“digital arrest” has been
busted. The Chittorgarh
Cyber Police arrested three
accused from Delhi and Ut-
tar Pradesh, while one ju-
venile was detained.

How the Scam

Was Exposed

A resident of Badi Sadri
filed a complaint on Oc-
tober 2, stating that on
September 28, he re-

ceived a call from a per-
son introducing himself
as “Ram Sharma, PRO”
from the BSNL depart-
ment in Delhi and claim-

ing to be an officer of the
Telecom Regulatory Au-
thority of India (TRAI).
The caller alleged that a
SIM card had been pur-

chased in Mumbai under
his name and that an FIR
was registered against
it.

Soon after, the call was

connected to a supposed
“CBI officer,” who ap-
peared on a video call
wearing a police uniform
and claimed to be the in-
vestigating officer. The
scammers conducted a
fake “court hearing”
over video call, told the
victim that a case was
registered against him
in the CBI, and that a
suspect had been killed
in an encounter with an
ATM card carrying his
name. Frightened, the
victim broke his fixed
deposit of 27.80 lakh and
transferred the money to
the fraudsters’ account.

How Police Traced

the Gang

After the case was regis-
tered, Superintendent of
Police Manish Tripathi
(IPS) directed officers to
take strict action against
cyber crimes. Under the
guidance of ASP Sarita
Singh and Mukesh Sankh-
la, and the supervision of
DSP Giriraj Garg, a spe-
cial team led by Station
House Officer Pokharmal
was formed. The team
reached Ghaziabad (Uttar
Pradesh) and traced the
account holders, arresting
Ashish Tiwari, son of
Umesh Chandra Tiwari

(Pratap Vihar, Ghaziabad),
and Deepak Parashar, son
of Anand Parashar (Sha-
karpur, Delhi). Based on
their interrogation, an-
other accused — Moham-
mad Shakib alias Shiva
from Pratapgarh (U.P) —
was nabbed, and one juve-
nile was detained from
Delhi. During interroga-
tion, it was revealed that
the gang used to pose as
CBI officers and judges,
staging fake “digital ar-
rests” and forcing victims
to install APK files that al-
lowed them to hack mobile
phones and access bank-
ing information.

Role of Cyber Cell

The entire operation was
carried out by the joint ef-
forts of the Cyber Police Sta-
tion and the Cyber Cell team.
The team included DSP
Giriraj Garg, Inspector Pok-
harmal, Head Constables
Rajkumar and Deu Sharma,
and constables Lalita, Ram-
niwas, Dharmpal, Ganpat,
Mahendra, Mukesh, Sand-
eep, Sanjay, Ajit Garhwal,
Nirmal, and Swati. Inspec-
tor Pokharmal and consta-
bles Ramniwas, Dharmpal
Singh, Mahendra Choud-
hary, Ganpat, Mukesh, and
Sandeep played a key role in
the operation.

n recent weeks, politi-
Ical circles have been

abuzz with discussions
about the shifting dynam-
ics within the top leader-
ship of the Bharatiya Ja-
nata Party (BJP) — par-
ticularly between Prime
Minister Narendra Modi
and Union Home Minister
Amit Shah. These discus-
sions are being viewed
against the backdrop of

and the BJP.

Several political observ-
ers have gone so far as to
reframe the relationship
— moving from the earlier
“Ram-Lakshman” analogy
of seamless cooperation to
a “Ram-Parshuram” nar-
rative implying occasional
confrontation. However,
such interpretations often
exaggerate circumstantial
nuances. From a more re-
sponsible political lens, the
situation appears less
about estrangement and
more about a strategic re-

calibration within the pow-
er structure.

Prime Minister Modi’s
recent public praise of RSS
chief Mohan Bhagwat,
along with renewed articu-
lation of ideological affin-
ity through essays and
speeches, suggests that
channels of dialogue be-
tween the government and
the Sangh remain open and
active. This could well rep-
resent a re-ideological
alignment — a conscious
effort to move beyond mere
developmental politics and
reaffirm core ideological
moorings.

At the same time, Amit
Shah’s role has not dimin-
ished; it has merely
evolved. His continued in-
fluence over organization-
al strategy, Gujarat poli-
tics, and internal security
affairs indicates continuity
of authority, not retreat.
Reports suggesting that
certain policy files were
returned by the Prime Min-
ister’s Office (PMO) to the
Home Ministry may point
to internal deliberations
and institutional balancing
— but interpreting them as
signs of personal discord
would be premature.

Ideological and opera-
tional differences between
the BJP and the RSS are
not new; what is new is the
maturity of engagement —
a transition from diver-
gence to structured dia-
logue and balance. If man-
aged wisely, this evolution
could strengthen institu-
tional stability and long-
term political coherence.

Revolution), Nanaji urged
young citizens to look be-
yond partisan politics and
dedicate themselves to
nation-building through
education, ethical govern-
ance, and community ser-
vice. He believed that po-
litical change must begin
at the grassroots, where
character, courage, and
compassion could rebuild
the moral fabric of society.

“Loknayak JP taught us
that politics without val-

ues is hollow,” Nanaji had
remarked. “Service to the
nation is the highest form
of devotion, and it is
through constructive
work that we can honour
the soul of democracy.”

Under his guidance, the
Janata Party became a
platform for socially con-
scious youth, fostering
leaders who would later
shape public policy and
rural development models
across India.

Each laboratory is
equipped with 69 modern
instruments, including
moon phases models, solar
energy Kits, solar filters,
atomic spheres, Dobsoni-
an telescopes, ray optics
kits, sun and lunar eclipse
models, anti-gravity ex-
periments, concave mir-
rors, heart and brain mod-
els, as well as chemistry
and biology kits. The con-
struction and setup of the
laboratories were execut-
ed by Astroscope Compa-
ny in collaboration with
Finova Capital Private
Limited. The company has
also provided training to
science teachers and stu-
dents on the usage of these
instruments.
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
