New Delhi: In a develop-
ment underscoring India’s
growing diplomatic en-
gagement in West Asia,
External Affairs Minister
Dr. S. Jaishankar on Friday
met Egypt’s Foreign Minis-
ter Dr. Badr Abdelatty in
New Delhi. The meeting
comes soon after Egypt’s
pivotal role in brokering
the Gaza Peace Agreement,
which has drawn interna-
tional recognition for its
stabilizing impact in the
region. Dr. Jaishankar ex-
pressed “deep apprecia-
tion” for President Abdel
Fattah el-Sisi’s leadership
in facilitating the agree-
ment, calling it a “crucial
contribution to regional
peace and humanitarian

stability.” The two minis-
ters reviewed the full spec-
trum of India-Egypt strate-
gic relations, encompass-
ing political cooperation,

defence partnerships, eco-
nomic engagement, and
cultural exchanges. During
the discussions, both sides
emphasized their shared

vision for a multipolar, co-
operative, and peaceful
global order, rooted in re-
spect for sovereignty and
dialogue.

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In a landmark demonstra-
tion of India’s defence self-
reliance, Raksha Mantri
Rajnath Singh lauded DR-

search & Development Es-
tablishment (CVRDE) to-

fired the Nag MK-II anti-
tank guided missile.

and battlefield engineer-
ing. Speaking at a DRDO
showcase in Pune, Minis-
ter Singh emphasized
this feat as a defining mo-
ment under the At-
manirbharta Bharat mis-
sion. He noted that this
success reinforces the
government’s resolve to

transition India from a
consumer to a creator of
defence technologies.
“Self-reliance in defence
is not a slogan—it is our
strongest shield,” he re-
marked, praising DRDO
and L&T’s “unwavering
dedication to domestic in-
novation.” The Light
Tank project, codename

Zorawar, is poised for fur-
ther user trials with the
Indian Army. With mis-
sile-capable armouring
now proven, the platform
is closer than ever to in-
duction, marking a new
chapter in India’s jour-
ney toward being a fu-
ture-ready, defence-tech-
nology power.

affirmed Egypt’s commit-
ment to expanding its col-
laboration with India in
emerging sectors such as
renewable energy, food se-
curity, and technology
transfer — areas that have
gained new urgency amid
global supply-chain chal-
lenges.

Officials said the talks
also covered maritime se-
curity in the Red Sea,
counter-terrorism coop-
eration, and avenues for
enhancing connectivity
between South Asia and
Africa through Egypt’s
Suez corridor.

India and Egypt, two
ancient civilizations with
enduring cultural and his-
torical ties, have in recent
years revitalized their bi-

lateral partnership. Prime
Minister Narendra Modi’s
visit to Cairo in 2023 and
President Sisi’s participa-
tion as Chief Guest at In-
dia’s Republic Day cele-
brations earlier marked a
turning point in the rela-
tionship. “The India-
Egypt Strategic Partner-
ship continues to grow
from strength to
strength,” Dr. Jaishankar
said, “for the benefit of
our people, our shared re-
gion, and humanity as a
whole.” The visit is seen
as part of India’s broader
diplomatic outreach to the
Arab world, where New
Delhi seeks to balance its
strategic, economic, and
humanitarian impera-
tives.

BJP Bets on Simplicity: Local
Leader Morpal Suman Becomes
Party’s Face in Anta Bypoll
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Baran: In a move that has
surprised political observ-
ers yet revived grassroots
enthusiasm, the Bharatiya
Janata Party has chosen
Morpal Suman, a humble
and soft-spoken local leader,
as its candidate for the up-
coming Anta Assembly by-
election in Baran district.
The decision marks a sig-
nificant shift in the party’s
strategy—away from high-
profile imports toward
homegrown leadership
rooted in local realities. Su-
man, currently the Pradhan
of Baran Panchayat Samiti,
hails from Tisaya village
within the Anta constituen-
cy. Known for his modesty
and low-profile lifestyle, he
once worked at a grocery
shop before entering public
life. His family still runs a
small general store in
Baran. Party insiders de-
scribe Suman as a dedicated
RSS worker with a clean im-
age and deep community
ties. His biggest political as-
set, however, lies in his iden-
tity asamember of the Mali
community, which com-
mands nearly 45,000 votes in
the Anta region—an influ-
ential factor in a closely con-
tested seat. The BJP’s deci-

sion to field Suman follows
the disqualification of for-
mer MLA Kanwarlal Mee-
na, who was jailed in con-
nection with a case involv-
ing threatstoan SDM. While
the party initially appeared
uncertain about its replace-
ment, the choice of Morpal
Suman reflects a strategic
return to the roots—trust-
ingthe “son of the soil” over
outsider candidates. Politi-
cal analysts note that while
the Bhajanlal Sharma gov-
ernment’s popularity faces
challenges, Suman’s candi-
dature may re-energize local
cadres and restore faith
among grassroots workers.
The opposition, led by Con-
gress candidate Pramod
Jain Bhaya and independ-
ent Naresh Meena, presents
a tough contest. Yet, BJP’s
symbolic move to elevate a
humble karyakarta has in-
jected both moral and emo-
tional momentum into the
campaign.

Jaipur: In a significant
move towards transparency
and digital transformation,
the Mines Department of
Rajasthan is set to imple-
ment online weighing
scales, vehicle tracking,
and GPS-based monitoring
systems in the mining sec-
tor by the end of this year.
These systems aim to create
a dispute-free, transparent,
and paperless monitoring
environment across mining
operations in the state.
Principal Secretary, Mines
and Petroleum, T. Ravikant,
said that under the direc-
tion of Chief Minister
Bhajan Lal Sharma, the de-
partment is progressing in
a phased manner to estab-
lish a fully digital system.

The online mechanism is
expected to streamline op-
erations for mineral lease-
holders while strengthen-
ing monitoring between
leaseholders, royalty con-
tractors, and the depart-
ment. Ravikant, along with
Director of Mines Mahavir
Prasad Meena and other
senior officials, reviewed
the current usage of exist-
ing online modules and the
development status of new
digital systems on Friday.
He stated that the depart-
ment is fast-tracking digi-
tal transformation in re-
sponse to complaints re-
lated to inaccurate mineral
weighing, overcharging by
royalty contractors, and ir-
regularities in mineral
transportation.

Discom reconnects
MP Hanuman
Beniwal’s residence
before Diwali
Jaipur: The electricity con-
nection at the Nagaur resi-
dence of Rashtriya Lok-
tantrik Party (RLP) supre-
mo and MP Hanuman Beni-
wal was restored by the
Discom on Friday evening,
following orders from a dou-
ble bench of the Rajasthan
High Court. Discom Super-
intending Engineer Ashok
Chaudhary said the double
bench had slightly modified
the earlier single bench or-
der and directed that a bank
guarantee of Rs 4 lakh be
provided. Although the or-
der was issued on October
10, a copy reached the Dis-
com only on Friday. The
connection—registered in
the name of the MP’s broth-
er, Premsukh Beniwal—
was reconnected the same
evening. Chaudhary added
that Rs 2 lakh had already
been deposited earlier, and
the court directed that the
matter be settled within 15
days. The Discom will be
entitled to utilise the bank
guarantee amount after the
settlement process. The dis-
pute began when an out-
standing electricity bill of
about Rs 11 lakh was raised
for the MP’s residence. Con-
nection holder Premsukh
Beniwal had deposited Rs 2
lakh in March 2025 and
sought a settlement. De-
spite this, the Discom dis-
connected the power sup-
ply without prior notice
nearly three months later—
an action MP Beniwal
termed “unjustified.”

Liguor Hidden in Medicine Cartons — Excise Department
Seizes ¥10 Lakh Illegal Consignment, Driver on the Run

Chittorgarh- The Excise
Department in Chittorgarh
has seized a large consign-
ment of illegal liquor
worth nearly 10 lakh. The
liquor was cleverly hidden
inside cartons of medi-
cines in a truck to avoid
suspicion during checking.
However, the alert excise
team caught the smuggling
attempt. The truck driver
managed to escape from
the spot. District Excise Of-
ficer Gajendra Singh Ra-
jpurohit said that under
the supervision of Assis-
tant Excise Officer Jag-
dishram Vishnoi, the team
had set up a checkpoint
near the Gambhiri River
bridge on the Kota-
Udaipur National Highway

after receiving a tip-off
about a Punjab-registered
truck carrying a huge
quantity of liquor.

Driver Speeds Away,
Escapes Leaving Truck
Behind

When the suspected truck
appeared, the team sig-
naled it to stop. Instead, the
driver sped up. The excise
team chased the vehicle,
and after a short distance,
the driver abandoned the
truck near a roadside eat-
ery and fled. Before escap-
ing, heremoved the truck’s
ignition wire so thatno one
could drive it away. Later,
the team called a crane to
tow the truck to the excise
office. During inspection,
officials found cartons of
medicines and empty card-

board boxes on the top lay-
er of the truck. But under-
neath, they discovered a
large quantity of liquor
cartons — 150 in total,
filled with different brands
of whisky. McDowell’s No.
1 Whisky (750 ml) — 9 car-
tons, 108 bottles Al Seasons
Golden Collection Reserve
(180 ml) — 40 cartons, 1,920
quarters Discount Premi-
um Whisky (750 ml) — 50
cartons, 600 bottles

All bottles and pouches
were labeled “For Sale in
UT Chandigarh”, indicat-
ing that the liquor was
loaded in Chandigarh and
was likely being transport-
ed to Ahmedabad.

Medicines Used as Cover
for Liquor Smuggling

Further investigation
revealed that the truck was

officially carrying a con-
signment of medicines
from Solan, Himachal
Pradesh, to Mumbai. How-
ever, the driver had secret-
ly added liquor for illegal
transportation. The total
value of the seized liquor is
estimated at around 10
lakh.

Continuous Action
Against lllegal Liquor

District Excise Officer
Rajpurohit said that strict
action against illegal lig-
uor trade is being taken
across the district. The op-
eration was carried out
with the active involve-
ment of Inspector Nandk-
ishore (Kapasaan range),
Officer Shravanlal Meena,
and the Begun preventive
team.
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
