East Coast Railway Cancels Multiple
Trains, Passengers Advised to
Check Status Before Travel

Bhubaneswar | October
27: In view of Cyclone
MONTHA advancing
along India’s eastern
coastline, the East Coast
Railway (ECoR) has an-
nounced the cancellation
of several trains as a pre-
cautionary measure to
ensure passenger safety.
Authorities have issued a
travel advisory urging all
passengers to check train
schedules and live status
before heading to railway
stations.

According to official
sources, the cyclone’s im-
pact is expected to bring
heavy rainfall and high-
velocity winds across

coastal Odisha, Andhra
Pradesh, and parts of
West Bengal. The railway
department has taken
proactive steps to sus-
pend train operations in
vulnerable routes, mini-
mizing risks from poten-
tial track obstructions,
waterlogging, and signal
disruptions.

Railway officials em-
phasized that passenger
safety remains the top
priority, and restoration
work will begin immedi-
ately after conditions sta-
bilize. Additional staff
have been deployed at key
stations to assist travel-
ers with rebooking, re-
funds, and alternate ar-

rangements.

The public has been ad-
vised to avoid unneces-
sary travel, follow up-
dates issued by the Indian
Meteorological Depart-
ment (IMD), and stay
tuned to official railway
communication chan-
nels. With Cyclone MON-
THA expected to make
landfall soon, the admin-
istration and disaster
management teams are
on high alert.

Jaipur | In amajor break-
through against organ-
ized crime, Rajasthan Po-
lice’s Anti-Gangster Task
Force (AGTF) has success-
fully traced and con-
firmed the detention of
Jagdeep Singh alias Jagga
Dhurkot, a key operative
of the Lawrence Bishnoi
syndicate and current
member of the Rohit
Godara gang, in the Unit-
ed States. Jagga had been
orchestrating extortion
and violent crimes in In-
dia while hiding abroad.
Under the direct super-
vision of ADGP Dinesh
M.N., the AGTF main-
tained sustained digital
and field surveillance on
the fugitive for several
months. Once a crucial
link between Punjab and

Rajasthan’s
works, Jagga had fled In-
dia three years ago on his
passport to Dubai and
later entered the U.S. ille-
gally. His name figures in
several serious criminal

gang net-

cases, including extor-
tion, firing, and murder
conspiracies. Rajasthan
courts had already issued
non-bailable  warrants
against him for skipping
bail.

Accident While Returning from
Asawara Mata Temple — Youth Killed,
One Injured as Ambulance Hits Bike

Bhadesar (Chittor-
garh)- A tragic road ac-
cident occurred late
Sunday night in Bhade-
sar area, claiming the
life of an 18-year-old
youth and injuring his
companion. The two
were returning from
Asawara Mata Temple
on a bike when a 108 am-
bulance coming from
behind rammed into
them.

ASI Sunil Mahajan
said the deceased,
Shivraj Singh (18), was a
resident of Badoli Mad-
hosingh, Nimbahera.
He had gone to visit the
temple along with his
cousin Jaiveer Singh
(24) on Sunday night.
While returning, their
bike was hit from be-
hind by a speeding am-
bulance near Bhadesar.
The collision threw both
riders onto the road.
Shivraj sustained se-
vere injuries, while
Jaiveer suffered minor
ones. Locals rushed
them to Bhadesar Hos-
pital, but Shivraj suc-
cumbed to his injuries

before reaching there.

Police reached the
spot after getting the in-
formation and sent the
body for post-mortem.
On Monday morning,
the body was handed
over to the family. For-
mer District Chief Bhu-
pendra Singh Badoli
also visited the hospital
and consoled the griev-
ing relatives.Family
members said Shivraj
Singh was a Class 11 stu-
dent at Shekhawati
School, Chittorgarh. He
lived with his aunt in
Sawa (Shambhupura)
due to his studies and
commuted daily to
school from there. Dur-
ing Diwali holidays, he
had gone to his village
and had returned to
Sawa just a day before
the accident.

Jagga’s record in Pun-
jab alone includes over a
dozen FIRs, and he has
been officially declared a
proclaimed offender by lo-
cal courts. In Rajasthan,
cases are registered at
Jodhpur’s Pratap Nagar
and Sardarpura police
stations, where he was ac-
cused in the 2017 firing on
Dr. Sunil Chandak and
linked to the murder of
businessman Vasudev Is-

rani, alongside Lawrence
Bishnoi and Anmol Bish-
noi, while in jail.

The AGTEF, under the
then DIG Yogesh Yadav
and current DIG Deepak
Bhargava, coordinated an
extensive interstate and
international operation.
Raids were conducted at
Jagga’s domestic hide-
outs, while intelligence
was shared with foreign
agencies through proper
diplomatic channels.
Eventually, U.S. Immigra-
tion and Customs Enforce-
ment (ICE) detained Jagga
near the Canada-U.S. bor-
der, marking a major suc-
cess in India’s transna-
tional crime crackdown.

Currently, Jagga re-
mains in U.S. custody. Le-
gal proceedings for his
extradition to India are
underway through appro-

priate channels. Once re-
patriated, the AGTF ex-
pects crucial leads on the
Bishnoi-Godara network,
which has been actively
involved in contract kill-
ings and extortion across
multiple states.

Officials stated that ad-
ditional cases under Sec-
tion 111 of the Indian Pe-
nal Code may be regis-
tered following Jagga’s
return. The operation in-
volved ASP Siddhant
Sharma, Narotam Verma,
Inspectors Ravindra
Pratap, Sunil Jangid,
Manish Sharma, Kamal
Puri, Head Constable
Ramesh Kumar, and Con-
stables Subhash Chand
and Surendra Kumar —
reaffirming Rajasthan Po-
lice’s growing strength in
the global fight against
organized crime.

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Police action on
illegal biodiesel

diesel selling opera-
tion. Police arrested
one accused and seized
around 440 liters of
biodiesel stored in two
underground tanks.

Police received a tip-
off that biodiesel was
being illegally sold us-
ing a petrol pump ma-
chine connected to an
underground tank be-
hind Ramdev Hotel in
the Nal area of TD.
When the team reached

the location, they
found vehicles being
filled with biodiesel
through a pump la-
beled “BIO DIESEL,”
with digital displays
showing rate, quantity,
and amount.

The police informed
the Department of Pe-
troleum and Food Sup-
plies, after which En-
forcement Officer Dr.
Nisha Mundra and
Senior Area Sales
Manager Shravan Pudi
arrived for inspection.
It was confirmed that
the pump was perma-
nently connected to
the underground stor-
age tank. The police
then extracted the bio-
diesel and filled it into
two iron drums, each
containing about 220
liters.

A man identified
himself as Naveen
Prakash, a resident of
Banoda in Salumber
was found. During in-
terrogation, he admit-
ted to bringing biodies-
el from a company
named Dastak and sell-
ing it illegally. Police
arrested the accused
and have initiated fur-
ther investigation into
the case.

Members of BAP staged
