Tourists’ Bus topped Face-to-Face with Tiger

Jaipur: A tiger sighting
turned into a frightening
experience for tourists at
Jaipur’s Nahargarh Bio-
logical Park when their
safari vehicle got stuck on
a swampy track. Around 25
tourists, including seven
children, were trapped for
half an hour as the tiger sat
just a few metres away. The
group was eventually res-
cued safely by the forest
department, though tour-
ists later accused the staff
of negligence and risking
their lives.

Tiger appears as vehi-
cle gets stuck : During a
Sunday safari, the wheel of
a canter (tourist vehicle)

got stuck on the muddy

track inside the park.
While the driver and guide
tried to free it, a tiger sud-
denly appeared and sat on
arock right in front of the

canter. for nearly 30 min-
utes, the tiger remained in
front of the vehicle, watch-
ing quietly. The tourists,
terrified, stayed complete-
ly still inside.

Forest team

rescues tourists

The forest department
team arrived after about
half an hour. They man-
aged to rescue all the
tourists safely and transfer
them to another vehicle.
However, tourists claim the
rescue was unsafe. They
said they were asked to
walk about 20 metres on
foot to reach the second
canter — right inside the
tiger’s territory. A video

of the incident, showing
the tiger sitting calmly

in front of the stranded
canter, has now gone viral.
Photos also show the tiger
strolling near the tourists
as forest officials worked
to arrange their rescue.

Tourists allege negligence

One of the tourists, Ujjwal Sharma, said that he
tried calling the forest officials for help, but no one
answered for a long time. He alleged that when the
officials finally came, they made the tourists get
down and walk through the area where the tiger
had been seen. Sharma also claimed that he had
recorded videos of the incident, but the ranger and
officers forced him to delete them. Later, those
videos were reportedly recovered.

Officials deny wrongdoing

Assistant Conservator of Forests (ACF) Devendra
Rathore confirmed that the canter had gone off the
track on Sunday. He said the rescue was carried
out by creating a safe corridor, and all tourists were
moved to another vehicle without harm. Rathore
explained that there is still water around the tiger’s
zone, leading to swampy and slippery conditions in
many parts of the safari route.

JAIPUR: In a major ac-
tion under the Rajasthan
government’s “Shuddh
Aahar - Milawat Par
Vaar” (Pure Food - Strike
on Adulteration) cam-
paign, the Food Safety De-
partment of Rajasthan
has seized a large quanti-
ty of beverages mislead-
ingly marketed as ORS
(Oral Rehydration Solu-
tion). The operation was
carried out under the di-
rections of Dr. T. Shubha
Mangala, Commissioner
of Food Safety and Drug
Control, Rajasthan, and
led by Dr. Ravi Shekha-
wat, Chief Medical and
Health Officer, Jaipur-I.
Officials received multi-
ple complaints that sev-

eral ready-to-serve fruit
beverages and electrolyte
drinks were being sold
under names resembling
“ORS,” available in differ-
ent flavors. These prod-
ucts were being presented
in a way that misled con-
sumers into believing
they were genuine ORS
formulations used to treat
dehydration or diarrhea,
while in reality, they were
merely flavored fruit
drinks.

Jaipur Heist Shock:
14 Lakh Gold
Looted from Car
Outside Dhaba in
Muhana Mandi

Jaipur: In a dramatic late-
evening theft that has sent
shockwaves through
Jaipur’s business circles,
gold jewellery worth 14
lakh was stolen from a car
parked outside Jain Khan-
delwal Dhaba on Muhana
Mandi Road. The auda-
cious crime took place
around 9:25 PM on October
24, when thieves smashed
the window of a Hyundai
110 (RJ45 CH 2188) belong-
ing to Amit Goyal, a resi-
dent of Manglam Residen-
cy. According to the FIR
filed at Muhana Police Sta-
tion, the victim had parked
his car for a brief stop
when the culprits struck,
executing a swift and calcu-
lated break-in. The jewel-
lery, reportedly kept in the
rear compartment, was
missing within minutes.
Acting swiftly, Sub-Inspec-
tor Devi Shay registered
the case under Section 379
of the IPC and assigned As-
sistant Inspector Ram-
chandra to lead the investi-
gation.

Fire breahs out at ration shop in Jaipur

Kerosene drums explode as blaze spreads, fire team douses flames in time to prevent major explosion

Flames spread
through three-
storey building

Local resident Nafees
said the fire started
around 6:30 PM in a ra-
tion shop located beneath
a three-storey house in
Nanki Ka Chauraha Col-
ony. When the fire broke
out, the shopkeeper was
inside but ran away when
he could not control it.
Residents tried to douse
the flames using water,
but the fire intensified
instead. Kerosene drums
began exploding, causing
panic in the area. People
immediately alerted the
police and fire brigade.

Houses evacuated as roof collapses

Police officers arrived and evacuated nearby houses to
ensure safety. The fire was so intense that the roof of the
shop was damaged, and a portion of it collapsed.After the
flames were doused, locals helped remove burnt goods
from the shop. The upper floors were occupied by tenants,
where seven LPG gas cylinders were found in four rooms.
Officials said a major explosion could have occurred if
the fire had reached these cylinders.

Fire brigade prevents major tragedy

Deputy Controller of Civil Defence Amit Sharma said
the control room received information about the fire at
6:21 PM. Initially, reports suggested the fire was caused
by a liquid substance. Upon investigation, it was found
that kerosene was the main cause. Firefighters reached
the location quickly, secured the area, and began firefight-
ing operations. Sharma confirmed that no one was in-
jured in the incident.

Police investigation underway

The police are now investigating how the fire started.
They are also searching for the shopkeeper, who fled after
the flames spread. The authorities are assessing the dam-
age and ensuring the safety of nearby residents.

Chittorgarh Police Cracks Major Burglary Case

One Accused Arrested
from MP, Two Identlﬁed

Chittorgarh: Chittorgarh
Police achieved a major
breakthrough in curbing
night-time burglaries tar-
geting locked houses in the
city. The Sadar Police Sta-
tion team has solved two
house burglary cases, ar-
resting one accused from
Madhya Pradesh and iden-
tifying two others involved.

Superintendent of Po-
lice Manish Tripathi said
that on October 13, com-
plainant Maya Kumar
Joshi, a resident of Civil
Lines (behind Vision Col-
lege, Bojunda, Chittor-
garh), lodged a report stat-
ing that on October 11, she
had gone to her native vil-
lage Kareda (Bhilwara) for
household work. During
her absence, unknown per-
sons broke the locks of her
house and stole gold jewel-
lery and cash. A case was
registered and investiga-
tion began immediately.
Under the guidance of Ad-

ditional SP Sarita Singh,
supervision of DYSP Vinay

Kumar Choudhary, and
leadership of Station
House Officer Niranjan
Pratap Singh, a special
team was formed. The
team included ASI Jagveer
Singh and constables Ga-
jendra Singh, Balwant
Singh, Vinod Kumar, and
Padam Kumar. They exam-
ined over 40 km of CCTV
footage and collected key
evidence to identify the
suspects. The Cyber Cell,
led by Head Constable Raj-
kumar and Constable
Ramavatar, played a cru-

cial role in tracing the ac-

cused using technical sur-
veillance. Police arrested
Raj Singh (25), son of Sat-
nam Singh Chawla, a resi-
dent of Singhana, Mana-
war Police Station, Dhar
District, Madhya Pradesh.
The accused already has a
previous case registered
under the Arms Act. Dur-
ing interrogation, the ac-
cused confessed not only to
the two burglary incidents
under Sadar Police Station
but also to another major
burglary of 11 lakh in the
Kotwali area of Chittor-
garh.

‘Give Up’ Campaign Extended Till October 31to Remove Ineligible Beneficiaries from Food Security List

JAIPUR: The Rajasthan
Department of Food and
Civil Supplies has extended
the “Give Up” campaign till
October 31, 2025, offering
one final opportunity for
ineligible beneficiaries to
voluntarily remove their
names from the state’s Food
Security List.

The campaign, which be-

gan on November 1, 2024,
aims to identify and ex-
clude families that no long-
er qualify for subsidized
food benefits. These in-
clude households where
any member is a govern-
ment, semi-government,
or autonomous body em-
ployee, a pensioner receiv-
ing over 1 lakh annually,
families with a total an-

nual income exceeding 1
lakh, income tax payers, or
owners of private four-
wheelers.

Originally scheduled to
end on August 30, 2025, the
campaign has been extend-
ed due to its overwhelming
public response and suc-
cess, according to the de-
partment. Individuals who
fail to voluntarily with-

draw by October 31 will
face penalties and recov-
ery actions. The fine will
be calculated at 27 per
kilogram of food grain re-
ceived since the date of
inclusion in the list, along
with applicable interest
charges. Jaipur District
Collector has directed all
Sub-Divisional Officers
(SDOs) to actively encour-

age such ineligible indi-
viduals to withdraw
through Gram Vikas Offic-
ers, Patwaris, and Fair
Price Shop dealers. Appli-
cation forms for removal
have been made available
at all fair price shops in the
district, and individuals
can also submit requests
online at food.rajasthan.
gov.in. As of October 24,

2025, a total of 2,70,725 indi-
viduals have been volun-
tarily removed from the
Food Security List under
the “Give Up” initiative in
Jaipur district. Addition-
ally, notices have been is-
sued to 3,726 ineligible ben-
eficiaries who are yet to
remove their names, di-
recting them to comply be-
fore the final deadline.

Kotwali Police Nab Four Burglars, Seize Tempo Used in Thefts

Case Cracked After Scannin

Chittorgarh: For the past
few weeks, the quiet nights
of the city were disturbed
by whispers of thefts. Shop
shutters were being bro-
ken, and police teams were
chasingfaint leads. Finally,
Kotwali Police busted the
gang behind these planned
burglaries. Four notorious
thieves have been arrested,
and the tempo used in the
thefts has also been seized.
On the night between Octo-
ber 13 and 14, the shutter of
Anand Super Market on
Bhilwara Road was lifted
halfway — and four silhou-

ettes slipped inside. Within
minutes, goods and cash
worth nearly 2.5lakh were
stolen. But the story didn’t
end there — the stolen
items were hidden behind
anearby dairy. Meanwhile,
a few gang members kept
roaming in a tempo to keep
watch on police patrols.

Interestingly, the auto
they used had no number
plate, making its identifica-
tion extremely difficult for
the police. The lookout mem-
bers messaged their part-
ners inside — “The way is
clear, move out.” As planned,
they loaded everything onto
the tempo and disappeared

into the darkness. Accused
Nishar Mohammad drove a
CNG auto during the day —
but that was just his cover
job. Under the guise of car-
rying passengers, he con-
ducted recces around the
city, spotting shops and
empty houses. At night, he
joined Imran alias Irfan Mo-
hammad, Abhishek Dama-
mi, and Jagdish Jatia to ex-
ecute the thefts. Before every
operation, the entire gang
switched off their mobile
phones so their locations
couldn’t be traced later — a
smart move that initially left
police with no electronic
trail.

100 CCTV Cameras, Body Language,
and Gait Revealed the Clue

Under the leadership of SHO Tulsiram,
the police team scanned over 100

CCTV cameras — frame by frame. They
matched suspect appearances, walking
styles, clothing, and vehicle movements
to finally identify the culprits. Sources
revealed that within just two days of
forming the team, Constable Prahlad
spotted a suspicious figure in one of the
footages and immediately sensed the
pattern behind the crime. However, SHO
Tulsiram decided to wait and trap the en-
tire gang at once, which took a few more
days of careful surveillance. Eventually,
the police detained all four suspects, who
later confessed to four major burglaries

in the city.
