During ques-
tioning, the girls con-
firmed that they had
traveled voluntarily by
train from Bharatpur
and had not been abduct-
ed. SP Sonwal commend-
ed the police team, par-
ticularly Constable Ma-
hesh and Woman Con-
stable Khushbu, for
their dedication and ex-
emplary work.
