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Rajasthan Cabinet Approves New Diaspora Department,

Jaipur. In a significant
set of decisions aimed at
strengthening global en-
gagement, boosting in-
vestment, and expanding
the state’s energy foot-
print, the Rajasthan Cabi-
net chaired by Chief Min-
ister Bhajanlal Sharma
on Wednesday approved
the formation of a new
department for National
and International Pravasi
Rajasthanis, cleared the
Rajasthan Global Capabil-
ity Centre (GCC) Poli-
cy-2025, and sanctioned a
major joint venture for
thermal and solar power
projects.

Anmol Bishnoi Sent to
11-Day NIA Custody After
Deportation from the U.S.

New Delhi. A Delhi
Patiala House Courton
Monday sent Anmol
Bishnoi, brother of
jailed gangster Law-
rence Bishnoi, to 11
days of NIA custody
after he was deported
from the United States
and brought back to In-
dia. The National In-
vestigation Agency ar-
rested him immediate-
ly upon arrival, citing
his alleged involve-
ment in several high-
profile criminal cases.
According to offi-
cials, Anmol had been
living abroad for years
before U.S. authorities
deported him earlier
this week. Once he
landed in India, the
NIA took charge of his
custody as part of on-
going investigations
into multiple organ-
ised crime and terror-
linked activities.
Anmol Bishnoi is ac-
cused of being involved
in the murder conspir-
acy of NCP leader Baba
Siddique, in addition to

several other serious
offences connected to
extortion networks and
gangland operations al-
legedly directed from
overseas. Investigators
believe Anmol played a
crucial role in coordi-
nating operations for
the Bishnoi syndicate
while staying outside
India.

The NIA is expected
to interrogate him ex-
tensively over the next
11 days to establish his
role in cross-border
criminal  activities,
funding channels, and
his communication
with gang members lo-
cated both in India and
abroad. The agency is
also examining digital
evidence and interna-
tional linkages tied to
recent cases.

This marks a major
breakthrough for Indi-
an law enforcement
amid an intensified
crackdown on transna-
tional criminal net-
works operating be-
yond the country’s
borders.

Patel briefed the media on

Udaipur. The lake city is
set to dazzle once again as
it prepares to host another
grand royal-style destina-
tion wedding. This time,
the son of a U.S. billion-
aire is tying the knot with
American bride Elizabeth,
and the event will see the
arrival of Donald Trump
Jr., who is visiting Udaipur
for the first time with his
family. Scheduled for 21-22
November, the celebra-
tions will take place at the
iconic Jagmandir Palace
and Manek Chowk of the
City Palace, both being
decked up for the event.
Trump Jr. will stay at the
luxurious Leela Palace on
Lake Pichola, where U.S.
Secret Service teams have

already reached to oversee
security. Udaipur’s Dabok
Airport is preparing for a
surge of chartered flights,
with strict surveillance
and tightened security ar-
rangements.

This marks Trump Jr.’s
second visit to India, the
first being in 2018, a trip
that stirred controversy in
the U.S. over the expendi-
ture of nearly $100,000 on
Secret Service protection
and associated logistics.
The Trump Organization
continues to operate mul-
tiple real estate projects
across India. The city’s
VIP movement will esca-
late further as Sikkim
Governor O.P. Mathur’s
granddaughter is set to
marry on 22 November in
Ranakpur, with Home

eral chief ministers, gov-
ernors, and MPs expected
to arrive via Udaipur. :

The Cabinet also ap-
proved the Rajasthan
Global Capability Centre
Policy-2025, aimed at po-
sitioning the state as a
global innovation and
services hub. The policy
targets the establishment
of over 200 GCCs by 2030,
creating an estimated 1.5
lakh jobs. Attractive in-
centives under RIPS-
2024—including capital
investment  subsidies,
land cost reimburse-
ments, payroll incentives,
rental assistance, and
skill development sup-
port—are expected to
draw multinational com-
panies to cities such as
Jaipur, Jodhpur, and
Udaipur.

In a major energy ex-
pansion move, the Cabi-
net sanctioned the forma-
tion of a joint venture
between RVUNL and Sin-
gareni Collieries Compa-
ny Ltd., with 26% and
74% shares respectively.
The JV will develop an
800 MW coal-based plant
in Telangana and 1,500
MW of solar projects in
Rajasthan, involving a
combined investment of
15,600 crore.

The meeting also ap-
proved land allocations
for upcoming solar pro-
jects in Bikaner and Chit-
torgarh and cleared re-
naming proposals for two
government colleges in
Sirohi district to honour
key donors.

Debate Intensifies Over
Temple Administration After
Viral Incident Sparks Outrage

New Delhi: A fresh con-
troversy has erupted over
the management of Hindu
temples after a viral so-
cial media post alleged
mistreatment of devotees
during a major pilgrim-
age. The incident, which
drew sharp reactions on-
line, has reignited the
long-standing debate on
state control of Hindu re-
ligious institutions, their
land, and revenue.

The post, shared widely
across platforms, criti-
cised the manner in which
pilgrims were handled,
arguing that devotees
were being subjected to
“mismanagement and dis-
regard” at one of the holi-

historian Dr. Vikram Sam-
path, who had earlier
warned about the deterio-
rating state of Hindu reli-
gious freedoms. While
Sampath had remarked
that “the fate of Hindus
will soon be like lambs be-
ing quietly led to their
slaughter,” the circulating
post countered the senti-
ment, stating that “the
lambs are bleating”—im-
plying growing vocal re-
sistance among devotees.

The controversy has
triggered renewed ques-
tions about the legal and
administrative frame-
work under which tem-
ples in several Indian
states are controlled by
government bodies. Crit-
ics argue that state man-
agement leads to bureau-

cratic inefficiencies, di-
version of temple reve-
nue, and insufficient at-
tention to pilgrim facili-
ties. Supporters of gov-
ernment oversight, how-
ever, claim it ensures
transparency, prevents
misappropriation, and
protects heritage struc-
tures.

As demands for “free-
ing temples from state
control” gain momentum
among some groups, the
latest incident has ampli-
fied calls for reform. Offi-
cials have yet to issue a
formal response on the
specific allegations, but
religious bodies and civil
rights groups have urged
authorities to address the
concerns with urgency
and sensitivity.

Centre Approves Rajasthan’s PSS-MIS Proposals, Paving
Way for Record Procurement of Four Kharif Crops

Jaipur. In a major policy
boost aimed at safeguard-
ing farmers against market
volatility, the Central Gov-
ernment has approved Ra-
jasthan’s proposals under
the Price Support Scheme
(PSS) and Market Interven-
tion Scheme (MIS) for the
2025-26 Kharif season.
Chief Minister Bhajanlal
Sharma expressed grati-

tude to Prime Minister
Narendra Modi and Union
Agriculture Minister
Shivraj Singh Chouhan for
the decision, calling it one
of the largest procurement
initiatives in the country.
Under the approved pro-
posals, the Centre will en-
sure procurement of
moong, urad, groundnut
and soybean at Minimum
Support Price (MSP) worth
approximately 9,436 crore.

The move is expected to
provide direct income pro-
tection to thousands of
farmers across the state.
The procurement process
will incorporate POS-based

Aadhaar authentication
and Direct Benefit Trans-
fer (DBT) to ensure trans-
parent and timely pay-
ments.

Chief Minister Sharma
said the approval reflects
the “unwavering commit-
ment” of the double-engine
government to strengthen
the economic position of
the state’s farmers. He add-
ed that guaranteeing MSP
for key crops protects farm-

ers from unpredictable
market conditions and re-
inforces the government’s
long-term agenda of agri-
cultural empowerment.
According to official
data, the Centre has ap-
proved procurement of
3,05,750 metric tonnes of
moong, 1,68,000 metric
tonnes of wurad (100%),
5,54,750 metric tonnes of
groundnut, and 2,65,750
metric tonnes of soybean.

These quantities represent
one of the highest levels of
sanctioned procurement
for Rajasthan in recent
years.

The state government
described the decision as
a “historic step” that will
provide robust income se-
curity and reduce finan-
cial stress for cultivators,
particularly during price
fluctuations in the open
market.

Supreme Court Questions Validity of Talag-e-Hasan,
Signals Possibility of Stmkmg Down the Practice

New Delhi: The Su-
preme Court on Monday
strongly criticised the
practice of ‘talag-e-
hasan’, questioning how
such a system continues
to operate in modern so-
ciety and indicating that
it may consider striking
it down. The remarks
came during the hearing
of a petition challenging
the constitutionality of

the practice.

Expressing displeas-
ure, the bench asked,
“What kind of practice is
this? How can you justify
it in 2025? How is this al-
lowed in a modern, civil
society?” The court ob-
served that unilateral
divorce procedures that
disproportionately im-
pact women cannot be
permitted to exist with-
out scrutiny.

Talag-e-hasan allows a

Muslim man to divorce
his wife by pronouncing
“talaq” once a month
over three months. Crit-
ics argue that although
less abrupt than instant
triple talaq, the method
still gives unilateral
power to the husband,
leaving the wife with
limited legal remedies.
The bench questioned
whether a progressive,
rights-based society can
accept a system that ap-

pears discriminatory. It
noted that marital rights
cannot be governed by
practices that fail the
test of equality, dignity
and constitutional mo-
rality.

The Supreme Court
also hinted that if re-
quired, it may step in to

introduce corrective
measures. The bench
told the petitioner’s

counsel that the judici-
ary is empowered to in-

tervene when a practice
causes structural harm
and violates fundamen-
tal rights. This develop-
ment comes years after
the court outlawed in-
stant triple talaq in 2017.
The fresh observations
signal that the judiciary
may be prepared to eval-
uate other unilateral di-
vorce practices through
the lens of gender jus-
tice and constitutional
values.

US fund withdrawal pushing WHO to slash
over 2,000 jobs by June 2026: Report

New Delhi. With the US
withdrawing funding im-
posed by the Donald
Trump government, the
World Health Organization
(WHO) is likely to cut down
2,000 jobs or 22 per cent of
its global workforce by
June 2026, according to a
new report on Wednesday.
The US, which was the UN
health agency’s biggest fi-
nancial backer -- contribut-
ing about 18 per cent of its
overall funding -- halted all
assistance on January 20,
following the swearing-in
of thenew US President. In
the wake of the funding
cut, the WHO had to scale
back its work and cut its
management team by half.

From 9,401 in January
2025, the WHO estimates to
cut down 2,371 job posts by
June 2026. While some are
being laid off, others are
retiring and departing, as
per a Member States Brief-

ing document. “The re-
structuring has aimed at
protecting the core techni-
cal capabilities,” it said.
Atthe WHO’s Geneva of-
fice, the workforce will be
cut by 28 per cent. Region-
wise, the headcount in the
Africa Region is expected
to decrease by 25 per cent,
while the Southeast Asia
and Eastern Mediterrane-
an regions will each see a
decrease of 14 per cent.
Further, the European
region will slash 24 per
cent, and the Western Pa-
cific is expected to de-
crease its workforce by 7
per cent.Notably, the num-
bers do not include the
many temporary staff or

consultants, who, as per
reports, have been made
redundant.

The WHO had, in Au-
gust, informed that hun-
dreds of staff had depart-
ed; it was the first time that
the UN health agency had
given the full scale of the
expected change to its glob-
al staff. Moreover, the doc-
ument also showed that the
Geneva-based body has a
$1.06 billion funding gap in
its 2026-2027 budget. This is
nearly a quarter of the to-
tal required, down from an
estimated gap of $1.7 bil-
lion in May. The 2026 work-
force at WHO will also be
slightly younger -- 51 per
cent of staff will be aged
30-49, as compared to 49 per
cent in the past. The report
also cited significant new
savings in travel and pro-
curement costs in 2025 -- a
50 per cent reduction in
travel costs as of the end of
October.

Kerala Police recommend NIA probe
into ISIS recruitment of 16-year-old boy

Thiruvananthapuram. In
a significant development,
Kerala Police Chief Ravada
Chandrasekhar has recom-
mended to the state govern-
ment that the case involving
alleged attempts torecruita
16-year-old boy into ISIS be
handed over to the National
Investigation Agency (NIA).
The state police chief has
formally sought the state
government’s approval to
transfer the investigation,
citing the gravity of the al-
legations and the case’s na-
tional security implica-
tions. The case, currently
investigated under provi-
sions of the Unlawful Ac-
tivities (Prevention) Act
(UAPA), was initially regis-
tered at Venjaramoodu Po-
lice Station in the state
capital district. According
to the complaint, the wom-
an --originally from Pathan-
amthitta -- and her second

husband from Vembayam
had converted to another
religion after marriage and
later attempted to indoctri-
nate her son from her first
marriage. Presently, the
couple are based here, and
the police have registered a
case under UAPA against
them.

The investigation is pres-
ently led by the Attingal
Deputy Superintendent of
Police. With the case falling
under anti-terror laws and
having potential cross-bor-
der elements - including
suspected ideological indoc-
trination via propaganda
videos --the police chief has

asserted that a specialised
national agency is better
positioned to probe the mat-
ter comprehensively. Given
the seriousness of the alle-
gations, the NIA has already
begun a preliminary in-
quiry. The move indicates
the seriousness with which
state law enforcement is
treating the incident, which
is being viewed as a rare
case involving attempted
terror recruitment within a
family environment.

Once the state govern-
ment grants approval, the
case is expected to be for-
mally transferred to the
NIA for deeper investiga-
tion, including the possible
digital, international, and
ideological links involved.

The teenager, who report-
edly escaped from a reli-
gious study center where he
was allegedly being influ-
enced, is currently under
the protection of his bio-
logical father’s relatives.
