Patna: supremo Nitish Ku-
mar will take oath as Chief
Minister at Gandhi Maidan
on Thursday at 11.30 a.m.,
marking the tenth time he
has assumed the state’s top
office. Prime Minister Nar-
endra Modi is scheduled to
attend the ceremony, along
with Chief Ministers from
several NDA-ruled states.
The event, to be held at the
historic Gandhi Maidan, is
likely to be one of the larg-
est political gatherings in
recent years.

In addition to Prime Min-
ister Modi, the ceremony
will be attended by Home
Minister Amit Shah, De-
fence Minister Rajnath
Singh, BJP National Presi-
dent JP. Nadda, Uttar
Pradesh Chief Minister
Yogi Adityanath, and Maha-
rashtra Chief Minister De-

vendra Fadnavis. Their
presence underscores the
political significance of Ni-
tish Kumar’s renewed man-
date and the NDA’s consoli-
dated strength in Bihar.

Elaborate security ar-
rangements have been
made, given that more than
three lakh people are an-
ticipated to be present at the
event. The administration
has deployed additional po-
lice forces, installed surveil-
lance cameras, and put
emergency medical units
on standby to ensure the
smooth conduct of the cer-
emony.

On Wednesday, Nitish
Kumar submitted his resig-
nation as the outgoing
Chief Minister to Governor
Arif Mohammad Khan,
paving the way for the for-
mation of a new govern-
ment. He was accompanied
during the visit by Union
Minister Chirag Paswan,
RLM  chief Upendra
Kushwaha, and Uttar
Pradesh Deputy Chief Min-

ister Keshav Prasad Mau-
rya. Kumar was formally
elected leader of the NDA
legislature party during a
meeting of the newly elect-
ed MLAs. Senior leader
Samrat Choudhary was
chosen as the BJP legisla-
ture party leader, while Vi-
jay Kumar Sinha was se-
lected as the deputy leader.

Kolkata: In a sharp
escalation, West Ben-
gal Chief Minister
Mamata Banerjee has
fired off a strongly
worded letter to Chief

SC to hear plea challenging
SIR in Kerala today

New Delhi. The Supreme
Court on Friday, will hear
a plea seeking the post-
ponement of the Special
Intensive Revision (SIR) of
electoral rolls in Kerala
ahead of the upcoming Lo-
cal Self-Government Insti-
tutions (LSGI) elections.
On Wednesday, a Bench
headed by Chief Justice of
India (CJI) B.R. Gavai
agreed to list the plea after
the counsel informed the
court that the SIR process
is currently underway
even though Kerala is
scheduled to hold local
body elections in the sec-
ond week of December.

The Kerala government
has itself approached the
Supreme Court seeking
postponement of the SIR
exercise, following the
Kerala High Court’s refus-
al last week to entertain its
writ petition seeking de-
ferment of the process.
Citing severe manpower
constraints, the state gov-
ernment has argued that
conducting the SIR simul-
taneously with the LSGI
elections would trigger an
“administrative impasse”.
In its petition under Ar-
ticle 32, Kerala has high-
lighted that over 1,76,000
government and quasi-
government personnel and
68,000 security staff are

required for the local body
polls. The SIR, the petition
said, demands an addition-
al 25,668 officials, many of
whom are drawn from the
same limited pool of
trained election staff.
“There is a constitutional
mandate to complete the
LSGI elections before De-
cember 21, 2025. Simulta-
neously undertaking the
SIR will strain the admin-
istration and adversely af-
fect the smooth conduct of
the elections,” read the
state government’s plea,
referring to the statutory
deadlines under the Kera-
la Panchayat Raj Act, 1994
and the Kerala Municipal-
ity Act, 1994.

Ramesh Inani murder
Accused sent to jail after

investigation reaches
Varanasi, police
verifying his 3-year-
old claims

Chittorgarh- In the
Ramesh Inani murder case
that took place near the
City Petrol Pump on 11 No-
vember, the police pro-
duced the accused in court
on Thursday, after which he
was sent to judicial custody.
His remand ended today.
Police say the accused is
very clever and keeps con-
fusing the investigation. He
has mentioned several inci-
dents from the last three
years, and the police are
now checking each of his
claims one by one. Accord-

ing to the Kotwali police
officer, it will take time to
verify the incidents the ac-
cused has told, because the
police team has to go all the
way to Varanasi for this.
Many digital and technical
evidences are still pending.
Until all these evidences
match the statements given
by the accused, the police

cannot reach any final con-
clusion.

During the investiga-
tion, one person was also
brought to Chittorgarh on
the accused’s statement.
The accused had claimed
that this man gave him the
weapon, but during face-to-
face questioning, it was
found that he only went
with the accused in a tem-
po. He said the weapon was
taken from someone named
“Dubey,” but the accused
could not even tell the full
name clearly. Later, he ad-
mitted that he gave the
wrong name in a hurry. The
officer said the accused is
deliberately changing his
statements to confuse the
police. Meanwhile, a Kot-

ternoon, drinking water
points run dry, leaving
exhausted Swamis faint-
ing from dehydration.

Annadanam, once the
lifeline of Sabarimala,
has dwindled; many Swa-
mis are sleeping hungry
after spending 10,000-
20,000 just to reach Pam-
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ba. Yet, amid all the suf-
fering, not one voice is
raised against Lord
Ayyappa. Every tear shed
on those hills is for the
system that failed them,
not the deity they walked
miles to see.

For 41 days, Swamis
wake at 3:30 AM, bathe in
cold water, follow strict
celibacy, sleep on the floor,
abstain from comfort, and
surrender completely to
dharma—only to face
filth, thirst, and humilia-
tion at the final step of
their spiritual journey.

This crisis is no longer

about mismanagement. It
reflects a deeper question
many are now asking with
anguish and disbelief:

Why is the Kerala Gov-
ernment treating Hindu
devotees with such ne-
glect, such indifference,
and such disregard for
their dignity?

As the Mandala season
continues, the pain of
every pilgrim walking the
forest path stands as a
stark indictment of a sys-
tem that has forgotten its
duty—to protect, to facili-
tate, and to honour the
faith of millions.

Missing Gangrar man found dead near Bedach River;
scarf'tied around neck deepens murder suspicion

Chittorgarh: A man who
went missing from Gan-
grar police station area
was found dead under sus-
picious circumstances on
Thursday near the Bedach
River in Chittorgarh
city’s Kotwali police sta-
tion limits.

The deceased was
identified as Lalanath,
son of Mangoonath, a res-
ident of Bhatkheda. He
was married and father of
one son and three daugh-
ters. Lalanath had left

home on Wednesday
morning to drop his moth-
er at Chanderiya railway
station. After putting her
on a train going to Man-
dalgarh, his mobile phone
switched off and he did
not return home. His fam-

ily registered a missing
report at Gangrar police
station on Thursday
morning.

Family members said
that Lalanath worked as a
labourer and had no dis-
putes with anyone. His
mobile’s last location
showed near Nehru Gar-
den in Chittorgarh city,
based on which the family
was searching for him.
During the search, they
found his moped parked
near the Shastrinagar—Po-
lice Lines railway culvert.
When they looked around,
they found his body lying
in the bushes near the riv-
erbank. His gold earrings
were intact, but his mo-

bile phone was missing.
Police are now investi-
gating why Lalanath came
towards the city after
dropping his mother at
Chanderiya, as his home
is near Chanderiya itself.
With Chanderiya being
about six kilometers away
from the city, his unex-
pected visit and the miss-
ing mobile phone raise
several questions. The
police are awaiting the
FSL and postmortem re-
ports. Further investiga-
tion is underway using
mobile location, call de-
tails, and other digital
evidence to determine the
cause of death and wheth-
er it is a case of murder.

The entire in-
cident was captured in the
school’s CCTV cameras,
where the thieves are seen
with their faces covered
and shawls wrapped to
hide their identity.

At the time of the
theft, a security guard was
present in another room,

The po-
lice checked the CCTV
footage, in which the three
masked thieves were clear-
ly seen, but their faces
could not be identified. Lo-
cal residents said that a
group had set up a tempo-
rary camp behind the
school for several days, but
after the theft, the camp
was found empty. This has
increased suspicion that
some outsider or someone
from that camp may be in-
volved. Police are investi-
gating the case.
