IFS Probationers Engage with
Rajasthan Police, Stress Need for
Inter-Departmental Coordination

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Jaipur: A group of seven
probationary officers from
the 2024 batch of the Indi-
an Forest Service (IFS),
Rajasthan cadre, on Thurs-
day attended an interac-
tion at the state Police
Headquarters, where sen-
ior police officials high-
lighted the importance of
coordinated action in ad-
dressing environmental
and law-and-order chal-
lenges.

The session was led by
Director General of Police
Rajeev Kumar Sharma,
who outlined the role of
policing in tackling offenc-
es linked to forest areas,
including illegal mining,

encroachment on forest
land, and wildlife-related
crimes. He said that closer
coordination between the
forest department and the
police could improve en-
forcement outcomes in
such cases.

Officials said the inter-
action formed part of the
probationers’ training,
aimed at familiarising
them with policing struc-
tures, investigative pro-
cesses, and strategies for
maintaining law and order.
Senior officers also briefed
the IFS trainees on recent
changes in criminal laws
and operational challenges
faced by the police at the
field level.

The probationers, led by

Principal Chief Conserva-
tor of Forests (Develop-
ment) Shikha Mehra,
shared their perspectives
on conservation, biodiver-
sity protection, and emerg-
ing environmental con-
cerns. They emphasised
the need for regular infor-
mation-sharing and joint
action, particularly in ar-
eas Wwhere jurisdiction
overlaps.

Senior police officers,
including Sanjay Agarwal
and Anil Paliwal, were pre-
sent at the meeting.

Officials indicated that
such interactions are in-
tended to strengthen insti-
tutional coordination and
improve response mecha-
nisms at the ground level.

Three Burnt Alive in Fiery
Road Crash in Churu;
Five Critically Injured

Churu: Atleast three peo-
ple were burnt alive and
five others sustained criti-
cal injuries after a devastat-
ing road accident triggered
a fire involving multiple
vehicles in Rajasthan’s Ch-
uru district on Wednesday.
According to initial re-
ports, the collision led to an
immediate blaze, engulfing
the vehicles before occu-
pants could escape. Eyewit-
nesses described scenes of
chaos as flames rapidly
spread, trapping passen-
gers inside. Three victims
died on the spot, reportedly
unable to exit their vehicles
as the fire intensified with-
in moments. Emergency
services rushed to the site
and shifted the injured to
nearby hospitals, where

several remain in critical
condition. Local authori-
ties said rescue operations
were hampered by the in-
tensity of the fire and the
rapid spread of flames
across the vehicles in-
volved. Police have
launched an investigation
to determine the cause of
the accident, including
whether overspeeding, me-
chanical failure or negli-
gence played a role. Offi-
cials are also examining
adherence to safety norms,
particularly the presence
of fire safety mechanisms
in the vehicles. The inci-
dent has once again raised
serious concerns over road
safety standards and emer-
gency response prepared-
ness on highways in the
region.

Rajasthan Raises Dearness Allowance to 60%, Over
12 Lakh Employees and Pensioners to Benefit

Jaipur: In a move aimed at
cushioning the impact of in-
flation, the Rajasthan gov-
ernment has approved a 2%
increase in Dearness Allow-
ance (DA), taking it from 58 %
to 60% for state employees
and pensioners. The deci-
sion, cleared under the lead-
ership of Chief Minister
Bhajanlal Sharma, is expect-
ed to benefit more than 12

lakh individuals across the
state. The hike follows a sim-
ilar revision by the Centre,
reinforcing a broader policy
alignment between state and
central pay structures. Offi-
cials estimate that the in-
crease will impose an addi-
tional annual financial bur-
den of approximately 1,156
crore on the state exchequer.
Dearness Allowance, a criti-
cal component of govern-
ment salaries and pensions,

is periodically revised to off-
set rising living costs. With
inflationary pressures per-
sisting, the latest increment
is being seen as both a wel-
fare measure and a political
signal ahead of key adminis-
trative cycles. The revision
will reflect in upcoming sal-
ary and pension disburse-
ments, offering incremental
relief to beneficiaries navi-
gating higher household ex-
penses. Economists note that

while such hikes support
consumption demand in the
short term, they also add to
fiscal pressure, requiring
calibrated budget manage-
ment by the state. Rajasthan’s
decision underscores a bal-
ancing act—between fiscal
prudence and social obliga-
tion—as governments con-
tinue to respond to cost-of-
living concerns in a post-
pandemic economic land-
scape.

LeT Operative Lived
Undetected in Jaipur
for a Year, Probe
Points to Local
Support Network
Jaipur: A suspected op-
erative linked to Lashkar-e-
Taiba lived undetected in
Jaipur for nearly a year,
exposing gaps in local in-
telligence and verification
systems, according to pre-
liminary findings by secu-
rity agencies. The individ-
ual, identified as Umar
Haris, alias Amjad, also
known by the codename
“Khargosh”, is reported to
have resided in the Jaisin-
ghpura Khor area along
Delhi Road. Officials said
he maintained a low pro-
file, stepping out only oc-
casionally—primarily for
religious purposes—while
avoiding sustained public
interaction that could at-
tract attention.

Investigators said the
accused had procured a
passport using forged doc-
uments, enabling him to
establish a seemingly le-
gitimate identity. The de-
velopment has raised con-
cerns over document veri-
fication protocols and the
potential misuse of iden-
tity systems. Preliminary
inputs indicate logistical
assistance from an indi-
vidual based in Haryana,
who allegedly helped ar-
range accommodation.
Agencies are examining
the extent of this support
network, including wheth-
er it was ideologically driv-
en or motivated by finan-
cial considerations.

Operation Muskaan: Ajmer Police Rescue
Six Missing Minors Across States

Jaipur: Ajmer Police have
achieved a significant
breakthrough under the
ongoing Operation
Muskaan, successfully
tracing and rescuing six
missing minors through
coordinated multi-state op-
erations. The campaign,
aimed at locating missing
children and curbing hu-
man trafficking, saw police
teams pursue leads across
Delhi, Haryana, Uttar
Pradesh, and Madhya
Pradesh, ultimately reunit-

ing all the children safely
with their families.

In one case, the Pushkar
police team tracked three
missing siblings—two girls
and a boy—from a migrant
family linked to Shahdol,

Madhya Pradesh. Led by
SHO Vikram Singh, the
team covered nearly 1,000
kilometres in a continuous
20-hour operation, using
CCTYV footage and field in-
telligence to locate the chil-

dren in Madhya Pradesh.
In another operation,
Gegal police rescued two
minor girls from a Chhat-
tisgarh-based family who
had gone missing from a
brick kiln site in Ladpura.
Using Call Detail Record
(CDR) analysis and techni-
cal surveillance, the team
traced them to Padampura
village in the Didwana-Ku-
chaman district.
Meanwhile, Adarsh Na-
gar police conducted a
seven-day search opera-
tion, scanning around 300

CCTYV cameras across cit-
ies including  Delhi,
Meerut, Baghpat, and
Sonipat, eventually rescu-
ing a missing boy from
Delhi. Superintendent of
Police Harshvardhan
Agrawal stated that Opera-
tion Muskaan focuses not
only on recovery but also
on preventing trafficking
and strengthening public
trust. The success high-
lights Ajmer Police’s com-
mitment to swift, technolo-
gy-driven, and result-ori-
ented policing.

WRITES GOVERNANCE INTO STRATEGY

In an administrative eco-
system often dominated by
immediacy and execution
pressures, intellectual
depth is a rare currency. V.
Srinivas represents an ex-
ception—an administrator
who does not merely imple-
ment policy, but interprets,
documents, and elevates it

into a framework of stra-
tegic thought.

Across his body of
work—from India’s Rela-
tions with the Internation-
al Monetary Fund to G20
@ 2023: The Roadmap to
Indian Presidency and To-
wards a New India: Gov-
ernance  Transformed
2014-2019—a consistent
intellectual signature
emerges: governance is
not episodic; it is struc-

tural, layered, and globally
embedded.

His IMF work stands as
a definitive case study in
economic statecraft. It dis-
sects the 1991 crisis not as
amoment of weakness, but
as a strategic inflection
point. The narrative dem-
onstrates how IMF condi-

tionalities—often  criti-
cized as external imposi-
tions—were, in India’s
case, internalized into
long-term reform architec-
ture. Liberalization, fiscal
discipline, and external
sector reforms are not pre-

sented as isolated policy
shifts, but as systemic re-
calibrations that reposi-
tioned India from a bor-
rower under constraint to
a stakeholder with credi-
bility. The underlying the-
sis is precise: nations do

not escape global systems;
they evolve their position
within them.

In G20 @ 2023, Srinivas
expands this lens to multi-
lateral diplomacy. Here,
India is no longer a subject
of global economic forces
but an agenda-setter. The
articulation of “One Earth,
One Family, One Future” is
notrhetorical—it is framed
as a governance philoso-
phy integrating sustaina-
bility, inclusivity, and digi-
tal public infrastructure.

It highlights
how policy intent trans-
lates into delivery mecha-
nisms—whether through
digital governance, finan-
cial inclusion, or service
delivery reforms. The em-
phasis is not on political
narrative, but on adminis-
trative systems: how scale,
speed, and transparency
redefine state capacity.
His Sapru House pa-
pers—on institutions like
the Asian Infrastructure
Investment Bank and the
evolution of China’s eco-
nomic power—further re-
inforce his command over
geopolitical economics.
These writings reveal a

stands that governance to-
day operates at the inter-
section of domestic policy
and global capital flows.
Perhaps most signifi-
cant is his work on public
grievance redressal. In Ef-
fective Redressal of Pub-
lic Grievances, Srinivas
addresses the most imme-
diate interface between
state and citizen. Here,
governance is stripped of
abstraction and brought
to its core function—re-
sponsiveness. The frame-
work emphasizes digital
platforms, accountability
metrics, and time-bound
resolution, underscoring
that legitimacy in modern
governance is earned
through service delivery.

Srinivas is not merely the
range of subjects he en-
gages with, but the coher-
ence across them. Wheth-
er analyzing IMF negotia-
tions or citizen grievance
systems, his central prop-
osition remains consist-
ent: effective governance
is a function of institu-
tional design, disciplined
execution, and strategic
clarity.

In an era where policy
discourse is often frag-
mented between academ-
ia and administration,
Srinivas bridges the di-
vide. He writes not as an
observer, but as a partici-
pant—bringing empirical
experience into intellec-
tual articulation.

Accord-
ing to students, the tender
process required at least

three bids, and there was
also arule to extend the con-
tract of the previous firm.

rate. This has raised seri-
ous questions on the pro-
cess. On this issue, Princi-
pal Dr. Pramod Tiwari said
that the previous contrac-
tor was not interested in
running the mess, so an al-
ternative arrangement had
to be made. He accepted
that because of this, the
mess has been closed for the
last 72 hours. Looking at the
seriousness of the matter,
students have demanded a
high-level inquiry. They
said this is not only about
facilities but also about
transparency and account-
ability. They have urged
higher authorities to take
immediate action and en-
sure a fair investigation so
that students get relief and
responsible persons are
held accountable.

Rajasthan Surges to 4,000
MW Under PM-KUSUM,
Setting Pace for India’s
Solar Agriculture Push

Jaipur: Rajasthan has
crossed a decisive mile-
stone under the PM-KU-
SUM scheme, with in-
stalled solar capacity
reaching 4,000 MW—mark-
ing one of the fastest scale-
ups in decentralized re-
newable energy deploy-
ment in India.

Driven by the leadership
of Chief Minister Bhajan-
lal Sharma and Energy
Minister Heeralal Nagar,
the state has transformed
its rural energy architec-
ture in just two and a half
years. From a modest base
of 122 MW across 92 plants
under the previous admin-
istration, Rajasthan now
hosts 1,808 solar installa-
tions spread across villages
and hamlets.

The expansion has
placed Rajasthan at the top
nationally in Component-A
of the scheme, while it
ranks third in Component-
C, behind Gujarat and Ma-
harashtra. The impact is
tangible: over 262,000 farm-
ers now receive daytime
electricity for irrigation—
reducing dependence on
erratic power supply and
diesel-driven alternatives.

Strategically, most solar
plants—up to 5 MW capac-
ity—are being set up on
barren or non-arable land

near farms, aligning ener-
gy generation with con-
sumption points. This has
not only lowered transmis-
sion losses but also ensured
cheaper power procure-
ment for state DISCOMs,
strengthening financial
sustainability in the power
sector.

The growth trajectory
underscores an aggressive
execution model. While the
first 1,000 MW took 48
months to achieve, subse-
quent capacity additions
accelerated sharply—2,000
MW in five months, 3,000
MW in four months, and
the leap to 4,000 MW in just
two and a half months.
March alone recorded 543
MW of installations, the
highest ever in a single
month since the scheme’s
inception.

Looking ahead, the Min-
istry of New and Renewa-
ble Energy has approved
10.7 GW of projects for Ra-
jasthan under Components
A and C, with power pur-
chase agreements already
secured for all. The state
now targets completion by
FY 2026-27, with an antici-
pated monthly addition of
500 MW to 1 GW. Ra-
jasthan’s DISCOMs have
further set an ambitious
deadline to create an addi-
tional 6,700 MW capacity
by October 2026.
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
