CM reviews ¥23,890-crore
projects, warns of personal
accountability for delays

Jaipur: Rajasthan Chief
Minister Bhajanlal Sharma
on Friday directed officials
toensure time-bound execu-
tion of development works,
warning that delays in pro-
jects would invite personal
accountability.

Chairing the fourth re-
view meeting of the State’s
‘Raj Unnati’ initiative at the
Chief Minister’s Office, Mr.
Sharma assessed the pro-
gress of projects and
schemes worth about 23,890
crore. Expressing dissatis-
faction over slippages, he
instructed departments to
strengthen monitoring and
hold high-level review meet-
ings at least 15 days prior to
the State-level review. The
Chief Minister emphasised
improving air connectivity,
ordering  pre-feasibility
studies for greenfield air-
ports at Bharatpur-Deeg,
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Sikar-Jhunjhunu, Abu
Road and Banswara, and
expediting the tender pro-
cess for the Nal airport pro-
ject in Bikaner in coordina-
tion with the Centre. He also
reviewed the proposed ‘Ra-
jasthan Mandapam’ in
Jaipur and directed depart-
ments to ensure inter-agen-
cy coordination and com-
plete the project within two
years. On the Jaipur North-
ern Ring Road, he set time-
lines for land acquisition by
June 2026, commencement
by October 2026, and com-
pletion by January 2028.
Taking a strict view of de-
lays under AMRUT 2.0, Mr.
Sharma asked the Chief
Secretary to intensify moni-
toring. He also called for
faster disposal of public
grievances and ordered dis-
ciplinary action in cases of
negligence, including sus-
pension and issuance of
notices to erring officials.
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Shockwaves in RaJya Sabha:
Raghav Chadha Leads AAP
Exodus, Sparks Political Storm

New Delhi: In a dramatic
political development, Ra-
ghav Chadha on Friday an-
nounced his exit from the
Aam Aadmi Party, joining
the Bharatiya Janata Par-
ty along with several Rajya
Sabha MPs—triggering a
major churn in parliamen-
tary equations.

The move, confirmed
through a press interac-
tion and subsequent devel-
opments, signals one of the
most significant shifts
within AAP’s parliamen-
tary ranks. Reports indi-
cate that nearly two-thirds
of AAP’s Rajya Sabha MPs
may have aligned with the
new bloc, raising the pos-
sibility of a formal split
under anti-defection provi-

sions.

The immediate political
fallout was swift. AAP has
reportedly initiated steps
seeking disqualification of
the MPs, intensifying what
is now shaping into a legal
and constitutional battle.
The situation places the
Rajya Sabha Secretariat at
the centre of a high-stakes

decision-making process.

Reactions from across
the political spectrum have
further amplified the con-
troversy. Social activist
Anna Hazare remarked
that such exits reflect deep-
er internal issues, while
opposition leaders alleged
larger strategic manoeu-
vres behind the shift.

Within the BJP, leaders
have welcomed the devel-
opment, framing it as a
validation of governance
and leadership at the na-
tional level.

Analysts note that be-
yond the numbers, the epi-
sode underscores a deeper
volatility within opposi-
tion ranks ahead of crucial
parliamentary sessions.
For AAP, the challenge
now extends beyond dam-
age control to preserving
its institutional credibility.

Legal experts note that
for protection under the
anti-defection framework,
a two-thirds split in the
legislature party is re-
quired to claim merger;
failing which, members
risk losing their seats.
The numbers and docu-
mentation submitted will
be central to the decision.

The BJP has not issued
a detailed response on the
disqualification move. Po-
litical observers say the
episode could have wider
implications for opposi-
tion cohesion in Parlia-
ment and legislative nego-
tiations in the coming
session.

For AAP, the immediate
focus is procedural: secur-
ing a ruling that could de-
termine both its strength
in the Upper House and
the trajectory of an esca-
lating political confronta-
tion.

Authorities
have urged citizens to plan
travel in advance and co-
operate with security pro-
tocols.

Surveillance
through CCTV monitoring
and on-ground patrolling
has been intensified.

Accord-
ing to ADM and Temple
Board CEO Prabha Gau-
tam, the treasury was
opened on April 16 (Chatur-
dashi).

BJP sharpens urban
pitch in West Bengal
as leader cites
‘neglect’ by TMC
Kolkata: A senior Bharatiya
Janata Party leader on Fri-
day claimed a strong public
reception on arrival in Dum
Dum and used the occasion
to launch a pointed critique
of the All India Trinamool
Congress government, alleg-
ing “neglect of urban areas”
and “misgovernance”.

Addressing supporters,
the leader said the BJP
would prioritise urban infra-
structure, civic services and
planned development, prom-
ising improvements in trans-
port, housing, sanitation and
employment opportunities
in towns and cities across
West Bengal. “Urban aspira-
tions have been overlooked;
we intend to change that,”
the leader said.

The remarks come amid
an intensifying political con-
test in the State, where both
parties are seeking to con-
solidate support ahead of
upcoming electoral cycles.
BJP leaders have increas-
ingly focused on governance
issues, including municipal
services and infrastructure
gaps, as part of their out-
reach. The Trinamool Con-
gress has, in earlier respons-
es to similar criticisms, de-
fended its record, citing
welfare schemes and ongo-
ing infrastructure projects
in urban and semi-urban
regions. Political observers
note that the renewed em-
phasis on urban develop-
ment could become a central
theme in West Bengal’s po-
litical discourse, particu-
larly in densely populated
districts where civic con-
cerns often influence voter
sentiment.

in seven rounds. From the
treasury alone, Rs 33 crore
21 lakh 63 thousand 539 was

received. From the offering
room and online donations,
Rs 8 crore 45 lakh 75 thou-

sand 30 was collected. Dev-
otees also donated gold and
silver in large quantity. In

the final round, 660 grams
500 milligrams of gold and
84 kg 620 grams of silver
were counted. Its estimated
value is around Rs 3 crore.
Temple administration
said that foreign currency
and cheques were also re-
ceived in large numbers.

1 kg opium seized in blockade: Police stop
fleeing car, 2 smugglers from Jaipur arrested

Action on highway at
Dhanet Kala culvert;
liquid opium hidden in
dashboard, case under
NDPS Act

Chittorgarh- Under the
ongoing campaign against
narcotics in the district,
police got a major suc-
cess. During blockade at
Dhanet Kala culvert, po-
lice seized about 1 kg ille-
gal opium from a car and
arrested two smugglers
from Jaipur. The accused
were carrying the opium
hidden and were going
from Udaipur to Jaipur
via Bhilwara. According

to Sadar police station, on
Thursday morning
around 9 am, a team led
by SHO Ladulal was
checking vehicles on the
highway during blockade.
During this, a white Swift
car was signaled to stop,
but the driver first slowed
down and then suddenly
tried to escape at high
speed. Police acted quick-
ly and stopped the car by
placing barricades ahead.
Both youths in the car got
nervous and could not
give satisfactory answers.
During questioning, they
identified themselves as
32-year-old Ganesh alias
Bhuraram Sukriya, resi-

dent of Madhopura
(Dudu), and 32-year-old
Mohanlal Jat, resident of
Mokhampura in Jaipur

Rural. On suspicion, po-
lice searched the car. Two
packets wrapped with
khaki tape were found in-

side the dashboard. When
opened, plastic bags filled
with black-brown liquid
were found, which was
identified as opium. The
weight of the two packets
was 502 grams and 505
grams. Total 1 kg 7 grams
illegal opium was seized.
The accused did not have
any license or valid docu-
ments for transporting
opium. Police seized the
opium and arrested both
under the NDPS Act. In
initial questioning, it
came out that the accused
were bringing opium
from the Mandfiya area
and taking it towards
Jaipur.

Mobile phones and
cash also seized

During arrest, two mobile
phones (iPhone and Vivo)
and Rs 1000 cash were recov-
ered from Ganesh Sukriya,
while one Redmi mobile was
found from Mohanlal. All
items were seized by police.

Police haveregistered a case
and started investigation.
Information about other
people connected to the
smuggling network is being
collected. Officials said that
action will soon be taken
against others linked to this
network.

Major action at
Mandana toll plaza;
104 sacks recovered,
three accused from
Chittorgarh arrested

Chittorgarh- In a major
crackdown on drug smug-
gling, the Central Bureau
of Narcotics (CBN), Kota,
seized a large quantity of
dodachura hidden inside
garlic bags. Two pickup ve-
hicles were caught in this
operation carried out on
the highway. The CBN
team stopped two Mahin-
dra Bolero pickup vehicles
at Mandana toll plaza on
the Kota-Jhalawar high-
way. During the search,
938.300 kg of illegal doda-
chura was recovered from
inside garlic sacks. CBN
had received reliable infor-
mation that the drugs were
being transported from the
Mandsaur area to Nagaur
using two pickup vehicles.
Based on this input, a team
was formed and strict
checking was started on
the route. As the vehicles
reached the toll plaza, the
team stopped them and
questioned the occupants.
At first, they tried to mis-
lead the officers, but dur-
ing detailed questioning,

they admitted that doda-
chura was hidden inside
the garlic bags. Due to secu-
rity reasons, a full search
was not done on the high-
way, and both vehicles were
taken to the CBN office.
During detailed checking,
a total of 104 sacks (52 in
each vehicle) were found.
All sacks contained doda-
chura, with a total weight
of 938.300 kg. The drugs
and both vehicles were
seized. Three accused from
Chittorgarh district were
arrested. They were identi-
fied as Sahil (20), son of
Ashiq; Mahmood (38), son
of Bhure Khan; and Shakir
Khan (24), son of Mustagq,
all residents of Napawali
village in Bhadesar tehsil.
A case has been registered
against them under the
Narcotic Drugs and Psy-
chotropic Substances Act,
1985. Further investigation
is ongoing to find other
people involved in the
smuggling network. CBN
officials said that strict ac-
tion against drug smug-
gling will continue to pro-
tect society, especially
youth, from drug abuse.
The operation was carried
out under the guidance of
Deputy Narcotics Commis-
sioner Naresh Bundel.
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
