Heatwave pushes India’s power
demand to record hlg hs

New Delhi: India’s elec-
tricity demand has surged
to unprecedented levels
amid an intense heatwave,
breaching records twice
within 48 hours and put-
ting the national grid un-
der visible strain.
According to official
data, peak power demand
touched 252.07 gigawatts
(GW) on April 24 before
climbing further to 256.11
GW on Saturday, marking
the highest level ever re-
corded. The Union Minis-
try of Power has indicated
that demand could rise to
around 270 GW in the com-
ing weeks if elevated tem-
peratures persist across
large parts of the country.
The sharprise has been
driven primarily by in-
creased cooling require-
ments in urban and semi-
urban regions, alongside
steady industrial con-
sumption. Experts note
that while seasonal spikes

in electricity usage are
typical during summer
months, the pace and scale
of the current surge point
to a structural rise in en-
ergy dependence.

Government officials
maintain that coal stocks
at thermal power plants
remain within normative
levels and that generation
capacity is adequate to
meet demand. However,
grid operators are closely
monitoring load patterns
to prevent imbalances,
particularly during even-
ing peak hours.

Some States have al-
ready initiated contingen-

cy measures, including
demand-side management
and short-duration load
adjustments, to maintain
supply stability. Analysts
caution that sustained
high demand could test
transmission infrastruc-
ture and require coordi-
nated intervention across
regions.

The ongoing trend un-
derscores the growing ur-
gency for strengthening
power infrastructure, di-
versifying energy sources,
and enhancing demand
management strategies as
climate variability inten-
sifies.

Al Tightens Noose
on Fake HRA Claims

New Delhi: The Income
Tax Department has in-
tensified scrutiny of
House Rent Allowance
(HRA) claims, leveraging
artificial intelligence
and data analytics to de-
tect discrepancies in rent
declarations and finan-
cial records.

Officials  indicated
that advanced systems
are now cross-verifying
taxpayer  disclosures
with multiple data sourc-
es, including Form 16,
the Annual Information
Statement (AIS), and
Form 26AS. The integra-
tion allows authorities to
identify mismatches be-
tween declared rent pay-
ments and actual finan-
cial transactions, signifi-
cantly reducing the scope
for inflated or fabricated
claims.

The move comes amid
growing concerns over
misuse of HRA exemp-
tions, particularly
through forged rent re-
ceipts. Under existing
rules, taxpayers claiming
rent above 11lakh annu-
ally are required to fur-
nish the landlord’s Per-
manent Account Num-
ber (PAN), a provision
that is now being more
rigorously enforced
through automated
checks. Tax experts note

that the deployment of
Al marks a shift towards
non-intrusive yet precise
enforcement. “The sys-
tem flags anomalies such
as absence of corre-
sponding bank transfers,
repetitive landlord de-
tails across multiple
claims, or inconsisten-
cies in reported income

patterns,” a senior offi-
cial said.
While the department

has not announced any
large-scale penal action,
sources suggest that
flagged cases may re-
ceive notices seeking
clarification. Continued
discrepancies could at-
tract penalties under
provisions related to
misreporting of income.

The development sig-
nals a broader push to-
wards data-driven gov-
ernance, where compli-
ance is monitored in
near real-time. Analysts
say the increased sur-
veillance is likely to de-
ter fraudulent practices
while encouraging accu-
rate self-reporting
among taxpayers.

As filing season ap-
proaches, authorities
have urged individuals
to ensure that claims are
supported by verifiable
documentation, warn-
ing that digital trails
now leave little room for
error.

New Delhi, April 26: Aam
Aadmi Party MP Sanjay Singh
said Sunday that he has submit-
ted a petition to Rajya Sabha
Chairman C P Radhakrishnan
seeking the disqualification
of seven party MPs in the Up-
per House, who recently quit
the AAP and announced their
merger with the BJP.

Addressing a press confer-
ence, the AAP Rajya Sabha
member also said the party
would pursue legal action in
the matter if needed, alleging
that the move by the seven MPs
violated the anti-defection law.

The AAP has urged the Rajya
Sabha chairman

to terminate the member-
ships of the seven MPs, claim-
ing that they were elected to the
Upper House on AAP tickets
but later decided to leave the
party and join the BJP.

On Friday, the AAP suffered
a jolt when seven of its Rajya
Sabha MPs Raghav Chadha,
Ashok Mittal, Sandeep Pathak,
Harbhajan Singh, Rajendra
Gupta, Vikram Sahni and
Swati Maliwal quit and merged
with the BJP, alleging that the
Arvind Kejriwal-led party had
strayed from its principles, val-
ues and core morals.

“According to the Consti-
tution, two-thirds of the total
MPs of a party can merge with
another party,” Chadha said,
pointing to the fact that AAP
had a total of 10 MPs in the Ra-

jya Sabha. At the presser, Singh
claimed that many Supreme
Court judgments, including in
cases related to Uttarakhand
and Arunachal Pradesh, had
clarified how such defections
could lead to disqualification.
He also referred to the 10th
Schedule of the Constitution,
saying that “it clearly does not
permit such political defec-
tions”. “While delays in such
cases could lead to disappoint-
ment, the AAP would pursue
the matter in court if required.
These members were elected
by the party but later chose to
leave and join another outfit.
This is a betrayal of the people
of Punjab and also of the Con-
stitution of India,” Singh said.
Incidentally, six of the seven
MPs who quit the party were
Rajya Sabha MPs from Punjab.
Rejecting speculation that
some AAP MLAs in Punjab
were in touch with the BJP,
Singh termed such reports
“false propaganda” being
spread by the BJP and the “de-
fected” MPs. Singh also claimed
that there was public anger and
protests in Punjab against the
MPs who quit the AAP for "be-
traying” the party and the state.

Raipur, April 26: A remote vil-
lage in Chhattisgarh’s Abujh-
mad region, once a stronghold
of Maoists, has got electricity
for the first time after decades
without power supply and oth-
er basic facilities, officials said

Sunday.

When bulbs lit up for the
first time Friday, residents of
Irpanar village saw not just
light but a powerful symbol of
development, a local said.

Having relied on lanterns
and firewood for years,

villagers described the mo-
ment as historic and thanked
the administration and the
electricity department for
the effort.

The electricity would enable
children to study at night and
provide access to basic facili-
ties like mobile charging.

The availability of fans,
lights and small appliances
is expected to ease daily life,
while opening possibilities for
digital education, healthcare
access, communication and
small businesses in the future,

the resident added.

Around 10 families will ben-
efit from the electrification,
which was done at a cost of Rs
56.11 lakh in the village, locat-
ed deep inside the forested and
hilly terrain of Narayanpur
district, as per officials.

Bastar region, compris-

ing seven districts including
Narayanpur, has been witness-
ing significant transformation
following a decline in Maoist in-
fluence as the state has got rid
of the menace, a government
official here said.

The electricity supply in re-
mote villages has reduced fear

and isolation, improved living
standards and accelerated de-
velopment, signalling a safer
and more prosperous future
for the region.

After decades of darkness,
Irpanar has lit up for the first
time under the state govern-
ment’s ‘Niyad Nella Nar’ (your
good village) scheme, aimed at
delivering basic amenities to re-
mote and sensitive areas of the
Bastar region, the official said.

A nearby village, Handawa-
da, has also been electrified in
recent months, marking the
beginning of a broader push
to connect remote habitations
with essential services such as
electricity, roads, drinking wa-
ter, education and healthcare,
he said.

with 3live cartridges and a Scorpio
vehicle. The accused fled from the
spot and are being searched.

These back-to-back actions
have created panic among drug
smugglers in the district. Police
said investigation is going on
and efforts are being made to
catch the absconding accused.
The Superintendent of Police
appreciated the efforts of police
teams, DST and ANTF staff, say-
ing that this success was possi-
ble due to quick action and
strong coordination. He added
that strict action against drug
smuggling will continue in fu-
ture.
