Centre Plans Barrier-Free Tolling
System with FASTag Automation

New Delhi: The Union gov-
ernment ispreparingtorollout
a barrierfree toll collection
system on national highways,
aiming to eliminate stoppages
at toll plazas and enable seam-
less vehicular movement. Un-
ion Minister for Road Trans-
port and Highways Nitin Gad-
kari said the proposed system
will leverage FASTag-based
automatic deductions, sup-
ported by artificial intelligence,
RFID technology; cameras,and
sensor networks to identify ve-

hicles in motion. The move is
expected to significantly re-
duce travel time, fuel consump-
tion, and congestion atbusy toll
points. Under the new frame-
work, vehicles willnolonger be
required to halt at toll plazas.
Instead, toll charges will be de-
ducted automatically as vehi-
cles pass through designated
corridors. Authorities are also
planning to introduce digital
enforcement mechanismes, in-
cluding automated notices for
violations such as non-compli-
ance or misuse.

Jaipur: In a calibrated
escalation of its anti-nar-
cotics strategy, the Ra-
jasthan Police has execut-
ed afinancial clampdown
on alleged drug traffick-
ers under Operation Va-
jra Prahar, freezing as-
sets worth approximately
1.10 crore in Baran dis-
trict.

The action, undertak-
en by the Baran police
under provisions of the
Narcotic Drugs and Psy-
chotropic Substances

(NDPS) Act, targets al-
leged trafficker Vishal
Sansi, his father Balveer
alias Ballu Sansi, and
their associates. Authori-
ties confirmed that the
assets—identified as pro-
ceeds of the illicit drug
trade—have been perma-
nently frozen, prohibit-
ing their use, sale, or
transfer.
Superintendent of Po-
lice Abhishek Andasu
stated that the operation
reflects a “zero-tolerance
policy” aimed not only at
arresting offenders but

Seven Years, No Exam: Rajasthan HC Class IV
Recruitment Leaves 8 Lakh Aspirants in Limbo

Jaipur: A prolonged ad-
ministrative delay in the
Rajasthan High Court’s
Class IV recruitment pro-
cess has left over eight lakh
aspirants in a state of un-
certainty, raising serious
concerns over governance,
accountability, and the fu-
ture of thousands of job
seekers. The recruitment,
first announced in 2019 for
3,678 posts, has yet to see a
single examination con-

ducted. In the intervening
years, the process has not
only stalled but also faced
cancellation once, further
deepening the frustration
among candidates who
have invested time, re-
sources, and aspirations
into securing government
employment. Compound-
ing the issue is a reported
333% increase in applica-
tion fees, a move that has
drawn sharp criticism from
aspirants and observers
alike. For many candidates
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from economically weaker
backgrounds, the rising
cost has added a financial
burden to an already uncer-
tain process. Candidates
argue that the delay has
disrupted career timelines,
with many now crossing
age limits for other govern-
ment opportunities. “It is
not just a delay; it is a sys-
tematic denial of opportu-
nity,” said an aspirant, re-
flecting a sentiment widely
echoed across forums and
social platforms.

New Delhi: A fresh politi-
cal confrontation has erupt-
ed after AAP chief Arvind
Kejriwal announced a ‘Saty-
agraha’ following the dis-
missal of hisrecusal plea by
the Delhi High Court. The
court’s decision has intensi-
fied the ongoing legal and
political battle surrounding
the case. Kejriwal termed
the move a stand for “truth
and justice”, invoking the
language of civil resistance.
However, critics have dis-
missed the step as political
posturing, arguing that ju-
dicial setbacks are being
reframed as moral cam-
paigns to retain public sym-
pathy. Legal experts note
that the High Court’s refus-
al to entertain the recusal
argument underscores the
judiciary’s adherence to
procedural integrity. Mean-
while, the AAP leadership
maintains that the protest is
aimed at highlighting al-
leged institutional bias. The
development has sharpened
the political narrative in the
capital, with the ruling par-
ty and opposition exchang-
ing sharp reactions. As the
situation unfolds, the inter-
section of legal strategy and
political messaging is likely
to remain at the centre of
public discourse.

Jaipur: The investigation
into a high-profile land
scam in Rajasthan appears
to be approaching a deci-
sive stage, with enforce-
ment agencies tightening
the legal net around
Pramod Sharma, alleged to
be linked to the Chief Min-
ister’s family. Officials indi-
cate that a third and “final”
notice is likely to be issued
shortly, after which coer-
cive measures—such as at-
tachment of property and
proclamation—may follow
if the accused fails to ap-
pear.

According to police
sources, Sharma’s contin-
ued absence and non-com-
pliance with earlier notices
are now being treated as
grounds for escalated ac-
tion. The delay in immedi-
ate enforcement, sources
suggest, was partly due to
administrative prioritisa-
tion during the visit of sen-
ior leaders of Bharatiya
Janata Party. The defence
has contested the process,

terming it procedurally un-
fair. Counsel argue that a
notice issued on the 16th,
requiring appearance by 9
a.m. the following day, vio-
lates principles of natural
justice by denying “reason-
able time” for preparation.
They are preparing to chal-
lenge the notice in court,
citing judicial precedents
that emphasise fairness
over strict timelines.

Investigators, however,
maintain that the accused’s
alleged evasion weakens
such claims. Meanwhile,
unverified reports of Shar-
ma seeking refuge in reli-
gious premises—including
associations circulating
online with Bageshwar
Dham and Swami Ramab-
hadracharya—have added
a new dimension to the
probe. With legal argu-
ments and enforcement
measures converging, the
casenow stands at a critical
juncture.
