From Protest Icon to Power EXxit:
Nepal Home Minister Sudan Gurung
Resigns Amid Graft Allegations

New Delhi: In a dramatic
turn that underscores the
volatility of Nepal’s reform
politics, Home Minister Su-
dan Gurung—once the face
of Gen Z-led street mobilisa-
tions—resigned on Tuesday
following mounting corrup-
tion allegations that have
roiled the Government of
Nepal. Gurung, who rose to
prominence during last
year’s youth protests de-
manding transparency and
institutional accountability,
stepped down hours after an
anti-graft inquiry widened

to examine alleged irregu-
larities in procurement de-
cisions and discretionary
fund allocations within the
Home Ministry. While he
has denied wrongdoing,
calling the charges “politi-
cally timed,” the pressure
proved untenable as coali-
tion partners sought to con-

tain the fallout.
Sources indicated that
preliminary findings

flagged inconsistencies in
contract awards and poten-
tial conflict-of-interest vio-
lations linked to firms with
indirect political affilia-
tions. The Commission for

the Investigation of Abuse
of Authority is understood
to be coordinating with fi-
nancial investigators to
trace transaction trails and
decision notes. Prime Min-
ister Pushpa Kamal Dahal
accepted the resignation,
reiterating a ‘“zero-toler-
ance” stance on corruption
while promising due pro-
cess. The Opposition has
demanded a time-bound
probe monitored by parlia-
mentary committees, argu-
ing that the episode reflects
deeper governance deficits
rather than an isolated
lapse.

New Delhi: A political and
legal controversy has been

Critics have questioned
the propriety of the asso-
ciation, alleging that the
individual in question has
arecord of inflammatory
public statements. While
no official impropriety has
been established, the op-
tics of the meeting have
drawn scrutiny, with some
voices arguing that former
members of the higher ju-
diciary must exercise cau-
tion in their public engage-
ments to preserve institu-
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tional credibility. Legal
experts note that although
retired judges are not
bound by the same restric-
tions as sitting judges, con-
ventions of judicial con-
duct and restraint contin-
ue to apply informally.
“Public confidence in the
judiciary rests as much on
perception as on prece-
dent,” a senior advocate
observed, adding that as-
sociations perceived as
partisan or controversial
could invite avoidable de-
bate.

uted to administrative and
legal hurdles.

Officials overseeing the
process said polling has
largely remained peace-
ful, with adequate ar-
rangements in place at
designated centres.

IndiGo Flight Cancelled Before Take-off in Jaipur
After Technical Snag; Aircraft Grounded

New Delhi: A scheduled
flight of IndiGo from Jaipur
to Navi Mumbai was can-
celled shortly before depar-
ture on Wednesday after a
technical fault was detected
during routine pre-flight

checks, officials said. Flight
6E-2719, which was slated to
depart from Jaipur Interna-
tional Airport at 11:05 a.m.,
was grounded as engineers
identified an issue that re-
quired immediate attention.
The airline clarified that the
snag was detected as part of

standard safety protocols,
and the aircraft was deemed
unfit for operation until rec-
tified. Passengers were de-
boarded and informed of
the cancellation, leading to
delays and inconvenience at
the airport. Airline staff re-
portedly assisted affected

travellers with reschedul-
ing options and refunds,
while some passengers
were accommodated on al-
ternate flights to Navi
Mumbai. In a statement,
IndiGo reiterated its “safe-
ty-first” approach, stating
that “the aircraft was

grounded following a rou-
tine inspection. Necessary
checks and maintenance
are being carried out before
it returns to service.” No
safety incident occurred
during boarding or taxiing,
and all passengers and crew
remained safe.

From System to Scale: National
Academic Head Positions Sri
Chaitanya as India’s Next

Jaiupr: In the wake of Sri
Chaitanya Academy’s com-
manding performance in
JEE Main 2026, the institu-
tion’s National Academic
Head has articulated a vision
that moves beyond results to
a larger academic proposi-
tion—standardised excel-
lence at a national scale.
“This is not a story of
isolated toppers; it is a
demonstration of a system
that delivers predictable,
high-quality outcomes,”
the National Head said, re-
flecting on a result that
saw multiple students se-
cure top ranks, including
AIR 1, alongside deep rep-
resentation across catego-
ries. With 5 students in the
Top 15, 27 in the Top 100,
and 172 within the Top
1000, the outcome signals
systemic depth rather
than episodic success. At
the centre of this perfor-
mance lies a tightly gov-
erned academic architec-

ture. “Our approach inte-
grates curriculum preci-
sion, continuous assess-
ment, and faculty calibra-
tion. The objective is to
reduce performance vari-
ance and institutionalise
consistency,” he noted.
Significantly, this year’s
results extend beyond the
academy’s southern
stronghold. Rajasthan’s
emergence, with a Top 5
rank, is being seen as a
breakthrough in a region
historically dominated by
legacy coaching ecosys-
tems. “Geography should
not define excellence. With
the right academic frame-
work, outcomes can be en-
gineered anywhere,” he
asserted. With over a mil-
lion candidates in conten-
tion, consistency at scale
has become the defining
metric of institutional
credibility. Sri Chaitanya’s
model, the National Head
argues, is built precisely
for this challenge.
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
