India’s First
Barrier-Free Toll
Plaza Signals Shift
to Smart Highways

New Delhi: In a signifi-
cant step towards modern-
ising its road infrastruc-
ture, India has inaugurated
its first barrier-free, multi-
lane free-flow (MLFF) toll
plaza at Choryasi on the
Kamrej-Surat stretch of
National Highway 48. The
development marks a deci-
sive departure from con-
ventional toll collection
systems that rely on physi-
cal barriers and vehicular
halts.

The MLFF system inte-
grates Automatic Number
Plate Recognition (ANPR)
with FASTag technology,
enabling vehicles to pass
through toll points without
stopping or slowing down.
Toll charges are deducted
automatically in real time,
a move expected to reduce
travel time, ease conges-
tion, and improve fuel effi-
ciency. Officials note that
the elimination of idling at
toll plazas could also con-
tribute to lowering vehicu-
lar emissions, aligning
with broader environmen-
tal goals. The pilot project
is part of a wider national
strategy to overhaul high-
way mobility. The Ministry
of Road Transport and
Highways has outlined
plans to convert more than
1,000 toll plazas across the
country to barrier-free sys-
tems by the end of 2026.
This transition is expected
to streamline traffic flow
on key freight corridors
and enhance logistical ef-
ficiency.

Tight Security Blanket Over Kolkata EVM
Strong Rooms Amid Political Flashpoint

Kolkata: With political
tensions running high in
West Bengal, the Kolkata
Police has enforced strin-
gent prohibitory orders
under Section 163 of the
Bharatiya Nagarik Surak-
sha Sanhita (BNSS) around
key electoral infrastruc-
ture, sharply restricting
public movement near
vote-counting centres.

The directive imposes a
complete ban on the assem-
bly of five or more persons
within a 200-metre radius
of seven designated Elec-

tronic Voting Machine
(EVM) strong rooms across
the city. The move follows a
dramatic late-night devel-
opment that has intensi-
fied the already charged
political atmosphere.

On Thursday night,
Chief Minister Mamata

Banerjee staged a three-
hour vigil at the Bhaban-
ipur Assembly constituen-
cy’s EVM strong room, cit-
ing reports of alleged ir-
regularities. Arriving un-
announced, Ms. Banerjee
maintained that as a candi-

Rajasthan Cracks Down on 678
Absent Government Doctors

Jaipur: In a decisive move
to enforce discipline in the
public healthcare system,
the Rajasthan Health De-
partment has issued a final
ultimatum to 678 govern-
ment doctors who have re-
mained absent from duty
for prolonged periods,
warning of cancellation of
their medical registrations
if they fail to return imme-
diately The directive
marks one of the strongest
administrative actions in
recent years, aimed at ad-
dressing acute staff short-

ages in government hospi-
tals, particularly in rural
and semi-urban regions.
Officials confirmed that
most of the doctors in ques-
tion had proceeded on ap-
proved leave after complet-
ing their MBBS to pursue
postgraduate specialisa-
tions but have not rejoined
service despite contractual
obligations. Health author-
ities stated that repeated
notices and reminders had
yielded little response,
forcing the department to
escalate enforcement.
“Public healthcare deliv-
ery cannot be held hostage

toprolonged absenteeism,”
a senior official noted, un-
derlining the strain on al-
ready overburdened facili-
ties. The absence of these
doctors has significantly
impacted patient care in
primary health centres,
community clinics, and
district hospitals, where
staffing gaps remain a per-
sistent challenge. By invok-
ing the threat of licence
cancellation, the govern-
ment is seeking to compel
compliance and reinforce
service accountability tied
to state-sponsored medical
education.

‘Post-Poll Shock’: Rahul Gan-
dhi Slams Fuel, LPG Price Hike
as ‘Election Bill’ on Public

New Delhi: Congressleader
Rahul Gandhi has launched
asharp attack on the govern-
ment over the recent in-
crease in fuel and commer-
cial LPG prices, terming ita
“post-election penalty” im
posed on citizens. He alleged
that the administration de-
liberately delayed price revi-
sions until after the electoral
process, shifting the finan-
cial burden onto the public
once voting concluded.

At the centre of his criti-
cism is the steep rise in com-
mercial LPG cylinder prices,
which have reportedly

surged by 993 per unit. Call-

ing it the “first installment”
of a broader inflationary
wave, Mr. Gandhi warned
that petrol and diesel prices
could soon witness a similar
upward trajectory. Framing
the hike as “the bill for the
elections,” he argued that
economic realities were tem-
porarily suppressed to avoid
electoral backlash. The re-
marks come at a politically
sensitive moment, as the
country absorbs the out-
comes of the recent polls.
The opposition has increas-
ingly focused on rising liv-
ing costs, positioning fuel
price volatility as a key con-
cern for households and
businesses alike.

‘Robbed of Dignity’:
Distress Mounts Among
Indian Hajj Pilgrims Over
Living Conditions in Mecca

New Delhi/Mecca: Alle-
gations of overcrowding,
poor sanitation, and mis-
management have trig-
gered outrage after several
Indian Hajj pilgrims re-
ported distressing condi-
tions at accommodation
facilities in Mecca, raising
serious concerns over pil-
grim welfare and oversight
mechanisms.

According to accounts
shared by families housed
atthe Asaf Al QurashiHos-
tel, multiple pilgrims have
been forced to live in se-
verely cramped spaces,
with as many as 16 indi-
viduals reportedly sharing
a single room. Complaints
describe  dysfunctional
lifts, inadequate sanitation
infrastructure—including
one toilet for large groups—
and unhygienic surround-
ings marked by stagnant
and dirty water.

Pilgrims allege that de-
spite paying substantial
sums for the pilgrimage
package, the facilities pro-
vided fall far short of
promised standards. Sev-
eral families claim they
have been separated across
rooms or floors, com-
pounding their distress
during what is meant to be
a spiritually significant
journey. The situation has
sparked strong reactions
on social media, with calls

for immediate interven-
tion by the Ministry of Mi-
nority Affairs and the Hajj
Committee of India. De-
mands are being raised for
accountability from tour
operators and better coor-
dination with Saudi au-
thorities to ensure mini-
mum living standards for
pilgrims.

The episode has
once again highlighted re-
curring gaps in accommo-
dation management dur-
ing Hajj, underscoring the
urgent need for stricter
regulation and real-time
monitoring of services
provided to Indian pil-
grims abroad.

Chittorgarh- An organ-
ised gang of cable
thieves is active in the
Nimbahera area of the
district. They are target-
ing both solar power
plants and farmers’
fields. Recently, about
12,000 meters of copper
cable was stolen from
two different solar
plants, creating fear in
the area. The first inci-
dent took place in Ranch-
hodpura area of Manda-
lacharan gram panchay-
at. Thieves targeted a 1.5
MW solar plant owned
by Rupalal Dhakad of
Bhatkotri and stole
around 3,500 to 4,000 me-
ters of copper cable from
29 strings. The theft hap-
pened on the night of
April 24 between 2 and 3
am. In the morning,
when the plant was
checked, the inverter
was not taking load and
the cable was found
missing. The loss is esti-
mated at 2.5 to 3 lakh.
According to the com-
plainant, the thieves had
full knowledge of the
plant. Despite the pres-
ence of a guard, cameras
and sensors, the theft
was carried out, show-
ing proper planning. It
may have taken around
one to one-and-a-half
hours to remove such a

large quantity of cable.
The second incident oc-
curred near Bangreda in
the Kanera area at a 1
MW solar plant owned
by Samrath Dhakad.
Thieves stole about 8,000
meters of copper cable
from 64 strings. The
theft was discovered on
Wednesday morning
around 6:30 am when the
inverter was not work-
ing. Theloss is around 6
lakh. It is important to
note that a similar theft
of about 3lakh had tak-
en place at the same
plant two years ago, just
before its inauguration,
and that case is still un-
solved. Meanwhile, in
the Mandalacharan
area, thefts have been
reported from 25 to 30
farms in the last four
days, where cables and
motors were stolen from
wells. Udaylal Dhakad
of Bhatkotri said that
about a month ago, cable
from his farm was also
stolen, causing a loss of
around 20,000. In the
Kanera area, around 10
to 15 farms near Mano-
har Ki Khedi village
have also been targeted.
These repeated inci-
dents clearly show that
an organised gang is ac-
tive in the area and is
targeting solar plants
and farmers in a
planned manner. Police
have registered cases in
both incidents and start-
ed investigation, but no
accused has been traced
so far.

Jaipur Metro Phase-ll gathers
pace as 7918-crore civil works
approved for 12-km corridor

Jaipur, May 1: The long-
pending Phase-II expansion
of the Jaipur Metro has
moved a step closer to execu-
tion, with the issuance of a
Letter of Acceptance (LoA)
for civil works worth over
918 crore for a 12-km elevat-
ed corridor in the city’s
southern stretch.

Officials said the Jaipur
Metro Rail Corporation has
cleared the design and con-
struction of an elevated via-
duct along with 10 stations
between Prahladpura and
Pinjrapole Gaushala. The
proposed stations include
Prahladpura, Manpura,
Beelwa Kalan, Beelwa, Gon-
er Mor, Sitapura, JECC,

Kumbha Marg, Haldighati
Gate and the terminal at Pin-
jrapole Gaushala. The move
follows directives from
Chief Minister Bhajanlal
Sharma to accelerate urban
mobility infrastructure and
ease congestion in Jaipur.
The contract package also
includes the construction of
a spur line connecting the
main corridor to the metro
depot. The Phase-II project,
which spans a total of 41 km,
had earlier received Cabinet
approval at the Centre,
chaired by Prime Minister
Narendra Modi, with an es-
timated outlay of 13,037.66
crore. Following this, the

State government had
pushed for expediting ten-
dering and execution.

Faculty Retirement Plan
Triggers Sharp Backlash

Jaipur: A proposal to raise
the retirement age of faculty
in government medical col-
leges from 65to 70 has sparked
a fierce debate within Ra-
jasthan’s medical education
system, with the Rajasthan
Medical College Teachers As-
sociation (RMCTA) formally
opposing the move. The asso-
ciation has warned the Ra-
jasthan Medical Department
that extending the tenure of
senior professors could choke
promotion pathways for
younger doctors, creating a
structural bottleneck in both
academic and clinical hierar-
chies. “Career progression

will be severely constrained,
leading to frustration among
emerging specialists,” RMC-
TA representatives stated. At
the heart of the controversy
lies a policy dilemma: balanc-
ing the experience of senior
faculty against the need for
generational renewal. While
the government is reported-
ly considering the extension
to address faculty shortages
in rapidly expanding medi-
cal colleges, critics argue
that such a step may inad-
vertently accelerate brain
drain, pushing ambitious
young doctors towards pri-
vate institutions or opportu-
nities abroad.
