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Cybersecurity, AI Governance Emerge as

Defining Global Policy Frontiers

Washington / Brussels /
New Delhi: Governments
across continents are accel-
erating the development of
regulatory frameworks for
artificial intelligence and
strengthening cybersecuri-
ty cooperation, as digital
threats grow more sophisti-
cated and increasingly tar-
geted at critical infrastruc-
ture.

A United Nations advi-
sory body has warned that
the absence of coordinated
global AI governance poses
“systemic risks,” describ-
ing international coopera-
tion as “irrefutable” in man-

aging rapidly advancing
technologies. The panel has
urged nations to move to-
wards a shared regulatory
architecture to address
cross-border risks emerging
from large-scale Al deploy-
ment.

Inparallel, UN Secretary-
General Anténio Guterres
has called for urgent global
action on Al governance,
advocating the creation of
an international scientific
oversight mechanism to
guide safe and ethical devel-
opment of artificial intelli-
gence systems. He has re-
peatedly cautioned that un-
checked Al expansion could

Rape Case Registered Against
Senior Police Officerin Jaipur,
Investigation Underway

Jaipur. A serious case has
emerged from the city in-
volving a senior police of-
ficer posted at the Police
Headquarters (PHQ) in the
Human Rights Cell. A case
of rape has been regis-
tered against the officer at
Malviya Nagar police sta-
tion, and an investigation
has been initiated.
According to police of-
ficials, the complaint was
received through postal
correspondence from the
survivor. The allegations
state that the officer alleg-
edly sexually assaulted
her under the pretext of
marriage and later issued
threats via video calls.
Following the registra-
tion of the case, there has
been significant unease
within police circles. The
matter is being considered
sensitive as the allegations
involve a senior-ranking
officer serving at the state
police headquarters.

The accused officer has,
however, strongly denied
all allegations. He has
claimed that he has been
actively engaged in pro-
moting a scientific outlook
and rationalist ideology
for the past several years,
and has alleged that the
case is part of a conspira-
cy to defame him. He fur-
ther stated that the truth
would emerge once digital
evidence, including chats
and other records, is thor-
oughly examined.

Jaipur police officials
confirmed that the case
has been registered and
investigation is currently
underway. According to
Deputy Commissioner of
Police (East), the probe
has been assigned to an
Additional Deputy Com-
missioner of Police, who is
examining all aspects of
the matter.

Police have stated that
further action will be tak-
en based on the findings of
the investigation.

outpace existing legal and
institutional safeguards.
However, sharp diver-
gences remain among ma-
jor powers.

Michael Kratsios, recently
stated that the United States
“totally rejects global gov-

Security analysts note
that cybersecurity has now
become inseparable from Al

policy, with both domains
converging into a single
strategic challenge. Experts
atrecent global forums have
warned that cyber threats—
ranging from ransomware
attacks to infrastructure
sabotage—are increasingly
linked with state-backed ac-
tors and organised digital
crime networks.

In New Delhi, officials
are strengthening national
cyber response systems and
expanding coordination be-
tween sectoral Computer
Emergency Response
Teams (CERTS), particular-
ly to protect banking net-
works, digital payment sys-

tems, and government data-
bases. Similar measures are
being implemented across
Asia, Europe, and North
America as governments
respond to rising incidents
of infrastructure-linked cy-
berattacks. Technology ex-
perts argue that the global
policy landscape is now
shifting towards “security-
by-design” mandates for Al
systems, requiring built-in
safeguards, auditability,
and accountability mecha-
nisms to prevent misuse in
areas such as misinforma-
tion, surveillance, and auto-
mated decision-making.
Despite growing consen-

sus on the urgency of the
issue, international agree-
ment on regulatory stand-
ards remains fragmented.
While some nations advo-
cate strict global frame-
works, others prioritise in-
novation-led flexibility, re-
flecting a widening policy
divide in the governance of
emerging technologies.

As Al capabilities expand
and cyber threats evolve in
parallel, policymakers face
mounting pressure to bal-
ance innovation with secu-
rity—an equation that is
rapidly becoming one of the
defining challenges of the
digital century.

Rajasthan Accelerates Governance Push Under “Viksit Gram-Shahari
Ward” Campaign, Focus on Digitisation and Local Infrastructure

Jaipur: The Rajasthan gov-
ernment has intensified its
administrative and govern-
ance reform agenda under
the “Viksit Gram-Shahari
Ward” initiative, a struc-
tured development pro-
gramme aimed at strength-
ening last-mile service de-
livery, digitising civic ad-
ministration, and upgrad-
ing local infrastructure
across rural and urban ju-
risdictions.

Officials familiar with

the programme said the
campaign is designed as a
decentralised planning
framework, where develop-
ment priorities are identi-
fied at the gram panchayat
and urban ward level, and
integrated into district and
state-level execution plans.
The emphasis, according to
government sources, is on
making governance more
responsive, data-driven,
and accountable.

A key component of the
initiative is the push to-
wards digitisation of civic

services, including online
grievance redressal sys-
tems, digital property re-
cords, and streamlined ap-
proval processes for basic
urban services. The govern-
ment is also working to re-
duce procedural delays by
integrating multiple de-
partmental services onto
unified digital platforms.
On the infrastructure
front, the programme pri-
oritises basic urban up-
grades in Shahari Wards,
including road strengthen-
ing, drainage improvement,

drinking water supply aug-
mentation, and waste man-
agement systems. In rural
areas, the focus remains on
improving connectivity, ir-
rigation support systems,
and public facility enhance-
ment under the “Viksit
Gram” framework.
Officials stated that the
initiative is intended to
align local development
planning with broader
state-level goals of inclu-
sive growth and infrastruc-
ture modernization.

Jaipur Political Crossfire Deepens as BJP

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Jaipur/Sriganganagar.
Rajasthan’s political ten-
sions have intensified fur-
ther following fresh alle-
gations in the Shriganga-
nagar bypoll-linked con-
troversy, where a BJP of-
fice-bearer has now been

named in connection with
a disputed land case in-
volving MLA-Dangiya.
The development has add-
ed a new layer of friction
in an already charged po-
litical environment, pull-
ing in local leaders, party
workers, and administra-
tive officials. According to

details emerging from the
dispute, the controversy
has escalated amid allega-
tions of pressure tactics,
preferential treatment,
and contested procedural
handling of the case. What
initially appeared to be a
localized grievance has
now evolved into a broad-

er political flashpoint,
with implications extend-
ing beyond the immediate
stakeholders. The issue
has gained further politi-
cal sensitivity due to its
timing, coinciding with
heightened electoral and
organisational activity in
the region.

Iran Conflict Deepens as U.S. Tightens Maritime

Pressure, Backchannel Diplomacy Attempts Emerge

Washington/Tehran:
The geopolitical standoff

involving Iran has entered
arenewed phase of escala-
tion, with the United
States signalling stricter
maritime sanctions while
diplomatic backchannels
reportedly attempt to pre-
vent further regional
destabilisation.

According to officials
and diplomatic sources
cited in international me-
dia, Washington has ex-
panded its focus on dis-
rupting what it describes
as “illicit maritime net-
works” linked to Iranian
oil exports. The move is
being interpreted as part
of a broader strategy to
tighten economic pres-
sure amid stalled formal
negotiations on nuclear
and regional security con-
cerns.

At the same time, re-
ports suggest that infor-

mal diplomatic efforts are
underway through region-
al intermediaries. Paki-
stan, along with other un-
named regional actors, is
believed to be engaged in
quiet mediation attempts
aimed at reducing ten-
sions and reopening com-
munication channels be-
tween Tehran and West-
ern powers. However, no

formal confirmation has
been issued by the govern-
ments involved.

The escalation comes at
a time when the broader
Middle East security envi-
ronment remains fragile,
with overlapping conflicts
and shifting alliances add-
ing complexity to any po-
tential resolution. Ana-
lysts note that maritime

routes in the Gulf region
remain particularly sensi-
tive, given their centrality
to global energy supply
chains.

A senior Western diplo-
matic source, speaking on
condition of anonymity,
indicated that while en-
forcement measures are
being intensified, there is
still “limited space for de-

escalation through indi-
rect dialogue,” though
progress remains uncer-
tain. Iranian officials have
repeatedly criticised re-
cent sanctions, calling
them “economic coer-
cion” and arguing that
such measures under-
mine diplomatic trust.
Tehran maintains that it
remains open to negotia-

tions but insists on what it
terms

“mutual respect

and lifting of unilateral
restrictions” as precondi-
tions for meaningful talks.
Security analysts warn
that the current phase re-
flects a dual-track ap-
proach—pressure through
sanctions on one hand,
and cautious exploration
of diplomatic exits on the
other. However, the ab-
sence of formal negotia-
tions increases the risk of
miscalculation in an al-
ready volatile regional
environment. As mari-
time enforcement expands
and informal diplomacy
continues behind the
scenes, the Iran issue re-
mains one of the most
consequential fault lines
in global geopolitics, with
implications extending
far beyond the region into
global energy markets and
security architectures.

Cyber Fraud Cases Surge
in Jaipur; Police Station
Cyber Unit Registers
Multiple Complaints

Jaipur: The city has wit-
nessed a sharp rise in cyber
fraud cases, with multiple
complaints of financial
cheating reported over re-
cent weeks involving fake
customer support calls,
phishinglinks, and increas-
ingly sophisticated social
engineering tactics target-
ing bank customers and
digital payment users.

According to officials,
several of these cases have
been registered at the
Jaipur Cyber Crime Police
Station, where investigators
are handling a growing
number of complaints
linked to unauthorized
transactions, impersona-
tion scams, and fraudulent
investment schemes circu-
lated through social media
platforms.

Preliminary investiga-
tion indicates that fraud-
sters are using a mix of psy-
chological manipulation
and technical deception.
Victims are often contacted
through phone calls or mes-
saging apps, where callers
pose as representatives of
banks, telecom companies,
or government service pro-
viders. In many instances,
individuals are persuaded
to share one-time passwords
(OTPs) or banking creden-
tials under the pretext of
urgent account verification.

A senior officer associat-

ed with the cyber crime unit
said that the cases are being
investigated under the su-
pervision of the Investigat-
ing Officer (I0) assigned at
the Jaipur Cyber Crime Po-
lice Station, who is coordi-
nating with technical teams
to trace digital footprints,
mule accounts, and inter-
mediary networks used in
laundering the defrauded
money.

Officials noted that a sig-
nificant portion of com-
plaints involve “instant
transfer frauds,” where
money is siphoned off with-
in minutes of access com-
promise, making recovery
difficult unless immediate
reporting is done. In paral-
lel, investigators are also
probing cases involving
fake investment platforms
promising unusually high
returns, many of which are
operated through cloned
websites and fabricated so-
cial media endorsements.
Cyber experts working with
the police caution that
Jaipur, like many rapidly
digitising urban centres, is
increasingly vulnerable to
such crimes due to wide-
spread adoption of digital
payments without corre-
sponding awareness of se-
curity protocols. They
stress that social engineer-
ing—rather than pure hack-
ing—has become the domi-
nant method of exploita-
tion.

Chittorgarh- In a major
action against drug smug-
gling, Chittorgarh Police
seized a huge quantity of
illegal narcotics under Op-
eration Trinetra. Bhupal
Sagar Police and District
Special Team (DST) jointly
recovered 261.65 kg doda
chura and 50 grams of opi-
um from a Brezza car. One

accused was arrested,
while another managed to
escape. The action was car-
ried out under the direc-
tion of SP Manish Tripathi
and as per instructions of
IG Udaipur Range Gaurav
Srivastava. It was super-
vised by ASP Sarita Singh
and DSP Kapasan Har-
jeelal Yadav.

According to police,
Section 68F of the NDPS Act
allows authorities to freeze
property earned through il-
legal drug trade or property
that may be hidden or trans-
ferred. Only ancestral prop-
erty is excluded from such
action. SP Manish Tripathi
said that strict action
against drug smugglers will
continue and their illegal
property will also be tar-
geted.

Jain currently serves as
the Head Coach of the Ra-
jasthan Ranji Trophy team
and has also led the North
Zone side in domestic com-
petitions. His recent suc-
cess in guiding North Zone
to a notable triumph in the
Vizzy Trophy has further
strengthened his creden-
tials as a developmental

coach with a strong empha-
sis on results and player
progression.

Over the years, Jain has
been associated with struc-
tured talent-building pro-
grams at the domestic lev-
el, earning a reputation for
identifying and refining
emerging players. His ap-
pointment to the U-19 Elite
Camp is being viewed as
part of the BCCI’s broader
effort to integrate experi-
enced domestic coaches
into its high-performance
youth system.

The BCCI, through its
Centre of Excellence, has
been consistently expand-
ing its age-group programs
with a focus on creating a
seamless transition from
junior cricket to the senior
professional structure.
