NEW DELHI: Prime Min-
ister Narendra Modi on
Monday described the

He
also reiterated commit-
ments to women’s safety,
youth employment, and
curbingillegal infiltration.

Mr. Modi credited the
triumph to “countless par-
ty workers” whose efforts
over generations, he said,
had transformed political
aspiration into reality. The
results, he added, marked
not just an electoral win
but the beginning of a new
governance chapter in
West Bengal.

KOLKATA: In a major po-
litical upset, Mamata Ba-
nerjee has lost the Bhaban-
ipur Assembly seat by over
15,000 votes to Suvendu
Adhikari of the Bharatiya
Janata Party (BJP), mark-
ing a significant shift in

West Bengal’s political
landscape.
Mr. Adhikari’s victory is

being seen as a major per-
sonal and political tri-

umph, coming after he had
earlier defeated Ms. Baner-
jee in the high-stakes
Nandigram contest in 2021.

Chief Secretary leads push as
Parliamentary panel reviews rural
development schemes in Rajasthan

JAIPUR: Placing the

State’s administrative
leadership at the centre
of its rural transforma-
tion narrative, Ra-
jasthan’s Chief Secretary
on Monday steered a
high-level review of de-
velopment programmes
during a visit by a Parlia-
mentary Standing Com-
mittee, underlining the
State’s  “results-driven
and accountable govern-
ance model”.

The Committee held
detailed deliberations
with senior officials, but
it was the Chief Secretary
who set the tone of the
meeting, presenting a
consolidated picture of
progress across flagship
schemes and emphasis-
ing measurable outcomes
on the ground. From ru-
ral housing and sanita-
tion to employment gen-
eration and connectivity,
the State’s performance
was showcased as a prod-
uct of close monitoring
and administrative coor-

dination.

“The convergence of
strong institutional over-
sight and efficient execu-
tion has enabled Ra-
jasthan to register sub-
stantial gains in rural
development,” the Chief
Secretary said, pointing
to improvements in last-
mile delivery and fund
utilisation. He stressed
that continuous review at
the highest level had
helped identify bottle-
necks early and ensure
timely corrective action.

Officials, under his di-
rection, presented dis-
trict-wise data and out-
lined steps taken to en-
hance transparency, in-
cluding the use of tech-
nology to plug leakages.
The Chief Secretary also
addressed concerns
flagged by the Committee,
including delays in fund
disbursement and capac-
ity challenges at the pan-
chayat level, assuring
that targeted interven-
tions we re already under-
way. Members of the

Committee acknowl-
edged the progress but
called for sustained fo-
cus on aspirational and
remote regions. In re-
sponse, the Chief Secre-
tary reiterated the
State’s commitment to
inclusive growth, stat-
ing that bridging region-
al gaps remained a pri-

ly personal moment. Dur-

At the age of 45, the
entrepreneur undertook a
significant academic rein-
vention.

The
liberalization of the sector
and the establishment of
IN-SPACe facilitated pri-
vate sector participation,

enabling access to institu-
tional expertise and collab-
orative opportunities. Lev-
eraging these develop-
ments, the venture has ini-
tiated work on hyperspec-
tral satellite systems under
the CEOS constellation,
aiming to deliver high-fre-
quency Earth observation
data with a two-day revisit
capability. Beyond terres-
trial applications, the enter-
prise envisions a long-term
expansion into lunar explo-
ration. Planned lunar ob-
servation satellites seek to
map surface composition,
identify water ice deposits,
and assess mineral resourc-
es, contributing to the
emerging discourse on ex-
traterrestrial resource uti-
lization. Engagements with

global platforms, including
the Brazil Startup Summit,
and exploratory collabora-
tions with agencies such as
NASA, European Space
Agency, and JAXA, reflect
the increasing internation-
alization of such initia-
tives. While India’s achieve-
ments—exemplified by
missions like Mars Orbiter
Mission and Chan-
drayaan-3—demonstrate
significant progress, gaps
persist in deep-space capa-
bilities and commercial in-
frastructure. Nevertheless,
this journey highlights a
broader paradigm: innova-
tion is not constrained by
geography, age, or institu-
tional pedigree, but driven
by persistence, learning,
and vision.

RGHS fraud case: Ex-
superintendent, lab
operator arrested; seven
doctors suspended

JAIPUR: In amajor crack-
down on alleged irregu-
larities under the Ra-
jasthan Government
Health Scheme, the State’s
Special Operations Group
(SOG) has arrested a for-
mer hospital superinten-
dent and a private lab op-
erator in connection with
a suspected medical test-
ing scam in Sikar.
According to officials,
Kamal Kumar Agarwal,
former superintendent of
a hospital attached to Si-
kar Medical College, and
Banwari Lal were appre-
hended following early
morning raids. Investiga-
tors allege that the ac-
cused were part of a net-
work that ordered unnec-

essary diagnostic tests to
benefit private laborato-
ries, leading to misuse of
public funds.

The Medical and Health
Department has suspend-
ed seven doctors, acting on
recommendations by the
RGHS project director, af-
ter preliminary findings
pointed to systemic irreg-
ularities. The suspended
doctors were posted across
hospitals linked to Sikar
Medical College as well as
primary and community
health centres.

Officials said the probe
revealed serious lapses,
including the prescription
of unwarranted tests. Fur-
ther investigation is un-
derway to determine the
extent of the alleged fraud
and fix accountability.

West Bengal Chief Secretary directs
strict safeguarding of official records

KOLKATA: The West Ben-
gal government has issued
a directive to ensure the
strict safeguarding of offi-
cial documents, with Chief
Secretary Durga Shankar
Mishra instructing all de-
partments to prevent the
removal or tampering of
files from government of-
fices.

In an official communi-
cation circulated to depart-
mental secretaries and
heads of offices, the Chief
Secretary emphasised that
no important documents or
files should be taken out-
side premises under
any circumstances. The

directive also called for
heightened vigilance to en-
sure that records are nei-
ther misplaced nor dam-
aged.

The order comes amid
heightened political activ-
ity in the State, prompting
the toreinforce institu-
tional protocols governing

the handling of sensitive

and official material.
Sources indicated that the
move is aimed at maintain-
ing transparency and pre-
serving the integrity of
government records dur-
ing a period of administra-
tive transition.

Officials have been

asked to ensure compli-
ance at all levels, with re-
sponsibility fixed on de-
partmental heads to moni-
tor adherence. The commu-
nication underlines that
any lapse in safeguarding
documents would be
viewed seriously.

While no specific inci-
dent has been cited in the
directive, the emphasis on
record protection reflects
concerns over the security
and proper custody of offi-
cial files. Administrative
experts note that such in-
structions are periodically
issued to reinforce proce-
dural discipline, particu-
larly during politically sen-
sitive phases.

BJP claims mandate in West
Bengal, vows governance push

KOLKATA: Declaring a
decisive political break-
through in West Bengal,
the Bharatiya Janata Party
(BJP) on Tuesday said the
2026 Assembly election re-
sults marked a turning
point, with the party as-
serting that “people’s pow-
er has prevailed”.

Chittorgarh- In a major
crackdown on drug smug-
gling, police achieved an-
other success under a spe-
cial anti-narcotics drive,
tightening vigil on illegal
transport routes. Shamb-
hupura police seized 5 kg
140 grams of illegal opium
and arrested two accused
during action under Opera-
tion Trinetra. The motor-
cycle used for transport
was also seized. This is the
third major action by the
police in the last 10 days. SP
Manish Tripathi said the
drive is being carried out
on the directions of IG
Udaipur Range Gaurav
Srivastava to act against
storage and transport of
narcotics. The team worked
under ASP Sarita Singh
and supervision of DSP Vi-

nod Kumar. During a police
checkpoint in the police
station area, SHO Dharam-
raj Meena and his team
stopped a motorcycle for
checking. On search, 5.14
kg of illegal opium was re-
covered from the vehicle.
Both riders were taken into
custody on the spot. The ar-
rested accused are Khem-
raj (41), resident of Rajpu-
riya, Neemuch district,
and Pappu Sen, resident of
Jawi, Neemuch (Madhya
Pradesh).

Chittorgarh: In a strong
action against drug smug-
gling, police have now tar-
geted the “drug money” di-
rectly. Manglawar police
station took strict action
and froze illegal property
worth around 1.5 crore
earned from drug traffick-
ing. The move has created
panic among smugglers and
sent a strong message. Un-
der Operation Trinetra, po-
lice identified illegal assets
of accused Rameshwar ali-

as Rameshwar Lal Ahir,
resident of Chaktiya, under
Section 68(F)(1) of the NDPS
Act. The assets include land
and a hotel. SP Manish Tri-
pathi said the special drive
is being carried out on the
directions of IG Udaipur
Range Gaurav Srivastava to
take strict action against
drug-related crimes. The ac-
tion was done under ASP
Sarita Singh and supervi-
sion of DYSP Badi Sadri
Deshraj Kuldeep. Investiga-
tion revealed that NDPS
cases areregistered against

the accused at the Office of
Deputy Narcotics Commis-
sioner, Neemuch (Madhya
Pradesh), and at Wagholi
police station in Pune (Ma-
harashtra). During the
probe, police found illegal
properties linked to the ac-
cused, including land and a
hotel in Patwar area Nanga-
wali under account num-
bers 996,459,178 and 1141. A
proposal was sent to the
Competent Authority
SAFEM (FOP) NDPS Act in
Delhi to freeze these proper-
ties. After hearing, the au-

thority of the Government
of India issued afinal order
to freeze 1.2081 hectare land
and the hotel. After this, the
property was officially fro-
zen at the local level. The
total value of the seized as-
sets is estimated to be
around 1.5 crore. The ac-
tion involved SHO Bhag-
wan Lal, ASI Bhairulal and
other police staff. Police are
now investigating other fi-
nancial sources and net-
work of the accused to take
further strict action against
the drug trade.
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
