Jaipur: The Rajasthan
government on Tuesday
unveiled an ambitious
plan to redevelop bus ter-
minals across the State,
with  Chief  Minister
Bhajan Lal Sharma direct-
ing officials to build mod-
ern “bus ports” through

public-private partner-
ships (PPP).
At a high-level meeting

at the Chief Minister’s Of-
fice, Sharma said the ini-
tiative aims to strengthen
public transport infra-
structure, improve pas-
senger experience, and
spur local economic activ-
ity. The proposed bus
ports, to be developed at
select district headquar-
ters, are expected to serve

as key regional transit
hubs with upgraded amen-
ities and streamlined op-
erations.

Officials said cities in-
cluding Udaipur, Bikaner,
Bharatpur, Alwar, Chittor-
garh, Bhilwara, Beawar,
Ajmer, and Bundi have
been identified for the
first phase, in line with
budget announcements.

The Chief Minister em-
phasised the need for a
comprehensive plan cover-
ing efficient operations,
coordinated services be-
tween state-run and pri-
vate buses, and long-term
maintenance frameworks.

Senior officials, includ-
ing Chief Secretary V. Srin-
ivas and Additional Chief
Secretary Akhil Arora, at-
tended the meeting.

TMC Leader Assaulted by
Locals, Power Image Shattered

New Delhi: Alocal Trina-
mool Congress (TMC) lead-
er, Shyamal Mitra, was al-
legedly assaulted by resi-
dents in a dramatic turn of
events that has sparked
political ripples. Once per-
ceived as an assertive and
influential figure during
the tenure of Mamata Ba-
nerjee’s government, Mitra
is now at the centre of con-
troversy following the inci-
dent.

Speeding SUV Drags Woman in

Both have been sentenced
to 1 year simple imprison-
ment along with fines. In
the first case, Neetu Joshi
demanded a bribe of 2000
for providing compensa-
tion under a pipeline pro-
ject of RUIDP. During
verification, she was
caught red-handed while

taking 1000. The court
found her guilty under
Sections 7 and 13 of the
Prevention of Corruption
Act and awarded 1 year
jail in each section (torun
concurrently) and a total
fine of 20,000. In the sec-
ond case, then Develop-
ment Inspector/Addition-
al Block Education Officer
Samarth Singh Sansi de-
manded 2500 to reappoint
a “Vidyarthi Mitra” (para-

teacher). The ACB trapped
him and recovered the
bribe amount. The court
sentenced him under Sec-
tions 7 and 13 to 1 year jail
(concurrent) and fined
10,000 in each section.
Both cases were investi-
gated by ACB Chittor-
garh, and after trial, the
Special Court (Prevention
of  Corruption Act),
Udaipur delivered the
judgment.
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
