KOLKATA: In scenes
charged with symbolism,
celebration, and political
consequence, Suvendu
Adhikari took oath as West
Bengal’s first-ever BJP

erate West Bengal’s devel-
opment and governance
transformation.

Party leaders described
Sharma’s participation as
reflective of BJP’s broader
national consolidation
strategy — linking states
from Rajasthan’s deserts to
Bengal’s delta under a uni-
fied political narrative fo-
cused on development, in-

frastructure, and adminis-
trative coordination.

The massive gathering
of Union ministers, chief
ministers, legislators, and
senior BJP functionaries
underscored the impor-
tance the party attaches to
its Bengal breakthrough
— a state long considered
one of India’s toughest po-
litical battlegrounds.

For the BJP, Saturday
was not merely a swearing-
in ceremony. It was the ar-
rival of saffron power in
Bengal’s political heart-
land.

JAIPUR: A grim and deely
disturbing statistic has
once again placed Ra-
jasthan under the national
spotlight. According to
NCRB-linked crime data
discussions, the state has
recorded the highest num-
ber of rape cases in India
for the sixth consecutive
year, while Jaipur has re-
portedly ranked as the
country’s second-most un-
safe metro city for women
in terms of such crimes.

The figures have trig-
gered outrage, political

confrontation, and re-
newed questions over po-
licing, women’s safety, and
the effectiveness of law

enforcement mechanisms
in the state.

Women’s rights activists
say the repeated appear-
ance of Rajasthan at the
top of the list reflects not

just rising crime, but sys-
temic failures in preven-
tion, reporting, and judi-
cial deterrence. Opposition
leaders have accused suc-
cessive governments of
reducing women’s safety to
a political talking point
rather than a governance
priority.

The numbers have also
intensified scrutiny on
Jaipur — often projected as
aheritage and tourism hub
— where concerns over ur-
ban safety, delayed investi-
gations, and public confi-

dence in policing continue
to dominate civic dis-
course.

Police officials maintain
that higher reporting rates
and increased awareness
campaigns partly contrib-
ute to the figures. However,
critics argue that explana-
tions alone cannot over-
shadow the scale of the
crisis.

Beyond statistics lies a
harsher reality: thousands
of women and families con-
fronting trauma, fear, and
long battles for justice.

JAIPUR: Tension gripped
Rajasthan’s administrative
headquarters on Saturday
after a sudden fire broke
out inside the Department
of Information and Public
Relations (DIPR) wing of
the Rajasthan Secretariat,
triggering panic across the
corridors of power.

According to prelimi-
nary information, the blaze
is suspected to have origi-
nated from a short circuit,
rapidly filling portions of
the Secretariat complex
with smoke and forcing of-
ficials and staff members
to evacuate affected sec-
tions. Eyewitnesses de-
scribed scenes of urgency
as flames and thick smoke
spread through one of the
government’s key commu-
nication departments.

Multiple fire brigade
teams rushed to the spot
and launched an immedi-
ate firefighting operation,
managing to contain the
blaze before it could
spread to adjoining offic-
es. Senior DIPR officials
and Secretariat authori-
ties monitored the situa-
tion on-site.

ED arrests high-profile
Punjab minister Sanjeev
Arora in widening Rs 100
cr fraud investigation
New Delhi:The Enforce-

This money laundering
case isan offshoot of the ED’s
case against Arora under the
Foreign Exchange Manage-
ment Act, for which the agen-
cy raided Arora’s residential
premises in Ludhiana last
month, agency sources said.
Last month’s recoveries
showed that Arora, through
his company, made fake mo-
bile phone purchases worth
more than Rs 100 crore, the
sources added. Arora alleg-
edly carried out round-trip-
ping of funds from Dubai to
India, disguised as exports, to
launder illegitimate funds.

Chittorgarh- Stray ani-
mals are becoming a seri-
ous danger for people in the
city. On Friday, two separate
incidents raised questions
on the working of the Mu-
nicipal Council. A violent
dog bit more than 16 people
within two hours in the
Fort Road area, while an
elderly couple was serious-
ly injured in a bull attack on
the Bassi-Vijaypur road.
Some injured persons had
to bereferred to Udaipur for

treatment. According to in-
formation, between 5 pm
and 7 pm, an aggressive dog
attacked people from Laxm-
inarayan Temple to Gol
Piau area. The dog attacked
children, women, elderly
people and youth without
warning. Injured persons
included Azad Singh Sisodi-
ya, Mohammad Ayan,
Anandilal, Satulal, Vijay
Nagori, Kaushal, Kunal
Vaishnav, Bharat, Pappu
Lal Sen, Nargis Bano, Ra-
ham Angal and Suraj Dan-
gi. Azad Singh said the dog
bit him so badly that flesh
came out from hisleg. Suraj
Dangi said he was return-
ing home after buying gro-
cery items when the dog
suddenly attacked him.

Some injured people were
treated at the district hospi-
tal, while others went to
private hospitals. A small
child was referred to
Udaipur after his condition
became serious. People pre-
sent there said the dog also

attacked a few persons at
Gol Piau during the night.
After some time, the dog
suddenly fell down and
died. In another incident on
the Bassi-Vijaypur road,
Kumbha Nagar resident
Nandkishore was going

with his wife Nirmala Devi
to attend a religious pro-
gram. During this time, two
fighting animals — a bull
and a cow — suddenly hit
their bike. Both fell on the
road and suffered serious
injuries. People nearby

took them to Bassi Hospital.
After first aid, Nirmala
Devi was referred to
Udaipur because of heavy
bleeding. She received six
stitches on her head, while
Nandkishore also got stitch-
es near his eye. Nirmala
Devi’sleg was also burnt by
the hot silencer of the bike
after the fall. Pratap Nagar
resident Satpal Singh Dua
said stray bulls gather in
the area every evening. On
Friday, two bulls started
fighting and suddenly ran
toward people on the road.
A small child was also
about to be attacked, but
nearby shopkeepers saved
him. Local residents said
complaints have been made
many times to the Munici-

pal Council, but no proper
action is being taken
against stray dogs and cat-
tle. Because of this, acci-
dents and attacks are in-
creasing in the city.

Internal Medicine and
General Medicine special-
ist said rabies-infected
dogs become very aggres-
sive. Saliva keeps coming
from their mouth and they
become afraid of water.

Whenever
complaints increase, the
council temporarily hires
private agencies to catch
dogs. Locals allege that
these actions are only tem-
porary and not enough to
control the problem.
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
