Modi Counters Revanth’s ‘Gujarat
Model’ Pitch with Sharp Funding Swipe

HYDERABAD: Prime
Minister Narendra Modi
on Sunday used a public
platform in Telangana to
mount a pointed political
counterattack against
Chief Minister A. Revanth
Reddy, turning a request
for “Gujarat-style” support
into a sharp debate over
Central funding and feder-
al politics.

Addressing a gathering
after inaugurating and lay-
ing the foundation stone
for projects worth nearly
9,400 crore, Modi respond-
ed to Revanth Reddy’s re-
marks comparing the Cen-

tre’s support to Gujarat
during the UPA era when
Modi served as the state’s
Chief Minister.

With a blend of sarcasm
and statistics, the Prime
Minister said he was pre-
pared to extend the “same

treatment” Gujarat re-
ceived under former Prime
Minister Manmohan Sin-
gh. “But if I follow that
model, Telangana’s cur-
rent funding will be re-
duced by half,” Modi re-
marked, drawing loud ap-

plause from BJP support-
ers.

The exchange briefly
overshadowed a major in-
frastructure push that in-
cluded the launch of the
PM MITRA textile park in
Warangal, the Zaheerabad
industrial smart city pro-
ject, expansion works on
National Highway-167, and
a greenfield petroleum ter-
minal at Malkapur.

Framing development as
the cornerstone of “Viksit
Bharat 2047,” Modi sought
to reinforce the BJP’s nar-
rative that states today re-
ceive significantly higher
Central support under the
NDA government.

CHALLENGES NATIONAL POWER

CHENNAI/NEW DELHI
— The swearing-in of Vijay
as Tamil Nadu Chief Min-
ister marks more than a
political transition. It sig-
nals the possible collapse
of the decades-old DMK-
ATADMK binary and the
rise of anew regional force
driven by charisma, youth

mobilization and Tamil
identity politics.

But beneath the cele-
bration lies a deeper na-
tional question: can a
powerful regional move-
ment truly coexist with a
national party structure
built on centralized con-
trol?

The presence of Rahul
Gandhi at the oath cere-
mony reflected the Indian
National Congress’s at-

tempt to align itself with
Vijay’s political momen-
tum. Yet the contradiction
is unmistakable. Vijay’s
appeal isrooted in regional
assertion and state-first
politics, while Congress
historically functions
through high-command
discipline and national co-

e
herence.
This tension is not per-
sonal; it is structural.
Regional leaders derive
legitimacy from cultural

1dent1ty and local senti-
ment. National parties
seek ideological consist-
ency and centralized au-
thority. Eventually, those

models collide.

Indian politics has re-
peatedly witnessed region-
al allies transforming into
autonomous power centres

once electoral dependence
fades. Tamil Nadu may
now be entering the same
cycle. The real challenge
for the Congress-Vijay alli-
ance will not be electoral
arithmetic, but political
control — who defines gov-
ernance, identity and au-
thority. For now, the coali-
tion survives because both
sides need each other. But
alliances built on charisma
and convenience rarely en-
dure beyond their immedi-
ate political purpose. The
moment Vijay’s regional
mandate begins to out-
weigh Congress’s national
utility, friction will become
inevitable. In Indian poli-
tics, regional ambition sel-
dom remains subordinate
for long.

Paper Leak Web Tightens:

Ex-RPSC Member Katara
Arrested Again, SOG
Uncovers Multi-Layered
Exam Fraud Network

JAIPUR: Rajasthan’s spi-
ralling examination scam
has taken a dramatic turn
with the Special Opera-
tions Group (SOG) arrest-
ing former Rajasthan Pub-
lic Service Commission
member Babulal Katara in
connection with the al-
leged leak of the 2022
School Lecturer (Agricul-
ture Science) recruitment
examination paper.
Investigators allege Ka-
tara sold the paper for near-
ly 60 lakh and separately
attempted to procure the
Geography paper for his
nephew. The SOG on Sun-
day also arrested Katara’s
nephew Vijay Damor and
alleged paper leak opera-
tive Anil alias Sher Singh
Meena, intensifying what
officials describe as one of
Rajasthan’s deepest re-
cruitment corruption
probes. According to SOG
officials, the investigation
has exposed an organised
network involving middle-
men, candidates, insiders
and forged academic cre-
dentials. Authorities say
this is the fourth arrest of
Katara in multiple paper
leak-related cases.The scan-
dal widened further after
Additional Director Gener-

al Vishal Bansal revealed
that an alleged NEET-2026
“guess paper” had circulat-
ed among students nearly a
month before the examina-
tion. The 150-page PDF re-
portedly contained a sig-
nificant number of likely
Chemistry questions, rais-
ing suspicions of a sophis-
ticated pre-exam intelli-
gence racket.

In another startling rev-
elation, investigators said
the probe began after al-
legations surfaced that a
school lecturer appointed
in Jaipur district had se-
cured her post using a
forged MSc Agriculture
marksheet allegedly
linked to OPJS University.

Senior SOG officers, in-
cluding IG Ajay Lamba
and DIG Paris Deshmukh,
are now expanding the in-
vestigation to uncover
possible links between re-
cruitment scams, forged
degrees and organised
exam leak syndicates op-
erating across states.

The latest arrests have
once again raised serious
questions over the integ-
rity of Rajasthan’s re-
cruitment system and the
growing influence of
exam mafias in public sec-
tor hiring.

Kotwali police arrested 350,000 reward accused Ramta
Ram, murder conspiracy was planned over land dispute

Chittorgarh - In the fa-
mous Ramesh Inani mur-
der case, the main accused
Ramta Ram, who was ab-
sconding for around six
months, has finally been
arrested by Kotwali police.
Police had been searching
for him for a long time and
raids were conducted at
many places, but he kept
escaping. Looking at the
seriousness of the case, Su-
perintendent of Police
Manish Tripathi had first
announced a reward of
10,000 on him, which was
later increased to 25,000.
As the case had become a
major topic of discussion
across the district, the In-
spector General of Police,
Udaipur Range, had also
announced a reward of
50,000 on Ramta Ram. Po-
lice have now arrested him

and started questioning.

Iran Segks ‘Comprehensive’
Deal in Response to
U.S. Peace Proposal

TEHRAN: Iran has for-
mally conveyed its re-
sponse to a 14-point peace
proposal put forward by
the United States, signal-
ling a guarded willingness
to continue diplomatic en-
gagement amid mounting
regional tensions and glob-
al economic uncertainty.

According to reports
carried by the state-linked
Tasnim News Agency, Teh-
ran submitted its observa-
tions through Pakistani
intermediaries after days
of internal consultations
among political, military
and security officials. The
proposal is aimed at end-
ing the ongoing conflict
that has disrupted mari-
time movement and ener-
gy supplies across the
Gulf region since late Feb-
ruary.

Iranian officials main-
tained that any agreement
must be “fair, comprehen-
sive and lasting,” stressing
that temporary arrange-
ments would not suffice.
While Washington had re-

portedly sought a response
earlier this week, Tehran
delayed its reply, insisting
on legal and political guar-
antees to prevent a re-
newed escalation.

The Iranian position re-
portedly calls for a perma-
nent cessation of hostili-
ties within a defined time-
frame, alongside the lift-
ing of economic sanctions
and the release of frozen
Iranian assets. Tehran has
also proposed a new secu-
rity and monitoring mech-
anism for the strategically
vital Strait of Hormuz,
through which a signifi-
cant share of global oil
shipments passes.

Pakistan has continued
to play a mediatory role
between the two sides fol-
lowing recent backchan-
nel discussions hosted in
Islamabad. Despite the
diplomatic outreach, Ira-
nian officials indicated
that negotiations would
remain contingent on
broader security assur-
ances and a reduction of
foreign military presence
near Iranian territory.

left for his shop on his
scooter at around 11 am as
usual.

The Rajasthan Gov-
ernment transferred for-
mer Additional SP Sarita
Singh and appointed Mukul
Sharma in her place. The
transfer orders were issued

by Joint Secretary Manish
Goyal. Mukul Sharma had
also served in Chittorgarh
during his probation period
in 2018. During that time, he
carried out major action
against illegal liquor busi-

ness, illegal petrol storage
and drug smuggling cases.
His strict action against
smugglers was widely dis-
cussed. After taking charge,
Sharma said that law and
order, crime control and

public safety will be his top
priority. He assured quick
and transparent action on
public complaints and
warned criminals and drug
traffickers of strict police
action. Soon after joining on
Sunday, Mukul Sharma con-
ducted surprise inspections
at Bhadsoda, Bhadessar and
Nimbahera police stations
and reviewed police ar-
rangements and pending
cases. Later in the evening,
a flag march was also car-
ried out in the city with po-
lice force to review security
arrangements and send a
strong message to anti-so-
cial elements.

Gang Using Bank Accounts For Cyber
Fraud Money Busted, Two Arrested

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Cyber police arrested
two accused linked to
101 cyber fraud
complaints across the
country

Chittorgarh- Cyber police
have arrested two members
of agangthat wasreceiving
cyber fraud money in bank
accounts and withdrawing
or transferring it further.
Police investigation found
that 101 cyber-related com-
plaints were registered
against the suspicious bank
account. Superintendent of
Police Manish Tripathi said
that under the “Mule Hunt-
er Campaign”, action is be-
ing taken against suspi-
cious bank accounts on the
instructions of the Director
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General of Police, Cyber
Crime and Technical Ser-
vices, Rajasthan Jaipur.
During investigation, cyber
police checked a suspicious
SBIbank account on the cy-
ber portal and coordination
portal. Police found that 101
cyber fraud complaints
were linked to the account.

After taking records from
the SBI bank nodal officer,
police found that the ac-
count was registered in the
name of “Solfev Transport
Private Limited”. The ac-
count holders were identi-
fied as Gopal Jat, resident
of Nayakheda Daulatpura,
Chanderiya police station

area, and Narayan Vaish-
nav, resident of Nayakheda
Daulatpura, Chanderiya
police station area. Police
investigation revealed that
cyber fraud money from
states like Tamil Nadu,
West Bengal, Karnataka,
Maharashtra, Kerala, Tel-
angana, Uttar Pradesh,

Jharkhand, Uttarakhand
and Rajasthan was depos-
ited in the account. Be-
tween 5 August 2025 and 12
August 2025, fraud money
from different cyber crimes
was received in the account
and later transferred to
other bank accounts. Police
said the accused were using
their bank accounts to re-
ceive and withdraw cyber
fraud money. Investigation
found that both accused
were involved in the crime
under a planned conspiracy.
Considering the serious-
ness of the case, a special
team was formed under Cy-
ber Police Station SHO
Madhu Kanwar. The team
included Head Constable
Lalita, Dharmpal Singh,
Mahendra, Ramniwas, Kul-
deep, Ajit and other police

personnel. During investi-
gation, police arrested Go-
pal Jat (26) and Narayan
Vaishnav (29). Police said
that cyber fraud money was
deposited into their ac-
counts by their associate
Ankush Jain, resident of
Durg, Chhattisgarh. The
money was later trans-
ferred to other accounts.
Police are now searching
for the absconding accused
Ankush Jain. According to
police, the gang used to
commit cyber fraud with
the help of their associates.
After receiving the fraud
money in their bank ac-
counts, the accused kept
their commission and sent
the remaining amount to
other gang members. Fur-
ther investigation is con-
tinuing in the case.

snehi sect, but was later
expelled from it. Police also
arrested him. Another ac-
cused, Arvind alias Kri-
panath Dubey, a resident of
Mirzapur in Uttar Pradesh,
was also arrested. Accord-
ing to police, he acted as a
middleman between the
shooter and the weapon
supplier. As the investiga-
tion moved forward, Ram-
ta Ram’s name came out as
the main conspirator, but
he remained absconding.
Police believe that the
long-running rivalry fi-
nally turned into this mur-
der. After the arrest of
Ramta Ram, police are
now investigating the en-
tire network and other as-
pects related to the murder
planning. The entire dis-
trict is closely watching
the police action in the
case. It has also been re-
ported that Ramta Ram

has been expelled from the
Ramsnehi sect. Main ac-
cused Ramta Ram was ar-
rested from Sangam Ma-
hadev on Sunday after-
noon. Superintendent of
Police Manish Tripathi
said that the police team
had been continuously
searching for him for the
last six months. Raids were
conducted in Gujarat, Mad-
hya Pradesh, Tamil Nadu
and other places, but no
major clue about the ac-
cused was found. Police
suspect that the accused
was changing different dis-
guises to hide and avoid ar-
rest. The SP said that after
the arrest, the accused will
be presented in court and
taken on remand for de-
tailed questioning. He also
said that action will be tak-
en against anyone who
helped Ramta Ram during
his absconding period.
