Face Questions Over
Bypass Project

BHOPAL : A major contro-
versy has erupted in Madhya
Pradesh after allegations sur-
faced that around 50 IAS offic-
ers purchased land linked toa
proposed bypass project, trig-
gering accusations of conflict
of interest and misuse of offi-
cial position. The dispute cen-
tres on land acquired near a
proposed 3,200-crore bypass
corridor, where several senior
bureaucrats are alleged to
have boughtagricultural plots
before the area was later re-
classified for residential use.
The change in land status re-
portedly led to a sharp escala-
tion in property prices, with
estimates suggesting values
increased several-fold after of-

ficial approvals were granted.
What has intensified scrutiny
is the allegation that multiple
officers registered land pur-
chases on the same day,
prompting opposition parties
and civil society groups to de-
mand an independent investi-
gation into the sequence of
approvals and transactions.
Critics have alleged that offi-
cials connected to urban plan-
ning and administrative clear-
ances may have benefited from
insider knowledge related to
the infrastructure project. Le-
gal activists have termed the
matter a serious breach of
public trust, arguing that de-
velopment decisions must re-
main insulated from personal
financial interests.

Amid West Asia Crisis

VADODARA,: Prime Min-
ister Narendra Modi on
Monday called for collec-
tive efforts to reduce In-
dia’s dependence on im-
ported oil amid the escalat-
ing crisis in West Asia,
describing the conflict as
one of the most serious
global challenges of the
decade.

Addressing a gathering
after inaugurating the
Sardardham-3 Hostel in
Gujarat, Mr. Modi said dis-
ruptions in global supply
chains and rising crude oil
prices posed significant
economic challenges for
India, which imports a
large share of its energy
requirements from the re-
gion.

Drawing parallels with
the COVID-19 pandemic,
the Prime Minister urged
citizens to adopt fuel-sav-
ing measures and reduce
unnecessary consumption
of petrol and diesel. He en-
couraged greater use of
public transport systems,
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including metro rail net-
works and electric buses,
and appealed to offices in
both the public and private
sectors to promote virtual
meetings and work-from-
home arrangements wher-
ever feasible.

Mr. Modi also suggested

that educational institu-
tions consider temporary
online classes if required
to reduce travel-related
fuel consumption.

Delhi-NCR Gets First Barrier-
Free Toll Plaza on UER-II

NEW DELHI, Union Road
Transport and Highways
Minister Nitin Gadkari on
Monday inaugurated Delhi-
NCR’s first Multi-Lane
Free Flow (MLFF) barrier-
less tolling system at the
Mundka-Bakkarwala toll
plaza on Urban Extension
Road-II, marking a signifi-
cant step towards intelli-
gent and congestion-free
highway infrastructure.
The newly launched sys-
tem eliminates convention-
al toll booths and physical
barriers, allowing vehicles
to pass through the toll cor-
ridor without stopping.
The toll amount is automat-
ically deducted through an
integrated mechanism
combining Automatic
Number Plate Recognition
(ANPR) cameras and FAST-
ag-based RFID technology.

According to officials, the
MLFF system is aimed at
reducing travel delays, fuel
consumption and vehicular
emissions caused by long
queues at toll plazas. Vehi-
cles can maintain near
highway speeds while
crossing the gantry, im-
proving traffic flow on one
of the Capital region’s key
transit corridors. The Ur-
ban Extension Road-II pro-
ject is expected to play a
major role in easing con-
gestion in West and North
Delhi while improving con-
nectivity to the Indira Gan-
dhi International Airport.
Officials said the initiative
could serve as a model for
the gradual introduction of
barrier-free tolling systems
across the country as part
of India’s broader push to-
wards smart and technolo-
gy-driven transport infra-
structure.

BARMER - The dusty
landscape of Barmer is
witnessing more than
just a labor strike; it is
witnessing the crystalli-
zation of a new political
era in rural Rajasthan.

family raises questions over investigation and ‘VIP treatment’

Family demands joint investigation into land dispute and Bhagta Ram
Trust matter, warns of protest if no action is taken within 15 days

Chittorgarh- The develop-
ments in the high-profile
murder case of courier
businessman Ramesh
Chandra Inaniremained in
focus on Monday in Chit-
torgarh. On one side, the
main accused Ramta Ram
was presented in court af-
ter his arrest, while on the
other side, family members
and people from the com-
munity held a peaceful pro-
test and submitted a memo-
randum with 5 demands to
the administration.
During the protest, the
family alleged that accused
Ramta Ram was being giv-
en “VIP treatment” in po-
lice custody, which they
said was against the seri-
ousness of the case. Pro-
testers said that an accused
carrying a reward should
not be treated like a normal
person. In the memoran-
dum, the family demanded
a high-level investigation
not only into the land dis-

pute linked to the murder,
but also into the Bhagta
Ram Trust dispute. Pro-
testers said several facts in
the case are still yet to
come out and need detailed
investigation. They also
warned of a bigger protest
if proper action is not tak-
en within 15 days.
Shubham Inani, son of
deceased Ramesh Inani,
said that his father was
shot dead in broad daylight
on November 11, 2025. He
said the family had sus-
pected Ramta Ram from
the very first day and had
also filed a report at City
Kotwali Police Station.
However, at that time po-
lice said there was not
enough evidence and the
accused remained abscond-
ing. Later, on May 10, 2026,
Chittorgarh Police arrest-
ed him. During investiga-
tion, police also named
Manish Kumar Dubey,
Bhajan Ram and Arvind
Dubey as accused in the
case. The family said that

the police chargesheet in-
cludes several witnesses,
call details and other evi-
dence, which are being con-
sidered important in the
case. Protesters said police
investigation has so far
pointed to the land dispute

behind Ramdwara as the
reason behind the murder,
but the Bhagta Ram Trust
dispute is also an equally
important aspect.
According to informa-
tion shared by the family,
in 2017 Ramta Ram had

Chittorgarh- In the Sadar
police station area of the
city, unknown thieves tar-
geted a locked house and
escaped after stealing cash
and gold-silver jewellery
worth lakhs of rupees. The
incident happened when
the house owner had gone
with his family to attend a
wedding function. When
the family returned late at
night, they found the main
door lock broken and
household items scattered
inside the house. Accord-
ing to police, 51-year-old
Pradeep Jain, resident of
Bapunagar Senti Road No.
4,1lodged the report. He said
that on Saturday night
around 8:15 PM, he had
gone with his family to at-
tend a wedding function at
Anant Resort. When they
returned home around 2
AM, they found the lock of
the main mesh door bro-
ken. The cooler placed out-
side the house was also
shifted from its place,
which made them suspect
something was wrong. Af-
ter entering the house, they
found the lock of the front
room broken and the cup-

board open. Household
items were scattered in the
room. Cash and jewellery
kept in the cupboard were
missing. After this, they
immediately informed Sa-
dar police station. Accord-
ing to Pradeep Jain, the
thieves stole around Rs 5
lakh cash along with gold
and silver jewellery. The
stolen items include a 2-tola
gold mangalsutra, two gold
chains, one 1.25-tola chain,
one 1.5-tola chain, six pairs
of gold earrings, three gold
rings, two silver anklets
and eight silver coins. He
said that he is associated
with the marble business
and had kept the cash at
home for work purposes.
Daily-use jewellery was
also keptin the house. After
getting information about
the incident, Sadar police

reached the spot and in-
spected the scene. During
checking of nearby CCTV
cameras, two suspicious
youths were seen riding a
bike in the lane around
11:30 PM. Police suspect
that the accused first did
recce of the house and com-
mitted the theft after the
family left. Police have reg-
istered the case and started
investigation. Efforts are
being made to identify the
suspects.

Even after 8 months,
Rs 80 lakh theft case
remains unsolved
Earlier also, a major
theft incident had taken
place in the Sadar police
station area. On the night
of October 10, thieves en-
tered the locked house of
advocate Vijay Jain in

RSEB Colony on Nimba-
hera Road. The thieves
broke four locks of the
gate and rooms and stole
around 500 grams of gold,
1 kg silver and Rs 15 lakh
cash from the locker.

According to informa-
tion, the cash had been
brought home from rela-
tives just two-three days
earlier for medical treat-
ment. After Vijay Jain suf-
fered a brain stroke, the
family had gone to Udaipur
for treatment, due to
which the house was
locked. In that case also,
there were no CCTV cam-
eras in the area and police
suspected recce because
theft incidents had hap-
pened there earlier too.
Even after eight months,
police have not been able
to solve the case.

PM Invokes COVID-
Era Resolve Amid
West Asia Crisis

NEW DELHI: Prime Min-
ister Narendra Modi on
Monday called for national
unity and economic re-
straint in the face of
mounting global uncer-
tainty arising from the con-
flict in West Asia, drawing
parallels with India’s col-
lective response during the
COVID-19 pandemic.

Addressing the nation,
the Prime Minister de-
scribed the ongoing geopo-
litical tensions as one of
the “greatest challenges of
this decade” and said India
must prepare to confront
rising energy prices, sup-
ply-chain disruptions and
inflationary pressures
with discipline and coop-
eration.

“If we overcame the
COVID pandemic together,
we will overcome this cri-
sis as well,” Mr. Modi said,
urging citizens to adopt
what he termed “national-
ly responsible” consump-
tion habits.

In a significant appeal
aimed at protecting foreign
exchange reserves and sta-
bilising the rupee, the
Prime Minister urged fam-
ilies to postpone non-essen-
tial gold purchases, par-
ticularly during weddings,
for at least a year. He also
advocated fuel conserva-
tion measures, including
greater use of public trans-
port, car-pooling and elec-
tric vehicles.
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the trust application was
rejected in July 2024. The
family alleged that through
this trust there was an at-
tempt related to the use of
properties belonging to the
Ramsnehi sect.

Sunil Kalantri said the
dispute was several years
old, but the murder taking
place around one-and-a-
half years after the trust
application was rejected
raises many questions. He
demanded a joint investi-
gation into both the land
dispute and the trust dis-
pute. He also said Ramta
Ram remained abscond-
ing for nearly six months
and was later found mov-
ing in the Bhoikheda area,
therefore it should also be
investigated who gave him
shelter during that period.
Questions were also raised
regarding the possible
role of some political per-
sons and land mafia.

The family also said
that Ramta Ram’s disciple
Digvijay Ram had not filed

any complaint with police,
despite talks about threat
to life being raised. Pro-
testers also questioned
how the accused remained
out of police reach if he
had been moving around
in the city for the last four
days.

Meanwhile, on Monday
accused Ramta Ram was
produced before the court
under heavy security ar-
rangements. Police sought
remand for questioning
and further investigation
into different aspects of
the case. After the hear-
ing, the court sent the ac-
cused on 5-day police re-
mand.

Police officials said sev-
eral important facts and
evidence have surfaced in
the case and investigation
is still continuing. During
the remand period, police
will question the accused
to connect different links
related to the entire inci-
dent. Another major de-
velopment came when

Ramta Ram had filed an
anticipatory bail petition
in the Rajasthan High
Court. During the hear-
ing, the lawyer of the ac-
cused informed the court
that Ramta Ram had al-
ready surrendered before
the concerned police sta-
tion. After this, the High
Court disposed of the an-
ticipatory bail petition as
ineffective. As per legal
procedure, when an ac-
cused voluntarily appears
before police, the need for
anticipatory bail no long-
er remains. On this basis,
the court did not pass any
separate order on the bail
plea. After these develop-
ments, discussions in the
city intensified because on
one side police claimed that
the accused was arrested,
while on the other side the
accused’s lawyer told the
court that he had surren-
dered. Now people are
closely watching the police
investigation and further
action in the case.

Traglc accident on Nimbahera hlghway, two cousin brothers and their friend killed

Unknown vehicle hit
the bike while they
were returning from
work; all three were
labourers supporting
their families

Chittorgarh- A painful
road accident in the Nim-
bahera Sadar police sta-
tion area late Sunday
night took away the hap-
piness of three families.
Three youths riding a
bike died after being hit

by an unknown vehicle
on the Nimbahera-Chit-
torgarh highway. The de-
ceased included two cous-
in brothers and their
childhood friend. Accord-
ing to information, the
accident happened
around 3 AM near Laksh-
mipura village. Govind,
Sher Singh and Dharmraj
were travelling on a bike
when an unknown vehi-
cle hit them. The impact
was so strong that all
three fell on the road and

suffered serious injuries.
The bike was completely
damaged in the accident.
People passing through
the highway at night saw
the youths lying on the
road and informed the po-
lice. After getting the in-
formation, Sadar police
reached the spot and
shifted the injured youths
to Nimbahera District
Hospital, where doctors
declared all three dead.
Sadar police station ASI
Kailash Singh said that

information about the ac-

cident was received
around 3 AM from a
transport businessman.

When police reached the
spot with the team, all
three youths were lying
unconscious close to each
other. The bike was com-
pletely scattered due to
the accident. Police said
the deceased were identi-
fied as 33-year-old Govind
from Agar Malwa in Mad-
hya Pradesh, 30-year-old
Sher Singh from Jhala-
war and 30-year-old
Dharmraj. Govind and
Sher Singh were cousin
brothers, while Dharmraj

was Sher Singh’s child-
hood friend. All three
were living in rented
rooms in Nimbahera and
working as labourers.
They were doing putty
work in a nearby village.
On Sunday night, they
were returning after fin-
ishing work when the ac-
cident happened. Police
are now searching for the
unknown vehicle. CCTV
footage from nearby are-
as is being checked to
identify the vehicle in-

volved in the accident.
According to informa-
tion, Govind had been
working on contract for
the last 12 years and he
had also helped his cous-
in Sher Singh get work.
Govind had been married
for 12 years and was the
father of two daughters.
Sher Singh had been work-
ing in Nimbahera for the
last five years, but had not
returned to his village for
around one-and-a-half
years. He had come back

to Nimbahera only 15 days
ago after getting work.
Sher Singh got married
two years ago and had a
one-and-a-half-year-old
daughter. His family is in-
volved in farming work.
Dharmraj was Sher Sin-
gh’s childhood friend and
used to come with him for
labour work from time to
time. All three were work-
ing hard to support their
families and had come to
Nimbahera in search of
better income.
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
