Pakistan’s ‘Double Game’
Under Scrutiny as
Iranian Aircraft Report
Sparks Diplomatic Storm
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ISLAMABAD/WASH-
INGTON: Pakistan has
once again come under in-
tense international scruti-
ny after a report by CBS
News alleged that Iranian
military aircraft were se-
cretly sheltered at the stra-
tegically sensitive Nur
Khan Airbase during
heightened tensions be-
tween Iran and the United
States. According to the
report, Tehran moved key
military and civilian assets
to “safe havens” following
U.S. President Donald
Trump’s April 2026 cease-
fire announcement. Among
the aircraft reportedly
spotted in Pakistan was an
Iranian Air Force RC-130
reconnaissance aircraft, al-
legedly relocated to avoid
potential American or Is-
raeli strikes. The revela-
tions have reignited accu-
sations of Pakistan pursu-
inga “double game” — pub-

licly projecting neutrality
while privately assisting
regional allies. The report
further claimed that Iran
parked additional civilian
aircraft at airports in Ka-
bul and Herat, highlighting
a broader regional effort to
shield strategic assets.

The controversy drew a
sharp response from senior
Republican Senator Lind-
sey Graham, who ques-
tioned Islamabad’s credi-
bility as a mediator be-
tween Washington and
Tehran. Graham stated
that Pakistan’s past con-
duct and statements by its
defence establishment
made the allegations “un-
surprising” if proven true.

Pakistan’s Foreign Of-
fice has strongly denied the
claims, calling them “mis-
leading” and “fabricated.”
Islamabad insists the Ira-
nian aircraft were present
solely for diplomatic coor-
dination linked to peace
negotiations.

From Power Corridors to Prison Barracks

Mahesh Joshi, Subodh Agarwal
Face Harsh Reallty Inside Jaipur jail

JAIPUR: The dramatic fall
of former Rajasthan minis-
ter Mahesh Joshi and re-
tired IAS officer Subodh
Agarwal has become the
latest flashpoint in Ra-
jasthan’s expanding crack-
down on alleged corrup-
tion linked to the Jal Jee-
van Mission case. Once ac-
customed to the privileges
and influence of Jaipur’s
power circles, the two high-
profile accused are now
reportedly confronting the
stark realities of prison life
inside Jaipur Central Jail.
Sources familiar with jail
operations said the transi-
tion from government con-
voys and official residenc-
es to basic prison barracks
has been “abrupt and psy-
chologically jarring.” Offi-
cials indicated that both
Joshi and Agarwal are be-
ing treated as ordinary in-

mates under standard jail
protocols, with no special
arrangements beyond le-
gally permissible facilities.
Reports suggest the former
power figures are sleeping
on basic bedding, adhering
to fixed meal schedules,
and adjusting to tightly
regulated prison routines
under continuous supervi-
sion. The incarceration has
triggered intense political
discussion across Ra-
jasthan, with the case in-
creasingly being viewed as
adefining test of the State’s

anti-corruption machinery.
Investigative agencies al-
lege large-scale irregulari-
ties and procedural manip-
ulation in projects linked
to the Jal Jeevan Mission,
though the accused have
denied wrongdoing. The
spectacle of a former cabi-
net minister and a senior
bureaucrat sharing the
confines of prison has also
reignited debate over ac-
countability within India’s
administrative and politi-
cal establishment. Political
observers note that the
symbolism of the arrests
may resonate far beyond
Rajasthan, particularly at
a time when public scruti-
ny of governance and pub-
lic expenditure is intensi-
fying nationwide. As inves-
tigations deepen, the case
continues to expose the
fragile distance between
political authority and
criminal liability.
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Man Befriends Passenger in Bus, Escapes With Rs 50 Lakh Bag
Accused introduced himself as ‘Sameer’, got

victim off the bus and fled with his companions

Chittorgarh: A major theft
case involving Rs 50 lakh
has come to light in the Kot-
wali police station area. A
youth travelling from Chit-
torgarh to Bhilwara was
allegedly cheated in a
planned manner. A man sit-
ting beside him in the bus
gained his trust and, along
with his companions, got
him down midway and fled
with a bag full of cash.
20-year-old Vijay, son of
Rata Rajput, a resident of
Tharad area in Banaskan-
tha district of Gujarat, said
he was living in a rented
house in Pratap Nagar and
handling the work of
Charan Travels owned by
Raghvendra Singh Detha, a

resident of Asind in
Bhilwara district. The trav-
el company has offices in
Udaipur and Bhilwara,
while Vijay was managing
bus operations in Chittor-

garh. According to Vijay, on
April 15 his employer hand-
ed over Rs 50 lakh in cash to
deliver at home. On April 16
ataround 4:50 am, he board-
ed an RTC Travels bus from

Collectorate Circle for
Bhilwara. During the jour-
ney, a youth sitting beside
him introduced himself as
Sameer and kept talking
with him throughout the

trip. During the journey,
Sameer repeatedly got up
on the pretext of talking on
the phone, but Vijay did not
suspect anything. As soon
as the bus reached near
Kanyakheda village, a
white Baleno car without a
number plate stopped the
bus. Two youths got out of
the car and approached Vi-
jay, introducing themselves
as friends of Sameer. They
told him they had been
waiting for him for several
days. After this, the three
men convinced Vijay to get
down from the bus for con-
versation. Vijay said he
had kept his bag on the
ground during this time.
Taking advantage of the
situation, the accused stole
the bag containing Rs 50
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lakh cash and a mobile
phone. They then escaped
in the car, leaving Vijay be-
hind. After the incident,
Vijay informed one of his
acquaintances using a pas-
serby’s phone. Mentally
disturbed after the inci-
dent, he went back to his
village. Later, his employer
and company manager
lodged a complaint sus-
pecting him. On police in-
formation, Vijay appeared
before them and narrated
the entire incident. Kot-
wali police registered a
case on May 12 and started
investigation. Police are
now investigating the mat-
ter on the basis of bus
staff, passengers, mobile
numbers and possible
CCTV footage.

TCS Employee Sent to Judicial Custody as Nashik Probe
Uncovers Alleged Harassment and Conversion Network

NASHIK: A Nashik court
on Tuesday remanded
27-year-old Tata Consultan-
cy Services (TCS) employee
Nida Khan to judicial cus-
tody till May 24 in a case
that has triggered intense
scrutiny over allegations
of workplace harassment,

ideological intimidation,
and religious coercion in-
side a corporate unit. Khan,
employed as a process as-
sociate, was arrested in
Chhatrapati Sambhajina-
gar on May 7 following mul-
tiple complaints filed by
women employees. Investi-
gators claim that the probe
gathered momentum after

police recovered nearly 170
WhatsApp videos and digi-
tal communication records
allegedly linked to coordi-
nated pressure tactics and
targeted harassment. Ac-
cording to police sources,
the accused faces allega-
tions ranging from sexual
harassment and attempted
molestation to coercive ef-

forts aimed at influencing
religious conversion
among female colleagues.
Authorities are also exam-
ining claims of unauthor-
ised visits to employees’
residences and alleged in-
timidation within work-
place circles. The case esca-
lated further after interven-
tion by the National Com-

mission for Women, which
reportedly flagged “serious
procedural lapses” and
raised concerns over the
handling of harassment
complaints at the con-
cerned unit. The Commis-
sion is understood to have
sought a detailed compli-
ance report regarding
workplace safety mecha-

nisms and implementation
of statutory safeguards.
Amid mounting controver-
sy, Tata Consultancy Ser-
vices has suspended Khan
and seven other employees
pending investigation. Po-
lice confirmed that eight
individuals have so far
been arrested in connec-
tion with the case.

Fire Breaks Out Again at Chanderiya 220 KV GSS
Within 25 Days, Safety Arrangeme_nts Under Question

Spark from electric pole sets dry grass on fire;
Chittorgarh could have faced 10 days of
blackout if flames reached oil drums

Chittorgarh-A fire-like
situation again developed
on Monday evening at the
220 KV GSS located in the
suburban area of Chand-
eriya. Sparks coming from
electric poles fell on dry
grass lying below, causing
a fire. Due to strong heat
and wind, the fire spread
quickly within a short
time. After receiving infor-
mation, the fire brigade
reached the spot. A fire ve-
hicle from Birla factory
was also called on the way.
After nearly half an hour
of effort, the fire was
brought under control. Ac-
cording to fire personnel,
around 100 oil-filled drums
were kept near the spot

where the fire broke out. If
the flames had reached the
drums, it could have caused
amajor explosion and a se-
rious fire incident. This
would not only have caused
heavy damage to the GSS
but also affected electricity
supply in the entire Chit-
torgarh region. Officials
said the district could have
faced a power crisis for
nearly 10 days if the situa-
tion had worsened. Accord-
ingto eyewitnesses, a truck
driver standing in the
ground first noticed smoke
and fire. The driver imme-
diately shifted the truck to
a safe place and informed
authorities about the inci-
dent. After this, teams from
the fire department and

electr1c1ty department
reached the spot. Earlier,
on April 16, a blast had also
taken place in the CTBT
after a short circuit at the
same Chanderiya 220 KV
GSS. During that incident,
several cables were burnt
due to fire inside the GSS,
and electricity supply to
the entire city and nearby
villages was disrupted. Af-
ter the incident, which hap-
pened around 8:15 pm, of-

ficials from the electricity
corporation and transmis-
sion corporation reached
the spot. Due to smoke and
fire, the technical team also
faced difficulty in locating
the fault. The city re-
mained in darkness for sev-
eral hours and electricity
supply could not be fully
restored till 10 pm. Local
residents said that dry
grass and inflammable ma-
terial lying in the open

ground despite regular fire
risk during summer re-
flects negligence. They said
permanent safety arrange-
ments are still missing
even though such risks
continue every year. People
also questioned the storage
of oil drums in an open
area near such a sensitive
electricity facility, AEN RK
Sharma said sparks from
the wires fell on dry grass,
causing the fire. He said
cleaning of the ground is
carried out every year, but
some grass remained in a
few areas. Now gravel grad-
ing will be done on the soil
to reduce the possibility of
fire spreading. He also said
the department has fire
safety equipment and
foam-powder cylinders, but
additional fire vehicles had
to be called as the fire
spread to another side.

Repeated
incidents raise
concern over
safety

The second fire-like inci-
dent within 25 days at
Chanderiya 220 KV GSS
has raised serious ques-
tions over safety arrange-
ments. After the short cir-
cuit and blast in April, the
latest incident of fire in
dry grass has again ex-
posed lapses in prepared-
ness. The GSS handles
electricity supply for the
city and nearby areas, and
even a small negligence
can turn into a major cri-
sis. The department is
now planning to spread
gravel in the premises and
strengthen safety meas-
ures, but repeated inci-
dents have created fear
among local residents.

Sameer, who was sitting in the bus, was allegedly a
member of the gang. He first became friendly with
Vijay and gained his trust. During the journey, he re-
mained on phone calls and kept sharing the location
with his companions. Stopping the bus near Kan-
yakheda using a car without a number plate suggests
the plan was already prepared. Instead of directly
robbing him, the accused cleverly got the youth off
the bus and escaped with the bag within seconds after
he placed it on the ground. Vijay was left mentally

disturbed after the incident.

Several questions raised in investigation

The biggest question in the case is how the accused
got exact information that the youth was carrying Rs
50 lakh. Police are investigating whether there was an
internal information leak or prior surveillance.
Whether the name “Sameer” is real or fake is also un-
der investigation. The use of a car without a number
plate indicates that the gang may be professional. Po-
lice are now trying to trace the entire network.

While Going to Pay
Electricity Bill

Chittorgarh- A daylight
robbery incident in Nim-
bahera Kotwali police sta-
tion area on Monday af-
ternoon has raised ques-
tions over security ar-
rangements in the city.
52-year-old Kalindri
Chauhan, a resident of
Tirupati Nagar, had gone
to the Panchayat Samiti
office to deposit an elec-
tricity bill. As soon as she
came out of the main gate
after paying the bill, two
masked miscreants, who
were already waiting
there, surrounded her.
The accused threatened
the woman and sprayed
some liquid substance on
her face, after which she
became unconscious.
During this time, the mis-
creants snatched her

purse, mobile phone and
gold jewellery she was
wearing. The entire inci-
dent was carried out
within about 5 minutes
and the accused fled from
the spot. Victim’s son
Pushpendra Singh said
the accused took away
around one-and-a-half
tola gold bangles, a one-
and-a-quarter tola gold
ring, half tola earrings
and other jewellery from
his mother. Jewellery
worth around Rs 4.90lakh
was robbed. The purse
also contained Aadhaar
card, PAN card, around
Rs 7,000 cash and a mobile
phone. After regaining
consciousness, Kalindri
Chauhan went to the Pan-
chayat Samiti office and
informed the staff.

NEET Paper Leak Trail Reaches
Nashik, SOG Set to Hand Over
Key Accused to CBI

JAIPUR/NASHIK: In a
major breakthrough in
the widening NEET paper
leak investigation, Ra-
jasthan’s Special Opera-
tions Group (SOG) has
detained a suspected pa-
per supplier in Nashik,
intensifying the nation-
wide probe into what in-
vestigators describe as a
deeply entrenched exami-
nation racket operating
across multiple States.
The development
comes after the National
Testing Agency (NTA)
cancelled the May 3 NEET
examination following al-
legations that the ques-
tion paper had been
leaked before the test.
Sources associated with
the investigation indicat-
ed that nearly 150 SOG
personnel, including sen-
ior police officers and cy-
ber experts, were de-
ployed over four days to
trace the origin and distri-

bution chain of the leaked
paper. According to offi-
cials, the investigation
initially focused on sev-
eral prominent examina-
tion centre operators and
coaching-linked networks
in Rajasthan’s Sikar dis-
trict, long regarded as a
major hub for competitive
exam preparation. Inter-
rogations reportedly
yielded critical digital
and financial leads,
prompting investigators
to widen the operation be-
yond Rajasthan. The
probe subsequently ex-
panded through Jaipur
and Gurugram before
converging on Nashik,
where investigators alleg-
edly uncovered links tied
to the supply chain of the
leaked examination mate-
rial. Authorities suspect
that the paper may have
been circulated to select
candidates at “premium
negotiated rates” through
a coordinated interstate
network.
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
