BEIJING: U.S. President
Donald Trump arrived in
Beijing on Wednesday for a
two-day visit aimed at re-
viving dialogue with Chi-
nese President Xi Jinping
amid continuing tensions
over trade, technology and
regional security.

The visit marks Mr.
Trump’s first trip to China
in nearly nine years and
comes at a time when rela-
tions between the world’s
two largest economies re-
main strained over tariffs,
semiconductor restrictions
and strategic competition
in the Indo-Pacific. Mr.
Trump was received at Bei-
jing Capital International
Airport by Chinese Vice
President Han Zheng and
senior officials. The Ameri-
can delegation included
several prominent business

NEW DELHI: In a major de-
velopment in the Jal Jeevan
Mission scam investigation, a
Jaipur court has ordered the
judicial custody of accused
Sanjay Badaya. The Anti-Cor-
ruption Bureau (ACB), which
produced Badaya in court on
Wednesday morning, had re-
quested a three-day extension
of hisremand to delve deeper
into “new facts” uncovered
during his interrogation.
However, the court rejected
the ACB’s plea, leading to
Badaya being whisked away
to jail around noon.

Badaya, who was previ-
ously apprehended at the
Delhi airport, is viewed by
investigators as a central fig-
ure in a multi-crore corrup-
tion web. The ACB’s probe

focuses on his alleged role as

Youth was lured with
high share market
profits, made to
transfer lakhs; ID
blocked after
withdrawal request

Chittorgarh- A cyber
fraud case of Rs 21 lakh 83
thousand 497 has come to
light where a young man
was cheated in the name
of earning high profit
from online share market
investment. The fraud-
sters first showed profit on
a small investment to win
his trust and later made
him transfer lakhs of ru-
pees through different
bank accounts and QR
codes. When the victim
tried to withdraw his mon-
ey, the profit shown on the
site was deleted and his ID
was blocked. The victim
has lodged a complaint on
the cyber portal and police
have started investigation.
According to information,
the 26-year-old youth from
Bhagwanpura village in
Nimbahera Sadar police
station area said that in
2023 one of his friends told
him about an online in-
vestment site. Later, a
WhatsApp link was sent to
him. After opening the
link, he uploaded his Aad-
haar card and PAN card
details and created an ac-
count. In the beginning, he
invested Rs 500 and was
shown a profit of Rs 600.
This increased his trust.
When he tried to withdraw

money for the first time,
the transaction failed. Af-
ter this, through a chat
box, he was lured to invest
more money for higher
profit. Following the in-
structions of the fraud-
sters, the youth kept trans-
ferring money to different
bank accounts and QR
codes. On January 26, 2024,
he also withdrew Rs 31
thousand, which increased
his trust further. Accord-
ing to the report, a total of
Rs 19 lakh 15 thousand 453
was invested by him on dif-
ferent dates. Later, be-
tween April 16, 2026 and
May 3, 2026, around Rs 12
lakh more was deposited
by him in the name of re-
leasing profit. When he
finally sent a withdrawal
request for his full
amount, the entire profit
shown on the site was sud-
denly deleted and his ID
was blocked. After this, he
realised that he had be-
come a victim of cyber
fraud. The victim lodged a
complaint on the cyber
portal. On the basis of the
complaint, a zero FIR was
registered and the matter
was transferred to Cyber
Police Station Chittor-
garh. Police are now inves-
tigating the case.

Many
families spent savings,
took loans, and even sold
jewellery to support their

children’s education. He
said that the responsibility
of conducting the exam

lies with the National Test-
ing Agency (NTA), which
works under the Central

Government’s Education
Department. Repeated pa-
per leaks and exam issues
show failure of the system.
Congress leaders alleged
that no strict action has
been taken against NTA of-
ficials and no major re-
forms have been made. The
party demanded resigna-
tion of the Union Educa-
tion Minister and abolition

of NTA. The protest was
