New Delhi : In a scathing in-
dictment of ethical collapse
within the legal fraternity; the
Bar Council of India (BCI) has
suspended four Rajasthan-
based advocates after finding
them guilty of representing
opposing sides in a bitter and
longrunning trust dispute
linked to the Apollo Animal
Medical Group Trust
(AAMGT), Jaipur. In a strong-
ly worded order dated April 10,
2026, the BCI’s Disciplinary
Committee ruled that senior
advocate Giriraj Prasad Shar-
ma alias G.P. Sharma, along
with three junior associates,
violated professional ethics by
first appearing for Dr. Sohan
Singh Rathore and later
switching sides to represent
rival claimant Dr. Raj Ishwar
D. Khare in closely connected
proceedings— despite the ear-
lier engagement being formal-
ly terminated. Calling the con-
duct a “serious breach of loy-
alty and fiduciary trust,” the
Committee suspended Shar-
ma from legal practice for five
years with immediate effect.
His associates — Advocates
Mukesh Sharma, Mahesh
Chand Gupta and Akhilesh
Sharma — were handed one-
year suspensions. The three-
member panelheaded by Dilip
K. Patel, with Dr. Amit K. Vaid
and Divya Roy as members,
rejected all defences raised by
the advocates, including
claims of delay and technical
separation of proceedings.

not merely symbolic. With
erratic weather cycles and

The Chief Minister
highlighted schemes such
as the Gopal Credit Card
and Mangla Cattle Insur-
ance Yojana as financial
safeguards intended to
protect cattle owners from
debt shocks and livestock
losses.

Sambal Yojana, the state

Communal Tensions Escalate
in Bhopal Amid Viral Slogans
and ‘Love Jihad’ Allegations

BHOPAL Fresh commu-
nal tensions surfaced in
Madhya Pradesh’s capital
after videos circulating on
social media allegedly
showed groups of protest-
ers raising provocative re-
ligious slogans following a
confrontation involving
Hindu activists and a Mus-
lim man accused of con-
cealing his identity while
accompanying a Hindu
woman.

The controversy report-
edly began after members
of a Hindu organisation
confronted a man identi-
fied as Arif at a local hotel.
Activists alleged that he
had been using a false iden-
tity and accused him of
involvement in what right-
wing groups describe as

“Love Jihad,” a politically
contentious term used to
allege organised attempts
at religious conversion
through relationships. Po-
lice, however, have not pub-
licly confirmed these alle-
gations.

Soon after videos of the
confrontation spread on-
line, crowds gathered in
parts of Bhopal, including
near Taj-ul-Masajid and
outside the Police Commis-
sionerate. Viral clips pur-
portedly showed demon-
strators chanting religious
and incendiary slogans,
including phrases associ-
ated with threats of vio-
lence. Authorities are cur-
rently verifying the au-
thenticity and context of
the footage.

Union Culture and Tour-
ism Minister Gajendra
Singh Shekhawat. Ad-

dressing the gathering,
the leaders paid tribute to
Rao Duda Medtiya’s con-
tribution to Rajput val-
our and Rajasthan’s his-
torical identity. During
the visit, Mr. Singh also
toured the panoramic gal-
lery dedicated to Mirabali,
the revered Bhakti saint-
poet whose spiritual lega-
cy remains deeply inter-
twined with Merta’s cul-
tural heritage. The lead-
ers later offered prayers
at the Charbhuja Nath

Temple and the Mirabai
Temple, where they
prayed for peace, prosper-
ity, and well-being across
the country and the State.
The event drew large pub-
lic participation and re-
flected the growing em-
phasis on preserving Ra-
jasthan’s historical mem-
ory through monuments,
heritage tourism, and
cultural revitalisation
initiatives undertaken by
the State and Union gov-
ernments.

Brutal Assault in Moving Bus
Raises Fresh Questions Over
Women'’s Safety in Delhi

NEW DELHI: A horrific
case of alleged gang rape in-
side a moving bus in north-
west Delhi has once again
triggered outrage over wom-
en’s safety in the national
capital and renewed scrutiny
of law enforcement mecha-
nisms in the city. The inci-
dent, reported from the Rani
Bagh area, involved a woman
who was allegedly abducted
into a private bus while re-
turning home from work late
atnight. According to the sur-
vivor’s statement to police,
she had asked a bus conduc-
tor for the time while waiting
ontheroadside after finishing

her factory shift. Investiga-
tors say the conductor alleg-
edly pulled her into the vehi-
cle, where multiple men sexu-
ally assaulted her for nearly
two hours as the bus contin-
ued moving through different
partsof the city The survivor
reportedly pleaded for help
and repeatedly begged the ac-
cused to spare her life. Police
sources said she was also
physically assaulted during
the attack before being
thrown onto a roadside in a
severely injured condition.
Thebrutality of the crimehas
reignited painful memories
of previous sexual assault
cases that had once shaken
the conscience of the nation

and prompted widespread de-
mands for stronger safe-
guards for women in public
spaces. Opposition leaders
and civil society groups have
sharply criticised the prevail-
ing security situation in Del-
hi, arguing thatrepeated inci-
dents of sexual violence ex-
pose systemic failures in po-
licing, surveillance, and pub-
lic transport regulation. The
case has also intensified po-
litical attacks on the BJP,
which shares administrative
responsibility in the capital
through the Union govern-
ment, with critics alleging
that promises of women’s
safety remain unfulfilled de-
spite repeated assurances.

Storm Chaos in North India: Jaipur Turns Into Emergency
Aviation Lifeline as Delhl Flights Diverted

JAIPUR: Severe weather
turbulence across north-
ern India triggered wide-
spread aviation disruption
on Wednesday night, forc-
ing Jaipur International
Airport to rapidly trans-
form into an emergency
diversion hub after multi-
ple flights bound for Delhi
and Chandigarh were re-
routed amid deteriorating
flying conditions. At least

ten flights — nine origi-
nally headed for Delhi and
one for Chandigarh — were
diverted to Jaipur after
poor visibility and unsta-
ble weather conditions dis-
rupted operations at Indira
Gandhi International Air-
port late on May 13. The
cascading impact stranded
hundreds of passengers
mid-transit and created
overnight operational pres-
sure on airlines and air-
port authorities. Among

the diverted aircraft was

an international service
operating from Chengdu,
China to Delhi, highlight-

ing the scale of the disrup-
tion that extended beyond
domestic corridors into

international aviation

routes. Domestic services
affected included Air India
Express [X-5256 operating
from Bengaluru to Delhi,
IndiGo 6E-710 from Hy-
derabad to Delhi, and In-
diGo 6E-6613 from Mumbai
to Delhi, along with several
other scheduled arrivals.
Airport officials in
Jaipur managed a sudden
influx of wunscheduled
landings as aircraft queued
for parking bays, refuel-
ling, and revised departure

clearances. Passengers re-
ported extended waiting
periods, uncertainty over
onward travel, and over-
night delays as airlines
scrambled to reorganise
schedules. The disruption
once again exposed the vul-
nerability of northern In-
dia’s aviation network dur-
ing intense weather events,
where operational bottle-
necks at Delhi often trigger
a domino effect across re-
gional airports.

Tikaram Jully Leads
Opposition Offensive
Over Alleged BJP Links
in NEET Leak Row

JATIPUR: Positioning him-
self at the centre of Ra-
jasthan’s escalating NEET
paper leak controversy,
Leader of Opposition Ti-
karam Jully on Tuesday
launched a sharp and po-
litically calibrated attack
on the ruling BJP, accusing
it of attempting to “erase
documented connections”
with key accused Dinesh
Binwal.

As outrage over the ex-
amination scandal contin-
ues to simmer among stu-
dents and parents, Jully
emerged as the most vocal
face of the opposition’s
campaign, directly chal-
lenging the BJP leader-
ship to explain Binwal’s
alleged proximity to party
functionaries and youth
leaders.

Addressing the media in
Jaipur, Jully dismissed
BJP president Madan
Rathore’s denial of any or-
ganisational links as “un-
convincing and discon-
nected from publicly avail-
able evidence.” He pointed
to screenshots and social
media interactions alleg-
edly showing Jamwa Ram-
garh MLA Mahendra Pal
Meena publicly referring
to Binwal as “Bhai” while
extending greetings to him
on personal occasions.

But Jully’s strongest
charge came with the
claim that Binwal was not
merely a supporter, but al-
legedly held the post of
District Secretary in the
Jaipur Rural unit of the
Bharatiya Janata Yuva
Morcha.

“Students  preparing
honestly for competitive
exams deserve transpar-
ency, not political protec-
tion for those accused of
destroying their future,”
Jully said, framing the con-
troversy as a moral battle
for accountability rather
than routine political spar-
ring.

In projecting himself as
the voice of aggrieved
youth, Jully sought to turn
the NEET controversy into
alarger indictment of gov-
ernance and political pa-
tronage. His aggressive
intervention has now
placed the BJP under
mounting pressure to clar-
ify the extent of Binwal’s
alleged organisational role
and the nature of his links
with party leaders.

With the issue resonat-
ing strongly among aspir-
ants and families across
Rajasthan, Jully’s inter-
vention has given the op-
position a sharp political
narrative centred on cred-
ibility, accountability and
justice for students.

Rajasthan’s Green Reset: Bhajan Lal Sharma Pushes
Natural Farming as Chemical Model Falters

JAIPUR — Signalling a
major ideological and ag-
ricultural shift, Ra-
jasthan Chief Minister
Bhajan Lal Sharma has
called for a transition
from chemical-intensive
farming to a sustainable

“natural farming” model,
warning that excessive
dependence on fertilizers
and pesticides is steadily
eroding the state’s soil,
water, and rural economy.

Addressing officials
and agricultural stake-
holders, Sharma de-
scribed the movement as
a “Green Rebirth” aimed

at restoring the health of
“Dharti Maa” (Mother
Earth). He argued that
while the Green Revolu-
tion once secured India’s
food supply, decades of
excessive urea and DAP
usage have now triggered
diminishing returns, ris-
ing cultivation costs, and
deteriorating soil fertili-

¥

ty. In canal-fed regions
such as Sri Ganganagar
and Hanumangarh, ex-
perts have increasingly
raised concerns over alka-
line soil, groundwater de-
pletion, and long-term
ecological stress. The
state government now
plans to promote low-cost
and eco-friendly alterna-

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tives including nano-urea,
drone-assisted precision
farming, and cow-based
organic manure systems.

The policy push also
carries economic ambi-
tions. Rajasthan is posi-
tioning itself to capture
growing international
demand for organic mil-
lets, cumin, medicinal

herbs, and residue-free
agricultural products in
European and American
markets.

Invoking Prime Minis-
ter Narendra Modi’s vi-
sion of reducing chemical
dependency, Sharma
framed the campaign as
both an economic neces-
sity and a cultural respon-

sibility.

“The survival of the
village depends on the
survival of the soil,” offi-
cials said, underscoring
that the future of Indian
agriculture may now lie
not in more chemicals,
but in restoring balance
between technology, tradi-
tion, and nature.

The FIR was regis-
tered on the basis of a written
complaint submitted by aresi-
dent of Humhama, Budgam,
whoalleged that Tarig Ahmad
Sofi, resident of Solina, Srina-
gar, had fraudulently obtained
lakhs of rupees from him un-
dertheguiseof thesaleof land
situated at Narkara, Srinagar.

The investigation prima facie
revealed that theaccused, land
brokers Sofi, son of Ghulam
Ahmad Sofi R/o House No. 53,
TulsiBagh Srinagarand Tariq
Ahmad Wani, son of Moham-
mad Abdullah Wani, resident
of Narkara, Budgam, in con-
nivance with the then Patwari,
had prepared and used forged
documents and entered into a
criminal conspiracy todeceive
the complainant and misap-
propriate money in connec-
tion with theland transaction.
Consequently; in continuation
of the investigation, house
searches were carried out at
multiplelocations in Srinagar
and Budgam in the presence
of Executive Magistrates to
collect incriminating material
and other evidence relevant to
the case.
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
