Bharatpur: As northern

Eviction as Rent Skyrockets
by 10,000 Percent

NEW DELHI: For over a
century, the Delhi Gymkha-
na Club has stood as the ulti-
mate citadel of India’s old-
money elite, bureaucratic
heavyweights, and military
top brass. But a staggering,
mathematically dizzying
rent hike by the federal gov-
ernment has suddenly
pushed this ultimate symbol
of Lutyens’ Delhi privilege
to the brink of eviction.
According to an investiga-
tive report by The Indian
Express, the annual rent for
the ultra-exclusive club has
been aggressively revised
upward to a colossal 47.59
crore ($5.7 million) for the
year 2026. The figure marks
an astronomical 10,000 per-
cent increase from its his-
torical financial parameters.
Prior to 2023, the elite in-
stitution operated under a
virtually nominal lease
agreement, paying a mere
409.50 annually—a colonial-
era legacy rate frozen in
time. While the government
subsequently nudged that
figure up to an still-subsi-
dized 4.10 crore, the latest
sudden valuation recalcula-
tion has completely shat-
tered the club’s financial
status quo. Concurrently,
the Ministry of Housing
and Urban Affairs has

slapped the club manage-
ment with a strict ultima-
tum: clear the astronomical
outstanding dues or vacate
the prime, multi-acre prem-
ises by June 5.

“This is an existential
moment for the institu-
tion,” a senior club member
stated, speaking on the con-
dition of anonymity due to
the ongoing legal sensitivi-
ty. “The timeline given is
incredibly aggressive, and
the math is practically im-
possible for a legacy mem-
bership structure to absorb
overnight.”

The sudden financial
squeeze is widely seen by
political observers as part
of a broader, years-long
crackdown by the central
government on the capital’s
colonial-era institutions,
which have long been ac-
cused of operating as
opaque, self-serving fief-
doms for the well-connect-
ed. With the June deadline
looming, the fate of New
Delhi’s most storied social
sanctuary now rests on an
urgent judicial intervention
or an unprecedented finan-
cial restructuring.

India Issues Strict Airline Mandates Following
Ebola ‘Global Health Emergency’ Declaration
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NEW DELHI: Following
the declaration of the re-
cent Ebola outbreak in Af-
rica as a “Global Health
Emergency,” India’s avia-
tion regulator has moved
swiftly to fortify its borders
against potential transmis-
sion, issuing stringent new
directives for airlines oper-
ating incoming flights.
The Directorate General
of Civil Aviation (DGCA)
announced targeted proto-
cols specifically aimed at
air travel linked to high-

risk zones, including the
Democratic Republic of
the Congo and Uganda. The
sweeping measures repre-
sent a proactive, zero-toler-
ance approach to biosecu-
rity as international health
organizations scramble to
contain the virus.

Under the newly en-
forced guidelines, airlines
are now legally mandated
to isolate any traveler ex-
hibiting symptoms or sus-
pected of carrying the vi-
rus. “Arrangements for
separate seating during
transit will be mandatory

for symptomatic passen-
gers,” the DGCA directive
states, establishing a strict
quarantine protocol mid-
flight to protect fellow
travelers and flight crews.
Additionally, the govern-
ment has reinstated man-
datory health screening
mechanisms reminiscent
of pandemic-era travel. All
incoming passengers from
affected corridors must
now complete and submit a
comprehensive health dec-
laration form prior to
boarding. Public health ex-
perts note that while In-

dia’s direct flight connec-
tivity to Central Africa re-
mains limited, the high
volume of transit passen-
gers moving through glob-
al hubs in the Middle East
and Africa necessitates
these aggressive preemp-
tive barriers. As the global
health community watches
the African continent with
mounting concern, New
Delhi’s swift response re-
flects a broader, hyper-vig-
ilant international effort to
halt a deadly pathogen be-
fore it crosses geopolitical
thresholds.

A Scientist Who Measured Rural India
Is Honored With the Padma Shri

New Delhi | In a tribute
that reached beyond sci-
ence and into the soul of
rural India, President
Droupadi Murmu posthu-
mously conferred the
Padma Shri upon Dr. Go-
pal Ji Trivedi for his pio-
neering contributions to
science and engineering,
particularly in the field
of rural socio-economic
research.

For generations of re-
searchers, policymakers
and development experts,

the “Trivedi Scale” be-
came more than an aca-
demic framework. It
evolved into one of the

country’s most influen-
tial tools for assessing the
socio-economic  condi-
tions of rural families —
a model whose relevance
extended far beyond In-
dia and earned recogni-
tion in global research
circles.

Yet those who knew Dr.
Trivedi say his greatest
achievement was not
merely statistical innova-
tion, but his unwavering
commitment to the people
whose lives his work
sought to improve.

At a time when scien-
tific prestige often drew
scholars toward metro-
politan institutions and
international platforms,
Dr. Trivedi chose a differ-
ent path. Driven by a deep
attachment to village life
and a lifelong concern for
the prosperity of farm-
ers, he spent 34 uninter-
rupted years living in his
native village, working
closely with rural com-
munities rather than ob-
serving them from a dis-
tance. His work helped

bridge the gap between

agricultural science and
human reality, bringing
visibility to the economic
struggles, aspirations
and living standards of
India’s villages.

The Padma Shrirecogni-
tion arrives as both a na-
tional honor and a remind-
er that some of India’s
most transformative ideas
were born not in urban
laboratories, but in the
fields and villages where
the country’s future contin-
ues to take shape.

Rajasthan Cracks Down on Adulterated Food Network,
Seizes 14,000 Kg of Fake Ghee and Oil in Pokaran

Jaipur | In one of Ra-
jasthan’s most significant
food safety crackdowns
this year, authorities
seized more than 14,000
kilograms of allegedly
adulterated ghee and edi-
ble oil during coordinated
raids in Pokaran, expos-
ing what officials de-
scribed as a large-scale
illegal food adulteration

operation. The action was

carried out under the - &

state-wide anti-adultera-
tion campaign launched
on the initiative of Ra-
jasthan Chief Minister
Bhajan Lal Sharma and
supervised by Medical
and Health Minister Ga-
jendra Singh Khimsar.
According to Food Safety
Commissioner Dr. T.
Shubhamangala, a special

enforcement team from
Jaipur headquarters, led
by Additional Commis-

sioner (Food Safety) Bhag-

wat Singh, conducted
raids in coordination with

the Chief Medical and
Health Office in Jaisalm-
er. The primary raid tar-
geted a premises linked to
Satvik Trading Company
in Pokaran’s Lodha Colo-
ny, owned by Yogesh Ta-
vari. Investigators alleged
that the site was being
used for the large-scale
manufacturing and pack-
aging of counterfeit ghee
and edible oil products.

Officials collected five
samples under the Food
Safety and Standards Act
and seized nearly 10,260
kilograms of adulterated
materials, including ghee,
palm oil, soybean oil and
vanaspati. A second raid
at the company’s ware-
house uncovered another
4,000 kilograms of sus-
pected adulterated ghee
sold under multiple

brand names, including
Shri Aahar, Shubh, Ku-
ber, Shrimool, Vinayak
and Topper Milk Fat.
Eight additional samples
were collected for labora-
tory examination. Health
officials said the opera-
tion points to an organ-
ized adulteration network
capable of endangering
public health on a mas-
sive scale.

Punjab Chief Minister
Bhagwant Mann has issued
a written prediction boldly
forecasting the near-total
decimation of his political
opposition in the state’s up-
coming 2027 Legislative As-
sembly elections. IMr. Mann,
a leading figure in the gov-
erning Aam Aadmi Party
(AAP), went as far as to sign
his name to the specific seat
projections, a theatrical po-
litical gambit designed to
project absolute confidence
in hisadministration’s man-
date. According to Mr
Mann’s written declaration,
the Bharatiya Janata Party
(BJP)—which governs na-
tionally but has historically
struggled tofind a independ-
ent foothold in the agrarian
state—will walk away witha
mere one to two seats in the
117-member assembly. The
Chief Minister was only
slightly moregeneroustothe
Indian National Congress,
Punjab’s primary opposition
party; predicting they would
finish within a single-digit
bracket of one to nine seats.
Most severe, however, was
his forecast for the Shiroma-
ni Akali Dal (SAD), aregion-
al powerhouse that domi-
nated Punjab politics for
decades; Vi Mann predicted
they would fail to open their
account entirely, securing
zero seats. “The remaining
majority of the seats will be
won decisively by the Aam
Aadmi Party;” Mr. Mann as-
serted, doublingdown on his
party’s populist appeal.
While opposition leaders
quickly dismissed the move
as a gimmick aimed at de-
flectingfrom current govern-
ance challenges, the bold
proclamation highlights the
high stakes of the 2027 cycle.

Police found the move-
ment of the container sus-
picious and started check-
ing it. During the first in-
spection, sacks of puffed
rice were found loaded in
the upper part of the con-

tainer, making it look like
a normal goods vehicle.
However, police became
suspicious and carried out
a detailed search.

During the search, po-
lice found 231 plastic sacks
hidden behind the puffed
rice bags. These sacks con-
tained a huge quantity of
illegal opium Doda Chura.
After weighing it, police
found a total of 46 quintals
25 kg 810 grams of illegal
material.

During the action, the
container driver took ad-
vantage of the darkness
and escaped from the spot.
Police seized the contain-
er and the recovered Doda
Chura. A case under the
NDPS Act has been regis-

tered at Gangrar Police
Station. Police are now
searching for the abscond-
ing driver and investigat-
ing other people involved
in the smuggling network.
Police are also trying to
find out where the con-
signment came from and
where it was supposed to
be delivered. According to
police officials, this is one
of the biggest drug seizure
operations in Chittorgarh
district in recent years.
After the new SP took
charge, strict monitoring
and continuous action
have created fear among
smugglers in the district.
Further action under Op-
eration Trinetra is expect-
ed in the coming days.

According
to information, the inci-
dent happened at around
2:30 AM on Sunday night
outside the Sulabh Toilet
Complex in Rajora Gali
under Nimbahera Kotwali
police station area. The
elderly woman, Gendi Bai,
wife of late Bhairulal
Nayak, works as a watch-
woman at the complex.
Like every day, she had
gone to lock the complex,
but because it was late
and she was tired, she
slept outside on a cot. Dur-
ing this time, an unknown
masked youth came there
and quietly removed the

gold earrings from her
ears while she was in deep
sleep. The earrings
weighed around half a
tola. As soon as Gendi Bai
realized it, she started
shouting loudly. Hearing
her voice, her neighbour
Prem Bai, who was sleep-
ing nearby, also woke up.
Both women tried to catch
the accused, but he pushed
them and escaped in the
dark. After receiving in-
formation, Kotwali police
reached the spot and start-
ed an investigation. Police
said that a suspicious
youth was seen near Ja-
nata Maidan road during
the incident, but his iden-
tity has not been con-
firmed yet. Police also
said there were no CCTV
cameras near the area, so
the investigation is being
carried out with the help
of eyewitnesses and local
people. A case has been
registered and the search
for the accused is continu-
ing.
