India Tightens Border Security Along Pakistan
Frontier With New Multi-Agency Crackdown

FAIR REPORT

Bikaner: India’s Home
Minister Amit Shah on
Tuesday unveiled an aggres-
sive new security frame-
work for districts along the
India-Pakistan border, sign-
aling a sharper focus on
cross-border crime, illegal
settlements, narcotics traf-
ficking and financial net-
works operating in frontier
regions.

Chairing a high-level se-
curity review meeting in
Bikaner, Mr. Shah directed
officials to establish a
“360-degree security grid”
across border districts in
Rajasthan, combining the
efforts of security agencies,
civil administration and lo-
cal communities in what of-

ficials described as an inte-
grated border management
strategy.

The meeting, attended by
Rajasthan Chief Minister
Bhajan Lal Sharma, senior
state officials and district
administrators from Bikan-
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er, Jaisalmer, Barmer,
Sriganganagar and Phalodi,
reflected New Delhi’s grow-
ing emphasis on tightening
surveillance and enforce-
ment along sensitive fron-
tier zones. Among the most
striking directives was the

Rajasthan Cracks Down on
Illicit Liquor Trade; Over 5 Lakh
Litres of Wash Destroyed

Jaipur, Rajasthan — In
one of its largest enforce-
ment drives against illicit
liquor in recent years, the
Rajasthan Excise Depart-
ment has intensified its
statewide crackdown on il-
legal alcohol manufactur-
ing and distribution net-
works, registering 1,936
cases and arresting 863 ac-
cused persons since May 1.

Officials said the month-
long special enforcement
campaign led to the de-
struction of more than 5.19
lakh litres of fermented
wash used in the produc-
tion of country liquor, indi-
cating the scale at which
illegal brewing operations
had been functioning
across the State.

The department also
seized 6,883 litres of coun-
try liquor valued at 18.56
lakh, 38,886 litres of Indian
Made Foreign Liquor
(IMFL) worth nearly 3.9
crore, and 19,675 litres of
beer estimated at 44.23
lakh. Authorities further
recovered 12,793 litres of
illicit hand-crafted liquor

during coordinated raids

and patrol operations.

The intensified action
follows the appointment of
senior IAS officer Namit
Mehta as Excise Commis-
sioner, after which enforce-
ment measures against il-
legal manufacture, storage
and transportation of lig-
uor have been significantly
expanded. According to
department officials, exten-
sive checkpoints, surprise
inspections and late-night
patrols are being carried
out across all districts un-
der a “zero tolerance” poli-
cy against illicit liquor
trade. The operations in-

volve excise enforcement
teams, district excise offic-
ers and specialised anti-
smuggling units working in
coordination.

The campaign assumes
significance as the excise
department remains
among the State govern-
ment’s largest revenue-gen-
erating agencies. Officials
said the ongoing crack-
down is aimed not only at
protecting revenue collec-
tion, but also at curbing the
public health and law-and-
order risks associated with
spurious liquor networks
operating in rural and
semi-urban areas.

order to demolish illegal
constructions within a
15-kilometer radius of the
international border. Offi-
cials said the measure is in-
tended to prevent unauthor-
ized encroachments and re-
strict infrastructure that

could potentially aid smug-
gling or infiltration net-
works.

Mr. Shah also called for
closer coordination between
the Border Security Force,
the Central Board of Direct
Taxes, the Narcotics Control
Bureau and Rajasthan’s ad-
ministrative machinery to
target narcotics trafficking,
illegal financial flows, shell
companies and counterfeit
identification systems.

District magistrates were
instructed to intensify scru-
tiny of large business estab-
lishments, verify funding
sources, monitor mule bank
accounts and identify fake
Aadhaar-linked identities
believed to facilitate smug-
gling and organized crime
networks near the border.

The Home Minister fur-
ther emphasized the use of
India’s cybercrime hel-
pline “1930” and urged full
implementation of the
country’s newly enacted
criminal laws to strength-
en law enforcement mecha-
nisms. The meeting also
reviewed the implementa-
tion of the Vibrant Villages
Programme-II, aimed at
improving infrastructure,
governance delivery and
economic resilience in re-
mote border settlements.

Officials said the initia-
tive reflects Prime Minis-
ter Narendra Modi govern-
ment’s broader push to
combine national security
with frontier development
in strategically sensitive
regions.

New Hamas military chief
Mohammed Odeh killed in
Israeli airstrike, says IDF

JERUSALEM: The Isra-
el Defense Forces (IDF)
and the Shin Bet internal
security agency on
Wednesday confirmed
the elimination of Mo-
hammed Odeh, the newly
appointed chief of Ha-
mas’s military wing, the
Izz ad-Din al-Qassam Bri-
gades, in a targeted air-
strike in Gaza City. The
high-profile operation
comes barely 11 days af-
ter Odeh assumed com-
mand of the militant
group’s armed wing, fol-

lowing the assassination
of his predecessor, Izz al-
Din al-Haddad, on May
16. According to Israeli
defense officials, the preci-
sion strike was carried
out late Tuesday in the
Rimal neighborhood of
western Gaza City, acting
on specific intelligence
that tracked Odeh’s pres-
ence to aresidential struc-
ture. While family mem-
bers confirmed Odeh’s
death alongside his wife
and children, Hamas has
yet to issue an official
statement regarding the
leadership vacancy.

Voter Roll Exclusion Does Not Take
Away C1t1zensh1p, Says Supreme Court

NEW DELHI: In a signifi-
cant clarification on the
relationship between elec-
toral registration and citi-
zenship, the Supreme
Court on Wednesday ob-
served that the deletion or
absence of a person’s
name from the voter list
cannot be treated as a loss
of Indian citizenship.

A Bench led by Chief
Justice of India Surya
Kant and Justice Joym-
alya Bagchi said that elec-
toral rolls are administra-
tive instruments prepared
for the conduct of elec-

tions and donot determine
an individual’s constitu-
tional status as a citizen.
The observations came
during hearings concern-
ing the Election Commis-
sion’s Special Intensive
Revision (SIR) exercise,
which had been chal-
lenged over apprehensions
that genuine citizens
could face exclusion from

electoral rolls because of
documentation discrepan-
cies. “A name missing
from the voter list in the
SIR does not mean that
the individual’s citizen-
ship has come to an end,”
the Bench observed, add-
ing that the inability to
verify credentials during
the revision process can-
not automatically invali-

date citizenship.

The court underlined
that the responsibility for
maintaining  accurate
electoral records rests
with the Election Com-
mission of India and that
procedural lapses or veri-
fication failures on the
part of authorities cannot
be used to deprive a citi-
zen of legal identity.

While upholding the
constitutional validity of
the revision exercise, the
Bench clarified that the
Election Commission’s
powers under Article 324
are confined to determin-
ing electoral eligibility

and ensuring clean voter
rolls.

Legal experts said the
clarification assumes im-
portance in the context of
concerns over wrongful
exclusions, particularly
among economically
weaker and migrant com-
munities vulnerable to
documentation-related
disputes.

The ruling is expected
to reinforce safeguards
against arbitrary disen-
franchisement and pre-
vent administrative er-
rors from escalating into
questions over citizen-
ship status.

IMD issues yellow alert for Delhi as mercury threatens to touch 46°C

NEW DELHI: The India
Meteorological Depart-
ment (IMD) on Wednesday
issued a ‘yellow alert’ for
the national capital, warn-
ing residents of severe
heatwave (loo) conditions
gripping several pockets
of Delhi. According to
weather officials, the max-

imum temperature in the
capital is expected to soar
up to a blistering 46°C,
while the minimum tem-
perature is projected to
settle at around 29°C. The
sudden spike in tempera-
ture has been exacerbated
by dry, searing winds
sweeping through the re-
gion. The weather depart-
ment has also forecast

strong surface winds blow-
ing at speeds of 20 to 30
km/h during the day. Offi-
cials warned that peak
gusting speeds could reach
up to 40 km/h, creating in-
tense dust-storm-like con-
ditions and further magni-
fying the effect of the heat-
wave. Maximum Temper-
ature: Expected to touch
46°C in isolated pockets.

Minimum Tempera-
ture: Set to hover around
29°C, offering little night-
time relief. The IMD’s yel-
low alert serves as a sign
of watchfulness, signal-
ing that the heat could
pose health risks, particu-
larly to vulnerable sec-
tions such as infants, the
elderly, and those with
pre-existing medical con-

ditions.

With outdoor laborers
and commuters facing the
brunt of the scorching
conditions, health ex-
perts have advised resi-
dents to avoid stepping
out during peak after-
noon hours, cover their
heads, and maintain a
high intake of fluids to
prevent heat stroke.

From Village Chaupals to the Corridors of Power:

Bhajanlal Sharma’s Model of Responsive Governance

n a democracy, the
I true measure of

governance is not
how loudly governments
speak, but how closely
they listen. In Rajasthan,
Chief Minister Bhajan Lal
Sharma is attempting to
restore that connection
through village chaupals,

rural night stays, field in-

spections, and direct in-
teraction with citizens
across the state.

These visits are not
merely ceremonial exer-
cises in public outreach.
They represent a con-
scious effort to narrow
the distance between ad-
ministration and ordi-
nary people in a state
where geography, social
diversity, and regional in-

equalities often make gov-
ernance deeply complex.
The concerns of desert
villages differ from those
of tribal regions and bor-
der districts, and such re-
alities cannot always be
understood through offi-
cial files and conference-
room reviews alone.

The most significant
aspect of this initiative is
the Chief Minister’s deci-
sion to stay overnight in
villages. Political tours
are routine in Indian pub-
lic life, but rural night
stays carry both adminis-
trative and symbolic im-
portance. They expose
leadership to realities of-

ten hidden beneath pre-
pared presentations — wa-
ter scarcity, unreliable
electricity, inadequate
healthcare, weak infra-
structure, and the daily
struggles of rural house-
holds. Governance be-
comes more credible when
policies are shaped by
lived experience rather

than bureaucratic ab-
straction.

Equally important are
the Chief Minister’s infor-
mal conversations with
women, farmers, youth,
and elderly citizens dur-
ing village visits. Such
interactions often reveal
truths that formal meet-
ings overlook. Women

speak about drinking wa-
ter, ration distribution,
and education; farmers
discuss irrigation and
crop uncertainty; young
people raise concerns
about employment and op-
portunity. These conversa-
tions give governance a
human dimension and
transform administration
from a distant mechanism
into a participatory pro-
cess.

The outreach also car-
ries a strong administra-
tive message. Alongside
public interaction, dis-
trict-level review meet-
ings are being used to
evaluate welfare schemes
and infrastructure pro-
jects on the ground. Too
often, development ap-

pears impressive on paper
while implementation re-
mains slow in reality. Di-
rect monitoring increases
accountability, improves
coordination, and acceler-
ates pending decisions
within the administrative
system.

At a time when politics
is increasingly shaped by
optics, social media mes-
saging, and carefully man-
aged events, Bhajanlal
Sharma’s village-centric
approach revives a more
grounded tradition of
leadership — one based on
visibility, accessibility,
and direct public engage-
ment. It signals that gov-
ernance must travel be-
yond the capital and re-
main connected to the

people it serves.

Ultimately, however, the
success of this initiative
will depend on outcomes
rather than optics. Public
dialogue creates trust, but
lasting trust is built only
when conversations lead
to visible improvements
in people’s lives. If these
grassroots engagements
translate into stronger de-
livery, faster problem-
solving, and policies
aligned with local reali-
ties, Rajasthan may well
offer an important model
of responsive governance.

Because in the end, de-
mocracy draws its
strength not from power
alone, but from the will-
ingness of those in power
to listen.

Chittorgarh- Police have
taken major action against
the increasing theft cases
in empty houses in the city

and arrested two notorious
thieves. Both accused are
residents of Bhilwara and
used to break the locks of
empty houses at night and
steal jewellery and cash.
During questioning, the ac-
cused confessed to several
theft cases in Sadar and
Kotwali police station are-
as. Police are now question-
ing them regarding other
incidents and recovery of
stolen items. District Po-
lice Superintendent Dhar-
mendra Singh said that on
May 10, 2026, Pradeep Jain,

a resident of Bapu Nagar,
Senti, filed a complaint at
Sadar Police Station stat-
ing that unknown persons
had stolen jewellery and
cash from his house. After
this case, a special intelli-
gence team was formed to
solve the theft incidents
that had been taking place
in the city during the last
two to three months.
Under the supervision
of ASP Mukul Sharma and
DSP Brijesh Singh, a team
led by SHO Prem Singh
continuously collected

technical evidence and
kept watch on suspects.
The team gathered infor-
mation about suspicious
persons from Chittorgarh
and Bhilwara and moved
the investigation forward
with the help of local intel-
ligence and traditional po-
licing methods.

During the investiga-
tion, police received infor-
mation that Deepak Lohar
and Mohit Pahadiya from
Bhilwara were active in
theft cases during night
hours. After their activities

were found suspicious,
both were detained and
questioned, during which
they admitted their in-
volvement in several inci-
dents.

The accused
confessed to these
incidents:

e * May 9-10, 2026:
Broke the lock of a house
in Bapu Nagar, Senti and
stole jewellery and cash.

e * April 4-5, 2026:
Broke the lock of a house

Jaipur, Thursday, 28 May 2026
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in Pannadhay Colony and
committed theft.

April 4-5,2026: Broke the
lock of a house near Vidya
Niketan School in Gandhi-
nagar and committed theft.
Police identified the arrest-
ed accused as Deepak Lohar
(32), resident of Maruti Na-
gar, Kota Road, Bhilwara,
and Mohit Pahadiya (21),
resident of Sanjay Colony
behind Pathwari near San-
ganeri Gate, Bhilwara. The
police team involved in the
action included ASI Jag-

dish Chandra Ojha, Bal-
want Singh, Gajendra Sin-
gh, Vinod Kumar from Sa-
dar Police Station, Chittor-
garh, ASI Motiram from
Subhash Nagar Police Sta-
tion, Bhilwara city, and po-
lice personnel Om Singh
and Samay Singh.

This action is being con-
sidered a major success
amid the increasing theft
incidents in the city. Since
new SP Dharmendra Singh
took charge, police activity
and field-level monitoring
have increased. ASP

Mukul Sharma had earlier
served in the district as a
probationary DSP, due to
which his understanding
of the district and its ac-
tivities also proved helpful
in this action.

Stay hydrated, help
others: PM Modi
issues advisory amid
severe heatwave

NEW DELHI: Amidst an
unrelenting heatwave
sweeping across several
parts of the country, Prime
Minister Narendra Modi
on Wednesday urged citi-
zens to take maximum pre-
cautions and prioritize hy-
dration to combat the se-
vere weather conditions. In
a social media post on X,
the Prime Minister high-
lighted the growing diffi-
culties faced by the public
due to soaring tempera-
tures and called for collec-
tive empathy and commu-
nity action during the peak
summer months. “Temper-
atures are constantly ris-
ing in different parts of the
country, increasing diffi-
culties in daily life. I urge
all countrymen to take as
many precautions as pos-
sible,” PM Modi stated.
Emphasizing personal
health safety, he advised
citizens to keep themselves
hydrated and always carry
water when stepping out-
doors. Beyond individual
safety, the Prime Minister
made an appeal for com-
munity-driven welfare,
praising citizens who tra-
ditionally place clay pots
(matkas) filled with water
outside their homes and
shops for commuters and
workers. He also remind-
ed the public to extend
this compassion to local
fauna, noting that the se-
vere heat heavily impacts
stray animals and birds.
“In this scorching heat,
we must not forget the
animals and birds around
us,” he added.

Police Solved Sports Bike Theft Case in 17
Days, Youth Arrested with 33 Lakh KTM Duke

Expensive sports bike
was stolen from
Pratap Nagar area;
police formed a
special team and
arrested the accused,
who already has a
criminal case
registered against
him.

Chittorgarh: Sadar Chit-
torgarh Police recovered a
KTM Duke 390 sports bike
worth around 3 lakh sto-
len from the Pratap Nagar
area and arrested one ac-
cused in the case. Police

caught the accused along
with the stolen bike and
later arrested him after
questioning. Police also
found that one criminal
case is already registered
against the accused. Dis-
trict Police Superinten-
dent Dharmendra Singh
said that on May 17, 2026,
Labhchand Tiwari (55), a
resident of Pratap Nagar,
lodged a complaint at Sa-
dar Police Station regard-
ing the theft of his sports
motorcycle. In the report,
he stated that unknown
persons had stolen his
KTM Duke 390 bike. Con-
sidering the seriousness

of the matter, police imme-
diately started investiga-
tion. To solve the case, a
special intelligence team
was formed under the di-
rection of ASP Mukul
Sharma.

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Chittorgarh: An impor-
tant meeting was held at
the MP office regarding the
protection of historical
and geo-heritage sites in
the district. The meeting
was held under the leader-

and conservation of the
Bojunda Fossil Park. Dur-
ing the meeting, a special
awareness sticker of the
fossil park was also re-
leased. INTACH convener
Dr. Sushila Laddha said
that there has been a long
demand for the develop-
ment and protection of the
Bojunda Fossil Park. She
said the site is an impor-
tant geo-heritage place of
Chittorgarh where very old
fossils have been found.
Program coordinator Dr.
Gopal Salvi said many rare
fossils found here are con-

sidered important evi-
dence of ancient marine
life. After discussions with
MP Chandra Prakash
Joshi, it was decided to re-
lease special stickers to
spread awareness about
this unique geo-heritage
among school, college and

university students as well
as the general public. The
MP released the sticker
along with INTACH mem-
bers. INTACH convener
Manish Maliwal and Dr.
Kundan Jain said the stick-
er will help students and
researchers understand

the sea and the earliest evi-
dence of life from around
800 million years ago. It
will also help give national
and international recogni-
tion to the district’s geo-
heritage. During the meet-
ing, the issue of the his-
toric Ashtadhatu gate at
Surajpol of Chittorgarh
Fort was also raised. Dr.
Sushila Laddha said the
nearly 8-ton gate was tak-
en to Delhi by Alauddin
Khilji in 1303. Later, Jawa-
har Singh, son of Bharat-
pur ruler Surajmal,
brought it from Delhi to
Bharatpur in 1764. At pre-
sent, the gate is installed

at the northern entrance
of Lohagarh Fort in
Bharatpur. INTACH mem-
bers demanded that a rep-
lica of the historic gate
should be installed at Chit-
torgarh Fort so that tour-
ists and researchers from
India and abroad can know
about its history. On this,
MP Chandra Prakash
Joshi said efforts would be
made to bring the original
gate back to Chittorgarh
and directed the con-
cerned department to take
necessary action.

n India, personal lib-
I erty is often celebrat-

ed with great pride.
The Constitution grants
every citizen the freedom
to live, speak, and form
relationships of their
choice. But the real ques-
tion is: does this freedom
have limits? And if it
does, where should those

limits begin — especial-
ly when a fifty-year-old
influential man is seen
“dating” a school-going
girl?

This is not a new phe-
nomenon. From the
criminal underworld to
the film industry, from
social media influencers
to political circles, soci-
ety has repeatedly wit-
nessed relationships
where the age gap is not

merely a ‘“generation
gap,” but a serious imbal-
ance of power, experi-
ence, and influence. On
one side stands a person
with wealth, authority,
fame, and social control;
on the other, a girl who is
still at an age of school-
books, examinations, and
discovering her identity.

The question then aris-
es — should this simply
be dismissed as a matter
of “personal choice”?

Indian law is quite
clear on this issue. If the
girl is below 18 years of
age, her protection be-
comes the highest prior-
ity. Laws such as the Pro-
tection of Children from
Sexual Offences Act
(POCSO) were not creat-
ed merely to punish
crimes, but to recognize
that at a young age, the
line between “consent”
and “influence” is often
blurred. Can a school-go-
ing girl truly be in a men-
tal and emotional posi-
tion to fully understand
the consequences of a
relationship with a much
older and powerful man?

This is not merely a
legal question — it is also
a moral one.

Today, social media
and sections of the enter-
tainment industry often

Nearly every
major religion and cul-
tural tradition teaches
that safeguarding chil-
dren and adolescents is
not only a family duty,
but a collective social re-
sponsibility. In such a
context, when a fifty-
year-old man is involved

with a school-going girl,
it no longer remains
merely “a private matter
between two people.” It
becomes a test of socie-
ty’s conscience, the seri-
ousness of the law, and
the moral sensitivity of
the nation.

The Constitution guar-
antees freedom, but that
freedom cannot come at
the cost of the possible
exploitation of someone
young and vulnerable.
Democracy is not only
about rights — it is also
about responsibility.

And perhaps that is
the question society must
ask itself today: Are we
truly becoming modern,
or are we simply renam-
ing moral boundaries as
“personal choice”?

Heavy rain, gusty winds
likely in 11 TN districts
today; fishermen
warned
Chennai: The Regional Me-
teorological Centre (RMC)
in Chennai has forecast
heavy rain accompanied by
strong winds in several
parts of Tamil Nadu on
Thursday due to multiple
atmospheric circulations
prevailing over the region.
According to the weather
department, cyclonic circu-
lations are currently active
over north Tamil Nadu, the
southeast Arabian Sea, and
the central east-southeast
Bay of Bengal. The prevail-
ing weather systems are ex-
pected to trigger widespread
rainfall activity across parts
of the state over the next two
days. The RMC said that
heavy rainfall, coupled with
gusty winds, is likely in the
Nilgiris, Coimbatore, Tirup-
pur, Dindigul and Theni dis-
tricts on Thursday. he de-
partment has also warned
of strong surface winds
with speeds ranging be-
tween 40 and 50 kmph in Vel-
lore, Tirupattur, Krishnagi-
ri, Dharmapuri, Salem and
Erode districts.
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
