23,800 ANIGHT, 21 LIVES LOST: THE DELHI HOTEL FIRE
THAT EXPOSES A SYSTEM ROTTING FROM WITHIN
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NEW DELHI: It adver-
tised itself as a comforta-
ble mid-budget stay in
Malviya Nagar. On Make-
MyTrip, a room went for
3,800 anight — the kind of
hotel thousands of travel-
ling professionals book
without a second thought.
On Wednesday, it became
the site of one of Delhi’s
deadliest fire tragedies in
recent memory, claiming
21 lives.

Reports have identified
the hotel’s primary owner
as Lokesh Bajaj. The prop-
erty, however, was alleg-

edly operated by three
partners who collectively
hold interests in several
other hotels and guest
houses across the city —a

network that will now face
intense scrutiny from fire
safety and municipal au-
thorities.

The multi-partner own-

ership model, common in
Delhi’s mid-budget hospi-
tality trade, diffuses ac-
countability in ways that
prove fatal in crisis. When

fire breaks out, responsi-
bility for safety lapses dis-
appears into a fog of
shared liability and bu-
reaucratic finger-pointing.

This is not Delhi’s first
such tragedy. The 2019
Karol Bagh hotel fire killed
17 people and produced
outrage, arrests, and prom-
ises of systemic reform.
The system did not reform.
Delhi has thousands of ho-
tels operating with expired
or absent fire safety cer-
tificates. Inspections are
infrequent, penalties nego-
tiable, and licences — in
too many cases — a formal-
ity rather than a guaran-
tee. The ashes in Malviya
Nagar demand accounta-
bility that goes beyond one
hotel, one owner, and one
tragedy.

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London: A fierce political
storm has erupted in the
United Kingdom after ex-
plosive discussions in Par-
liament reignited scrutiny
over organized child sexual
exploitation cases involv-
ing gangs of predominant-
ly Pakistani-origin men.
Lawmakers demanded ac-
countability from authori-
ties accused of ignoring

warning signs for years,
fearing accusations of rac-
ism and community ten-
sions.

Delhi Hotel Fire Tragedy:
Co-Owner Arrested as
Probe Uncovers Alleged
Safety Lapses

New Delhi: In a signifi-
cant breakthrough in the
investigation into the dev-
astating hotel fire in Del-
hi’s Malviya Nagar that
claimed 21 lives, Delhi Po-
lice have arrested the ho-
tel’s co-owner, Lavkesh Ba-
jaj, who had allegedly been
absconding since the inci-
dent. The arrest comes
amid mounting scrutiny
over serious violations of
fire safety and building
regulations that may have
contributed to one of the
capital’s deadliest hospital-
ity-sector disasters in re-
cent years.

Authorities  revealed
that Bajaj was taken into
custody following an exten-
sive search operation. Ear-
lier, police had issued a
lookout circular against
him after he allegedly
failed to cooperate with in-
vestigators in the after-
math of the tragedy.

The fire, which engulfed
the hotel and led to the
deaths of 21 people, includ-
ing foreign nationals, has
raised troubling questions
about compliance with
mandatory safety norms.
Preliminary investigations
reportedly indicate multi-

ple violations, ranging
from inadequate fire-fight-
ing equipment to potential
shortcomings in emergen-
cy evacuation measures.

The arrest is expected to
intensify the ongoing
probe, with investigators
examining whether negli-
gence, regulatory breach-
es, or deliberate non-com-
pliance played arole in the
scale of the disaster. Offi-
cials are also reviewing
the hotel’s licensing and
inspection history to de-
termine if warning signs
were overlooked.

The tragedy has once
again spotlighted the per-
sistent challenge of en-
forcing fire safety stand-
ards across commercial
establishments in India’s
major cities. As grieving
families await justice, the
case serves as a stark re-
minder that safety regula-
tions are not mere formal-
ities but safeguards de-
signed to protect human
lives. With the investiga-
tion gathering pace, au-
thorities are expected to
pursue accountability at
every level, ensuring that
responsibility for the dev-
astatingloss of life is firm-
ly established.

BJP-RSS harbour anti-Adivasi mindset: Rahul Gandhi

New Delhi: Congresslead-
er and Leader of Opposi-
tion in the Lok Sabha, Ra-
hul Gandhi, launched a di-
rect attack on the Bharati-
ya Janata Party (BJP) and
the Rashtriya Swayamse-
vak Sangh (RSS) on
Wednesday, accusing them
of harbouring an anti-Adi-
vasi mindset. Gandhi
claimed that the ruling dis-
pensation is actively seek-
ing to deprive tribal com-
munities of their constitu-
tional rights over water,
forests, and land. The Con-
gress leader made these
remarks after participat-

ing in the Adivasi Profes-
sionals Conclave 2026, an
event organised by the Adi-
vasi Congress at Indira
Bhawan. Gandhibegan his
address by paying respects
to the iconic tribal freedom
fighter Birsa Munda, be-
fore engaging in a detailed
discussion on the systemic
issues currently confront-
ing tribal populations
across India. He asserted
that Adivasis are the origi-
nal custodians of India,
embodying the country’s
deepest historical con-
sciousness and wisdom.
Gandhi drew a sharp
ideological contrast be-

tween the definitions used
by the Congress and the
right-wing ecosystem, ar-
guing that the term “Van-
vasi” used by the BJP and
RSS is a deliberate attempt
to dilute tribal identity.

According to him, the
word “Adivasi” signifies
the original inhabitants
and first owners of the
land. In contrast, the term
“Vanvasi” merely conveys
the idea of forest dwellers,
stripping them of their dis-
tinct culture, history, and
languages.

He argued that catego-
rising communities solely
by their geographical resi-

dence reduces a rich herit-
age to a generic label, akin
to calling anyone living in
the forests of Japan or Af-
rica by the same name.
Gandhi emphasised that
for any community or na-
tion to progress, it must
first understand its cultur-
al identity and roots. He
described the Adivasi com-
munity as the very roots of
India, the first to anchor
itself in the soil. The Lead-
er of the Opposition fur-
ther warned against ongo-
ing efforts to obliterate na-
tional history and sever
ties to this cultural treas-
ure.

Drugs Hidden Among Onion Sacks, 61 kg Doda
Chura and Opium Recovered from Truck

Smuggler from Jammu
& Kashmir Arrested
After Trying to Escape
Police Checkpoint

Chittorgarh-Drug smug-
glers are using new meth-
ods to avoid police detec-
tion, but under Operation
Trinetra, police are con-
tinuously cracking down
on such networks. Sadar
Nimbahera Police arrest-
ed a smuggler and recov-
ered 61 kg 100 grams of il-
legal opium doda chura
and 125 grams of opium
hidden among onion sacks

during highway checking.
The truck used for
smuggling has also
been seized. SP
Dharmendra Singh
Yadav said the ac-
tion was carried
out under Opera-
tion Trinetra be-
ing conducted on
the directions of
IG Udaipur Range
Gaurav Srivastava,
under the guidance
of ASP Mukul Shar-
ma and the supervision
of DSP Nimbahera
Badrilal Rao. Under the
direction of SHO Sanjay

Sharma, SI Suresh Paliwal

and his team were con-
ducting checking near
Wonder Pulia on the
highway in front of
the police station.
During the check-
ing, a Jammu &
Kashmir-regis-
tered truck com-
ing from the
Neemuch side
was stopped and
searched. During
the search, police
recovered 61 kg 100
grams of illegal opium
doda chura packed in four
plastic sacks hidden
among onion sacks, along

with 125 grams of opium
kept in a plastic bag. Ac-
cording to police, the truck
driver first slowed down
after seeing the checkpoint
and then tried to escape.
The police team surround-
ed the vehicle and caught
him. During questioning,
the driver’s behaviour and
answers raised suspicion,
following which the truck
was searched and the nar-
cotics were recovered. The
arrested accused has been
identified as 52-year-old
Jeevan Raj, son of Prakash
Nath, a resident of Ud-
hampur, Jammu & Kash-

mir. Initial questioning
revealed that the accused
had earlier transported
narcotics consignments
from Madhya Pradesh to
Punjab. Police are ques-
tioning him to gather in-
formation about other
members of the smug-
gling network, suppliers
and buyers. Police said the
investigation is underway
to find out where the
seized narcotics were
brought from and where
they were to be delivered.
Efforts are being made to
uncover the entire syndi-
cate linked to the case.

Rewarded Sl Arrested
in SI Recruitment Exam
Paper Leak Case

Was Posted in
Chittorgarh, Had Been
Absconding Since
September 2025

Chittorgarh- The Special
Operations Group (SOG)
has arrested a selected
Sub-Inspector (SI) and a
reward-listed accused in
the SI Recruitment Exam-
2021 paper leak case. The
accused, Dinesh Kumar,
had been absconding for a
long time and carried a re-
ward of Rs 10,000 on his
arrest. According to ADG
SOG Vishal Bansal, Dinesh
Kumar (31), a resident of
Jalore district, was de-
tained with the help of Ja-
lore Police on June 2 and
later arrested. He was pro-
duced before a court,
which sent him to police
remand till June 8. His sis-
ter, Nirma Kumari, who is
also wanted in the case, is
still absconding. SOG in-
vestigation revealed that
Nirma Kumari was known
to alleged paper leak mas-
termind Jagdish Vishnoi.
It is alleged that Dinesh
Kumar and his sister ob-
tained the solved question
paper before the SI Re-
cruitment Exam-2021 and
appeared in the examina-
tion after studying it. In
the written examination
held on September 15, 2021,

Dinesh Kumar scored
141.55 marks in Hindi and
167.89 marks in General
Knowledge out of 200
marks each. His sister
scored 180.94 marks in Hin-
diand 156.90 marks in Gen-
eral Knowledge. According
to investigators, Dinesh
secured 182nd rank in the
merit list and was selected
as an SI after allegedly us-
ing the leaked paper. His
sister, despite scoring well
in the written exam, could
not clear the interview
stage and was not selected.
Dinesh Kumar was work-
ing as a constable in
Udaipur district from the
2015 batch. After his selec-
tion as an SI, he was posted
in Chittorgarh. Following
his training, he was serv-
ing at the Reserve Police
Line in Chittorgarh. SOG
said he was called to join
the investigation after evi-
dence emerged against
him, but he failed to ap-
pear. In September 2025, he
went absconding from the
Reserve Police Line, Chit-
torgarh. A reward of Rs
10,000 was later announced
for information leading to
his arrest. According to
SOG, a total of 143 accused
have been arrested so far
in the SI Recruitment
Exam-2021 paper leak case,
and the investigation is
still underway.
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
