Chittorgarh- Anger
against the UltraTech Ce-
ment Plant located in
Sawa-Shambhupura came
to the fore on Thursday as
villagers from Rail Ka Am-
arana and nearby areas
staged a protest at the Col-
lectorate. Raising slogans
against the company ad-
ministration, they submit-
ted a memorandum to the
District Collector demand-
ing a halt to blasting activi-
ties in the mining area and
an immediate stop to ac-
tion being taken against
their long-standing land
possessions. The villagers

IIT ROORKEE HOLDS
FIRM ON 75% BOARD
MARKS CRITERIA
AMID CBSE MARKING
ROW, SAYS
RELAXATION
‘IMPOSSIBLE’
ROORKEE: Even as a
widening controversy
over the Central Board of
Secondary Education’s
‘on-screen marking’ sys-
tem and re-evaluation
practices continues to roil
the academic establish-
ment, IIT Roorkee — the
conducting body for JEE
Advanced 2026 — has firm-
ly shut the door on any
relaxation of the manda-
tory 75 per cent marks cri-
terion for admission eligi-
bility.

The institute’s unam-
biguous stance comes at a
particularly sensitive mo-
ment, with students and
parents already rattled by
the CBSE marking dispute
that has cast a shadow of
uncertainty over board re-
sults this year. For aspir-
ants who may have fallen
marginally short of the 75
per cent threshold due to
the scoring irregularities
at the centre of the contro-
versy, IIT Roorkee’s posi-
tion offers little comfort.
Justifying its refusal, the
institute stated that stu-
dents from as many as 36
different school boards
participate in the JEE pro-
cess — making any unilat-
eral reduction in the eligi-
bility bar logistically and
academically untenable.
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alleged that continuous

blasting in UltraTech’s
mining area is affecting
nearby villages. According
to them, cracks have start-
ed appearing in the walls
of several houses in Rail
Ka Amarana and other vil-
lages located near the min-
ing zone. They also ex-
pressed concern that the
foundations of their homes
are becoming weak and
warned that continued
blasting could lead to seri-
ous damage in the future.
The protesters further al-

leged that despite opposi-
tion from residents, com-
pany officials visit the vil-
lages along with revenue
and police personnel and
put pressure on them to
remove boundary enclo-
sures that have been under
their possession for gen-
erations. They claimed
that these enclosures have
been used by their families
for decades and that re-
peated warnings of remov-
al have created fear among
villagers. During the pro-
test, villagers said they

fear that action could be
taken at any time to re-
move their enclosures.
They urged the adminis-
tration to intervene and
provide relief. Led by advo-
cates Jaswant Singh
Rathore and Ratnesh
Damami, the villagers sub-
mitted a memorandum to
Additional District Collec-
tor Dinesh Chandra
Dhakad. The ADC listened
to their grievances and as-
sured them that the matter
would be examined and ac-
tion would be taken as per
rules. Later, the villagers
also reached the Tehsil of-
fice, where they again
raised slogans against the
company administration
and submitted their de-
mands. The villagers
warned that if their de-
mands are not addressed
soon, they will intensify
their protest and launch a
larger movement.

Opium Seized in Bassi,
Doda Chura Recovered

in Chanderiya; ANTF

Chittorgarh-The Anti-
Narcotics Task Force

(ANTF), as part of its ongo-
ing campaign against drug
trafficking across the state,
carried out two separate
operations in Chittorgarh
district and recovered a to-
tal of 6.815 kg of illegal nar-
cotic substances. One ac-
cused was arrested with
opium, while another was
arrested with Doda Chura.
A car used in the crime
was also seized. ANTF In-
spector General of Police
Vikas Kumar said that the
operations were conduct-
ed under the guidance of
Additional Director Gen-
eral of Police Dinesh M.N.
as part of the state’s con-
tinuous drive against drug
smugglers. In the first op-
eration, ANTF received
information that a man
was sitting in a suspicious
manner on the Nagri Main
Road in the Bassi police
station area and could be
carrying narcotic sub-
stances.
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the first action, the house
of Kailash alias Manmal
alias Manalal Dhakad was
searched. Police recovered
16 kg 170 grams of illegal
opium from seven plastic
packets kept inside three
steel tiffin boxes.

In the second action, po-
lice searched the house of
Dalchand Dhakad near the
bus stand. During the
search, 8 kg 600 grams of
illegal opium was recov-
ered from four plastic
packets kept inside a blue
plastic drum. The house
owner, Dalchand Dhakad
(41), was arrested. Investi-
gation in both cases is con-
tinuing.

Meanwhile, Sadar Nim-
bahera Police stopped a
Punjab-registered truck
during checking near
Wonder Puliya on the
highway. During the
search, police found 30 kg
100 grams of illegal opium
doda chura hidden inside
two plastic sacks placed be-
neath onion sacks loaded
in the truck. Police seized
the contraband and the
truck and arrested two
smugglers from Punjab.
The arrested accused were
identified as Bagga Singh
(47), a resident of Jaland-
har, and Indradeet Teji (37),
also a resident of Jaland-
har, Punjab.

LONDON: Inalandmark
legal challenge that strikes
at the heart of artificial in-
telligence accountability,
British Labour MP Jess
Asato has filed a High
Court lawsuit against Elon
Musk’s Al company xAl,
alleging that its chatbot
Grok generated fabricated,
sexualised images of her
without her knowledge or
consent.

Asato, a sitting member
of the ruling Labour Par-
ty, states that the deepfake
images — depicting her in
a bikini — were created
using Grok’s Al image
generation capabilities.

Two Convicts Get 20 Years Jail in Minor Kidnapping and Rape Case

Chittorgarh- Judge
Shahnaz Parveen of the Spe-
cial POCSO Court-2 has sen-
tenced two accused to 20
years of rigorous imprison-
ment each and imposed a
total fine of Rs6.801lakhina
minor kidnapping and rape
case that was around two
years old. A notable aspect
of the case was that the po-
lice had initially filed a

chargesheet against only
one accused, but during the
trial, the court found suffi-
cient evidence against a sec-
ond accused and also con-
victed him. Special Public
Prosecutor Shivraj Singh
and the victim’s counsel
Gulsher Ali Saiyed said that
on May 8, 2024, aman lodged
a complaint at Bhadesar po-
lice station alleging that his
minor daughter, a Class 8
student, had been Kkid-

napped while going to
school. During the investi-
gation, then SHO Ravindra
Sen arrested Shubham
Mali, son of Bharmal Mali,
aresident of Kannauj under
Bhadesar police station lim-
its, and filed a chargesheet
against him. During the tri-
al, Special Public Prosecu-
tor Shivraj Singh and advo-
cates Gulsher Ali Saiyed
and Yasmeen Sheikh repre-
sented the victim. Based on

the evidence and documents
available on record, the
court found a prima facie
case against Mukesh Acha-
rya, son of Jagdish Achar-
ya, also a resident of Kan-
nauj, and framed charges
against him as well. The
prosecution presented 18
witnesses, 39 documents
and two articles before the
court. After examining the
evidence and witness state-
ments, the court held both

accused guilty of kidnap-
ping and rape. The court
sentenced both accused to
five years of rigorous im-
prisonment and a fine of Rs
20,000 each under Section
363. In addition, Shubham
Mali was sentenced under
Section 366, while Mukesh
Acharya was sentenced un-
der Section 366A, with both
receiving five years of rigor-
ous imprisonment and a
fine of Rs 20,000.

Drug Smuggler’s Assets Worth Rs 50 Lakh
Frozen; Land, House and Two Vehicles Seized

Major action by
Parsoli Police under
Operation Trinetra;
permanent approval
received from Delhi

Chittorgarh- Under Oper-
ation Trinetra, being car-
ried out against drug traf-
fickers, Parsoli Police has
frozen assets worth around
Rs 50 lakh belonging to an
accused involved in NDPS
cases. The action includes
agricultural land, a resi-
dential house and two vehi-
cles. The action was carried
out under the directions of
Superintendent of Police
Dharmendra Singh Yadav,
Additional SP (Rawatbha-

ta) Bhagwat Singh Hingad
and Begun DSP Anjali Sin-
gh. Police investigated the
properties of Kamlesh Gur-
jar (29), a resident of Lu-
hariya village in the Par-
soli police station area. Ac-
cording to police, NDPS Act

cases were registered
against Kamlesh Gurjar in
Nagana Police Station, Bar-
mer district in 2024 and at
Parsoli Police Station in
2026. During the investiga-
tion, police found that he
had allegedly acquired as-

: '

sets through money earned
from illegal narcotics trade.
Police then sent a proposal
to the Competent Authority
and Administrator, SAFEM
(FOPA) NDPS Act, New
Delhi, seeking freezing of
his properties. The propos-

al included agricultural
land in Itawa Patwar Cir-
cle, a residential house in
Luhariya village, a Mahin-
dra Scorpio-N and a Re-
nault Kwid car. After hear-
ing the matter, the compe-
tent authority approved the
permanent freezing of the
assets. Following the order,
the land, house and both
vehicles were officially fro-
zen. Police said the total
value of the frozen assets is
approximately Rs 50 lakh.
Officials added that under
Operation Trinetra, the
focus is not only on arrest-
ing drug traffickers but
also on taking action
against properties pur-
chased through illegal
earnings, in order to weak-
en the financial network
of narcotics trade.

The incident, she con-
firms, occurred in Janu-
ary this year, and she has
since pursued legal re-
dress, demanding finan-
cial damages for what she
describes as a profound
violation of her personal
privacy and dignity.

FIRSTTHOUGHT WAS AFRIEND IN A
COMA: KERALA EXPAT’S
INCREDIBLE STORY MELTS HEARTS

Kochi/Manama : In a
stunning rags-to-riches
moment that has capti-
vated Indians across the
Gulf and beyond, a Ker-
ala-origin expatriate liv-
ing in Bahrain has
struck gold, winning a
staggering 52 crore
(AED 20 million) in the
latest Abu Dhabi Big
Ticket draw.

But while lottery win-
ners often dream of lux-
ury cars, mansions and
exotic holidays,
Krishnakumar Shyama-
la Ravindran’s first
thought was of a friend
fighting for life.

The 23-year Bahrain
resident purchased the
lucky ticket just six days
before the draw, never
imagining that a sponta-
neous decision would
transform his future
overnight. Moments af-
ter learning of the life-
changing win, Ravin-
dran revealed that a sub-
stantial portion of the
prize money would be
used to support a close
friend who has remained
in a coma following a
devastating accident.

The extraordinary
gesture has triggered an
outpouring of admira-

tion across social media,
with many calling him
“the real winner” and a
symbol of humanity in
an increasingly materi-
alistic world.

For seven  years,
Ravindran quietly par-
ticipated in the Big Tick-
et lottery, joining mil-
lions of expatriate work-
ers across the Gulf who
pursue their dreams
while supporting fami-
lies back home. His per-
severance finally paid
off in spectacular fash-
ion.

Yet it is not the size of
the jackpot that is mak-
ing headlines world-
wide—it is the size of
his heart.

As news of the win
spread, members of the
Indian diaspora hailed
the story as a powerful
reminder that wealth
gains true meaning
when used to uplift oth-
ers.

From a routine lottery
purchase to a 52-crore
windfall, Ravindran’s
journey is now inspiring
millions. In an age ob-
sessed with personal
success, his first in-
stinct was compassion.

And that may be worth
far more than the jack-
pot itself.
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
