FSSAI Makes ‘Vegan’ Logo Mandatory on Food Packs
From July 2027 — No Green Mark, No Shelf Space
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NEW DELHI: India’s food
safety watchdog has drawn a
bold green line in the sand.
The Food Safety and Stand-
ards Authority of India (F'S-
SAI)has officially notified the
Food Safety and Standards
(Vegan Foods) Amendment

Regulations, 2026, making it
compulsory for all approved
vegan food products to carry
a designated green ‘Vegan’
logo on their packaging — ef-
fective July 1, 2027. The move
ends years of ambiguity in
India’s fast-growing plant-
based food sector, where con-
sumers havelong struggled to

distinguish genuinely vegan
products from those merely
marketed as such. Under the
new mandate, no approved
vegan product will be permit-
ted on store shelves without
the prescribed greenlogo—a
standardised symbol that sig-
nals zero use of animal-de-
rived ingredients, including

milk, curd, ghee, butter, eggs,
and honey. FSSAI says the
regulation is designed to do
three things: make vegan
products instantly identifia-
ble, bring transparency to la-
belling, and rebuild consum-
er confidence in a category
plagued by greenwashing.

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DANGI’S RETURN TO RAJYA SABHA
ALL BUT CERTAIN AS CONGRESS

FLEXES NUMBERS IN RAJASTHAN
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JAIPUR: The Congress has
formally launched its cam-
paign for the Rajasthan Ra-
jya Sabha election, fielding
incumbent MP Neeraj Dan-
gi for a second consecutive
term in a contest where vic-
tory appears virtually as-
sured.

Dangi filed his nomina-
tion before the Returning
Officer at the Rajasthan As-
sembly on Friday in the
presence of senior party
leaders, including Leader
of Opposition Tikaram Ju-
lly, Rajasthan Congress
chief Govind Singh Dotas-
ra, and former Chief Minis-
ter Ashok Gehlot. However,
the absence of senior Con-
gress leader Sachin Pilot at
the nomination event
sparked political chatter
within party circles. With
the current Assembly arith-
metic heavily tilted in its
favour, the Congress is com-
fortably placed toretain one
Rajya Sabha seat. A candi-
date requires 51 votes to se-
cure election, while the
party commands the sup-
port of 67 MLAs, leaving
little room for uncertainty
over Dangi’s prospects. The
election mathematics also
presents a challenge for the
BJP. While the ruling party

is expected to secure two
seats without difficulty, po-
litical observers believe a
third seat remains out of
reach under the present
numbers unless unexpect-
ed cross-voting alters the
equation. By re-nominating
Dangi, the Congress has
also sought to send a sig-
nificant political message
to Dalit communities while
maintaining social and or-
ganisational balance with-
in the party. Considered a
close associate of Ashok
Gehlot, Dangi has also
strengthened his standing
with Congress president
Mallikarjun Kharge in re-
cent years. Party insiders
suggest that Kharge’s back-
ing played a key role in se-
curing Dangi’s second nom-
ination. Despite contesting
the Reodar Assembly seat
three times without suc-
cess, Dangi remained active
within the organisation,
earning his first Rajya Sab-
ha berth in 2020. Coming
from a prominent Congress
family—his father, Dinesh
Rai Dangi, served as both
MLA and minister—Dan-
gi’s candidature is widely
viewed as a safe and strate-
gicbet for the Congress as it
looks to consolidate its po-
litical base in Rajasthan.

‘I WILL COOPERATE WITH THE PROBE’

KHAN SIR BREAKS SILENCE AFTER FIRIN
PATNA COACHING CENTRE FIRING CASE

PATNA: Popular educator
Khan Sir has said he will
fully cooperate with inves-
tigators after Patna Police
registered an FIR in con-
nection with the recent fir-
ing incident at a coaching
institute, a case that has
triggered intense public
and political attention
across Bihar.

Reacting to reports of
the FIR, Khan Sir stated
that he had not yet received
any official communica-
tion from the police but
would extend complete co-
operation if required dur-
ing the investigation.

“If an FIR has been reg-
istered, I will cooperate
fully with the police probe,”
the teacher said, seeking to
project confidence amid
mounting scrutiny.

The case stems from an
alleged firing incident
linked to a coaching centre
in Patna. According to re-
ports, police have regis-
tered a case under charges

including attempt to mur-
der and provisions of the
Arms Act. Investigators
are now examining the cir-
cumstances surrounding
the incident and the roles
of those involved.

The development has
sent shockwaves through
Bihar’s highly competitive
coaching ecosystem, where
Khan Sir commands a mas-
sive following among stu-
dents preparing for govern-
ment examinations. Videos
and statements emerging
after the incident have rap-
idly spread across social
media, intensifying public
debate over accountability
and campus security.

WEIGHT BY 2060: WORLD INEQUALITY LAB

Demographic destiny
could trigger the
biggest economic
power shift of the
21st century

NEW DELHI: In a projec-
tion that could redefine the
global balance of power,
India is expected to over-
take China in its share of
the world’s economy by
2060, marking what ex-
perts describe as one of
the most consequential
economic transformations
of the modern era. Accord-

ing to a forthcoming report
by the World Inequality
Lab, India is on course to
surpass China in global
GDP share measured by
Purchasing Power Parity
(PPP), abenchmark widely
used to compare the real
economic strength of na-
tions.

For nearly four decades,
China has dominated the
global growth story, rising
from relative poverty to
become the world’s manu-
facturing powerhouse and
accounting for almost one-
fifth of global economic

output. Yet the report sug-
gests that the foundations
of Beijing’s economic
miracle are beginning to
erode.

At the heart of the shift

lies a demographic reality

that economists have
warned about for years.
China’s ageing population,
declining birth rates, and
shrinking  workforce—

long-term consequences of
the country’s one-child
policy—are expected to
steadily diminish its eco-
nomic momentum. By the
end of the century, China’s
share of the global popula-
tion could fall below 8 per-
cent, dramatically reduc-
ing the demographic en-
gine that fuelled its rise.
India, meanwhile, is
emerging as the world’s
demographic superpow-
er. With the largest popula-
tion on Earth, a rapidly
expanding workforce, ris-
ing urbanisation, and a

growing pool of skilled
professionals, India pos-
sesses what many econo-
mists regard as the most
valuable economic asset of
the century: youth. If sup-
ported by sustained re-
forms, infrastructure in-
vestment, job creation, and
educational advancement,
that demographic advan-
tage could propel the coun-
try to unprecedented levels
of economic influence.
“This is more than a GDP
projection—it is a historic
transfer of economic grav-
ity,” one analyst familiar

with the findings observed.
“The centre of global
growth is gradually shift-
ing from an ageing China
to a youthful India.” The
implications extend far be-
yond economics. A larger
share of global output
would strengthen India’s
geopolitical influence, re-
shape international trade
networks, attract invest-
ment flows, and reinforce
New Delhi’s position as a
leading voice in global gov-
ernance. Yet the report
also carries a warning. De-
mographic advantage

alone does not guarantee
prosperity. India’s oppor-
tunity is immense—but so
is the challenge of creating
enough jobs, boosting pro-
ductivity,and ensuring that
growth reaches hundreds
of millions of citizens. The
coming decades, econo-
mists say, may determine
whether India merely in-
herits China’s mantle—or
forges an even larger eco-
nomic legacy. If the projec-
tions hold true, the 21st
century may ultimately be
remembered not as China’s
century, but as India’s.

Chittorgarh- The Anti-
Narcotics Task Force
(ANTF), as part of its ongo-
ing campaign against drug
trafficking across the state,
carried out two separate
operations in Chittorgarh
district and recovered a to-
tal of 6.815kg of illegal nar-
cotic substances. One ac-
cused was arrested with
opium, while another was
arrested with Doda Chura.
A car used in the crime was
also seized. ANTF Inspec-
tor General of Police Vikas
Kumar said that the opera-
tions were conducted un-
der the guidance of Addi-
tional Director General of
Police Dinesh M.N. as part
of the state’s continuous
drive against drug smug-
glers. In the first operation,
ANTF received informa-
tion that a man was sitting
in a suspicious manner on
the Nagri Main Road in the

Bassi police station area
and could be carrying nar-
cotic substances. Actingon
the tip-off, the team
reached the spot and called
the local police to conduct
a search. During the
search, police recovered
1.215 kg of illegal opium
from his possession. The
opium was seized and the
accused, Radheshyam, son
of Banshilal Salvi (30), a
resident of Avalhedainthe
Bassiarea, was arrested. In
the second operation,
ANTF received informa-
tion that a Hyundai i-20 car
parked near Veer Tejaji Ho-
tel, ahead of Rolaheda cul-
vert in the Chanderiya po-
lice station area, was sus-
pected of carrying narcotic
substances. The ANTF
team, along with the dog
squad and local police,
reached the location. As
soon as the trained sniffer
dog approached the vehi-
cle, it repeatedly scratched
the car, indicating the pres-
ence of suspicious materi-
al inside. Police then ques-
tioned the hotel operator.
According to police, he ad-
mitted that Doda Chura
was kept inside the car and
claimed that it was being
sold to truck drivers visit-
ing the hotel.

Drug Smuggler’s Property Worth Rs 70 Lakh Frozen: NDPS Act Section 68F Used for First Time in Pratapgarh

Major action under Operation Trinetra; police crack
down on property purchased with drug trafficking money

Pratapgarh- For the first
time in the district, action
has been taken under Sec-
tion 68F(1) of the NDPS Act
to freeze property earned
through drug trafficking.
Under Operation Trinetra,
Pratapgarh Police have fro-
zen property worth around
Rs 70 lakh belonging to a
drug smuggling accused.
The property includes a
luxury house and a Mahin-
dra TUV car. The action
was taken by Arnod Police
under the direction of Su-
perintendent of Police B.
Aditya. According to po-
lice, on February 21, 2026,

Arnod Police arrested
Narayan Lal Meena, a resi-
dent of Faredi village, dur-
ing a checkpoint operation.
Police recovered 2 kg 708.6
grams of brown sugar and
1 kg 723.2 grams of chemi-
cal used for mixing with
brown sugar. A case was

registered against him un-
der the NDPS Act. During
the investigation, police
received information that
the accused had earned
large illegal assets through
drug trafficking. A finan-
cial investigation was then
started. The investigation

revealed that the accused
had built a luxury house
worth about Rs 60 lakh in
Faredi village in his own
name. A Mahindra TUV
car worth around Rs 10
lakh was also found in his
name. Police investigation
further revealed that the
accused had purchased
these properties using ille-
gal income earned from
trafficking brown sugar,
MD and doda chura. A pro-
posal to freeze the property
was prepared and sent to
the Competent Authority
and Administrator, SAFE-
MA and NDPS Act, New
Delhi. After approval, the
properties were frozen.

GDP reveals India’s economy is strong: PM

Mew Delhi: Prime Minis-
ter Narendra Modi on Fri-
day said the 7.7 per cent
GDP growth for fiscal 2025-
26 shows the foundation of
India’s economy was
strong, and the country can
manage itself amidst the
ongoing global turmoil
with the collective effort of
its 140 crore citizens.

“I left Delhi this morning,
but the (GDP) figures that
have come in front of me
are really making me hap-
Py, and I also want to share
this happiness with you,”
PM Modi told the gather-
ing. Even in this bad phase
of global crisis, India is
managing itself well with
the collective efforts of its
140 crore citizens, the PM
asserted in comments com-
ing in the backdrop of the
more than three-month-old
conflict in West Asia,

which has disrupted global
energy supplies. Earlier in
Surat, Prime Minister Nar-

Kotwali Police have solved
amotorcycle theft case and
arrested two accused. Dur-
ing interrogation, both
confessed to stealing mo-
torcycles in Chittorgarh,
Bhilwara, Rajsamand and
Udaipur districts. Police
recovered one stolen mo-
torcycle and revealed the
gang’s network, while one
more accused is still ab-
sconding. Superintendent
of Police Dharmendra
Singh Yadav said that on
May 6, 2026, Pankaj Gayari,
a resident of Gadola,
lodged a report at Nimba-
hera Kotwali Police Sta-
tion. He stated that he
works at Mahesh Gar-
ments in Adarsh Colony.
On the day of the incident,
he had come to work on a
Hero Splendor motorcycle
belonging to his village
resident Rakesh. He parked
the motorcycle outside the
shop under a neem tree and
went inside. Around 2 pm,
when he came out, the mo-
torcycle was missing. After
searching nearby, CCTV
footage was checked, which
showed two youths with
covered faces stealing the

motorcycle. Police regis-
tered a case and started an
investigation. Under the
guidance of ASP Mukul
Sharma and DSP Badrilal
Rao, a team led by SHO
Ramsumer Meena was
formed, including ASI Dev-
endra Singh and Consta-
bles Rakesh and Dharmen-
dra Kumar. During the in-
vestigation, police received
information that the stolen
motorcycle had been recov-
ered in the Rajnagar police
station area of Rajsamand
district. Police arrested
Narayan Lal Bairwa (26), a
resident of Dhamana Dho-
bikheda under Kapasan
police station, and Ayub
Mohammad Mansuri (21),
aresident of Dhamana un-
der Kapasan police station.
The stolen Hero Splendor
motorcycle was recovered
from their possession. Dur-
ing questioning, the ac-
cused admitted that they,
along with an absconding
accomplice, had stolen a
total of six motorcycles,
including the motorcycle
stolen from Nimbahera.
The stolen vehicles includ-
ed Hero Splendor and HF
Deluxe motorcycles. The
accused also confessed to
vehicle thefts in Chittor-
garh city, Bhilwara, Rajna-
gar and Udaipur. Police are
searching for the abscond-
ing accused. Further inter-
rogation is underway re-
garding other vehicle theft
cases.
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
