ley of ballistic missiles

The Hunter in the Mango Tree

JAIPUR: For afew fleeting
minutes on a warm sum-
mer morning, a quiet back-
yard in Jaipur’s Gandhi
Nagar government colony
transformed into a vivid
theatre of nature — where
instinct, survival and wil-
derness unfolded high
above the ground beneath
the dense canopy of a man-
go tree.

In a striking display of
urban wildlife, a juvenile
Shikra — among India’s
most agile and fearless
birds of prey — was seen
hunting, killing and de-
vouring a palm squirrel
within the confines of a
residential compound in
the heart of the city.

The dramatic sequence
unfolded in full public view
as the young raptor
clutched its prey tightly be-
neath razor-sharp talons,
fiercely guarding the kill
from two accompanying
siblings that hovered near-
by in expectation. The juve-
nile hunter refused to
share even a morsel of its
hard-earned catch, offering
arare and intimate glimpse
into the territorial in-
stincts and survival behav-
iour of young raptors
learning the uncompro-
mising realities of the
wild.

The Shikra, a small
hawk widely distributed
across the Indian subconti-

nent, derives its name from
the Hindi word “shikari”,
meaning hunter. True to its
name, the bird displayed
remarkable concentration,
stealth and predatory pre-
cision while perched se-
curely amid the thick
branches of the mango
tree.

What made the sighting
particularly remarkable
was its location — a gov-
ernment PWD colony situ-
ated between Jaipur’s bus-
tling arterial roads, JLN
Marg and Tonk Road.
Amidst constant traffic,
concrete expansion and ur-
ban activity, the presence

of such a skilled predator
underscored the extraordi-
nary resilience and adapt-
ability of wildlife surviv-
ing within rapidly expand-
ing cities.

The striking photo-
graphs documenting the
hunt were captured by Su-
shmit Biswas, IPS, Addi-
tional Director General of
Police (Railways), Ra-
jasthan, an avid wildlife
photographer with a long-
standing interest in avian
behaviour and urban biodi-
versity. His photographs
capture not merely the raw
drama of predation, but
also the fragile ecological

balance quietly sustained
within urban neighbour-
hoods.

“Urban trees are far
more than ornamental
greenery; they are living
microhabitats sustaining
birds, squirrels, insects
and entire ecological inter-
actions,” Biswas remarked,
a day after Rajasthan ob-
served World Environment
Day 2026 on June 5.

He observed that juve-
nile Shikras are currently
in their learning phase
during the early summer
months, when young birds
gradually begin practising
independent hunting un-
der the loose supervision
of their parents. Palm
squirrels, small birds, ro-
dents and lizards form part
of their natural prey base.

Biswas also advocates
minimal light pollution
around his official bunga-
low during the evenings to
encourage ecological bal-
ance and maximise the
presence of nocturnal and
avian visitors within the
garden ecosystem.

For a brief yet unforget-
table moment on a June
morning, a mango tree in
urban Jaipur became a re-
minder that beyond the
noise of traffic and the
spread of concrete, the an-
cient rhythms of the wild
continue to endure — often
silently, and astonishingly
close to home.

Chittorgarh: In a joint op-
eration against illegal stor-
age and trade of petroleum
products, the Supply De-
partment and police seized
59,020 litres of fuel from a
fenced area behind Rangoli
Hotel near Bhandariya on
the Kota-Udaipur Highway.
Police received a tip-off
that petroleum products
were being illegally stored
and handled at the location.
After reaching the spot and
finding the information to
be correct, officials from
the Supply Department
were called for a joint in-
spection. During the raid,
officials found two Bharat
Petroleum (BPCL) tankers
filled with petroleum prod-
ucts. Several jerrycans and
six plastic drums of 200-li-
tre capacity containing fuel
were also recovered. The
tanker drivers identified
themselves as Ratan Singh

and Bhagwan Singh, resi-
dents of Bhinder in
Udaipur district. They told
officials that the tankers
had started from a refinery
in Mumbai and were head-
ed to Panipat in Haryana.
They also named Mitthulal
Gadri as the owner of the
hotel and the fenced area.
Officials seized the two
tankers, the fuel stored in
them, the drums and the
jerrycans. An FIR has been
registered and further in-
vestigation is underway.
The main question before
investigators is why the
tankers, which were sup-
posed to be on a fuel supply
route, were parked behind
a highway hotel and why
fuel was being transferred
into drums and jerrycans.
Police are examining this
angle in detail. Sources
said some equipment sus-
pected to be used for fuel
theft was also found at the
spot. Police and Supply De-
partment officials are now
trying to determine the
purpose of the stored fuel
and whether an organised
network is involved in the
operation
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ed to identify alternativeland
parcels wherever allocation
disputes or procedural hur-
dles have delayed project im-
plementation and submit
fresh proposals without fur-
ther delay.

The review focused on en-
suring that flagship projects
announced in the state budg-
et move from paper to ground
reality within stipulated
timelines. Departments were
asked to adopt a proactive ap-
proach and coordinate close-
ly with district administra-
tions and revenue authorities
to remove obstacles affecting
land availability.

Officials were also direct-

The Chief Secretary em-
phasized that budget an-
nouncements represent com-
mitments made to citizens
and must translate into tangi-
ble outcomes on the ground.
Any unnecessary delay in
land allocation, he observed,
not only hampers develop-
ment works but also affects
the timely delivery of public
services. Government sourc-
es indicated that several pro-
jectsacross sectors, including
education, healthcare, infra-
structure and public utilities,
are awaiting land allotment
approvals, making speedy
resolution of these casesatop

administrative priority.

The directive is being
viewed as part of the state
government’s broader push
to strengthen governance ef-
ficiency and improve imple-
mentation of budget prom-
ises. By demanding account-
ability and regular monitor-
ing, the administration aims
to ensure that development
projects are not trapped in
procedural limbo. With land
availability often emerging

NTA HITS BACK AT NEET-UG 2026 RE-EXAM PAPER
LEAK CLAIMS, CALLS THEM ‘FALSE AND MISLEADING’

NEW DELHI: With the
ghost of last year’s cata-
strophic NEET paper leak
scandal still haunting In-
dia’s medical education sys-
tem, the National Testing
Agency (NTA) has issued a
firm rebuttal to fresh allega-
tions of paper leak, advance
access and sale of question
papers ahead of the NEET-
UG 2026 re-examination —
insisting that the integrity
of the exam processremains

“fully intact.” In an unam-
biguous statement that sig-
nals growing anxiety within
the testing body over the vi-
ral spread of leak claims, the
NTA categorically dismissed
the allegations as “false and
misleading,” asserting that
every possible security
measure had been deployed
to ensure a fair and safe ex-
amination for all candidates.
“The integrity of the exami-
nation process is completely
maintained. All possible se-
curity measures have been

taken to ensure a neutral
and safe exam for every can-
didate,” the agency stated.
But for lakhs of students
who were already forced to
re-sit NEET-UG 2026 after
the original examination
was cancelled in the wake of
adevastating paper leak con-
troversy, the NTAs assur-
ances ring hollow. Protests
have erupted across cities,
with students and youth or-
ganisations hitting the
streets demanding account-
ability; systemic reforms and

a thorough independent
probe into the exam body’s
functioning.

Critics argue that the
NTA — already battling a
severe credibility crisis —
cannot be the sole arbiter of
its own integrity. With ca-
reers and dreams of hun-
dreds of thousands of aspir-
ing doctors on the line, the
pressure on authorities to
restore trust in India’s most
competitive medical en-
trance examination has
never been more acute.
