‘Manesar Was Never Against High Command

It Was Against Pilot’: Gehlot Breaks
Silence, Fires Back at BJP Taunts

JAIPUR: In a no-holds-
barred political broadside,
former Rajasthan Chief
Minister Ashok Gehlot has
launched a sharp counter-
offensive against BJP lead-
ers who repeatedly invoke
the Manesar episode as a
political taunt — while si-
multaneously sending an
unmistakable message to
Sachin Pilot: accept the
truth, or the wound stays
open.

Speaking with charac-
teristic bluntness, Gehlot
declared that the Septem-
ber 25 uprising was never a
revolt against the Congress
high command — it was a
collective resistance by 100
loyal MLAs who had shel-
tered in hotels, saved the
government, and simply
refused to accept a Chief

Minister who had “taken
people to Manesar.”

“If it was arevolt against
high command, would they
have kept me as Chief Min-
ister?” Gehlot demanded
pointedly. The veteran Con-
gress leader, who has
helmed Rajasthan politics
for three decades, also un-
leashed rare personal frus-
tration against Pilot — re-

vealing that he had person-
ally intervened to make
Pilot a Union Minister, a
favour Pilot has, according
to Gehlot, never publicly
acknowledged.

“He called me, requested
my help. I delivered. He
never said it — not even
among friends,” Gehlot
said, visibly pained.

Gehlot reserved par-

ticular venom for sections
of mainstream media, ac-
cusing them of irresponsi-
bly projecting Pilot as
Prime Ministerial mate-
rial, Congress President,
Working President and
PCC chief in the same
breath — doing Pilot more
harm than good. He also
paid an emphatic tribute
to social media, calling it
democracy’s true guardi-
an in these turbulent
times. His closing mes-
sage, however, carried the
most political weight:
“Truth has no alternative.
Gandhi said God is Truth.
Let everyone walk togeth-
er — Rajasthan Con-
gress’s honour in Rahul
Gandhi’s eyes is some-

Iron Gates, Iron Apathy: Jobner-Asalpur
Railway Crossing Turns Daily Nightmare

Every
morning, hundreds of
commuters, farmers,
schoolchildren and traders
at the Jobner-Asalpur rail-
way crossing face what has
become a cruel daily ritual
— hours of waiting on both
sides of a closed railway
gate while trains trickle
through without any sys-
tematic scheduling or staff
coordination.

The railway fatak (level
crossing) connecting Job-
ner and Asalpur has
emerged as a festering
wound of administrative
indifference. Locals report
that the gates remain shut
for inexplicably long dura-
tions, causing massive tail-

backs of vehicles, cattle,
and pedestrians stretching
hundreds of metres. What
should be a matter of min-
utes routinely stretches
into hours.

Railway gatemen are ei-
ther absent, delayed, or
completely indifferent to
the mounting chaos on ei-
ther side. No advance sig-
nalling system, no public
announcement  mecha-

nism, no traffic manage-
ment protocol — nothing
exists to ease the suffering
of ordinary citizens who
depend on this crossing for
their daily livelihoods.

“We lose hours every
single day. Our crops rot,
our children miss school,
our patients miss hospi-
tals,” said a visibly frus-
trated local resident.

The North Western Rail-

way administration has
turned a blind eye despite
repeated complaints. With
no underpass, no flyover,
and no accountability —
the people of Jobner-Asal-
pur are trapped between
two iron gates and one iron
wall of official apathy. Rail-
way authorities must an-
swer: how many more
hours must citizens pay for
your incompetence?

‘You’re Crazy’ — Trump Fumes, But Netanyahu Won’t Stop:
Israel Bombards Lebanon Despite White House Warning

BEIRUT/WASHING-
TON, June 7, 2026 — In one
of the most explosive dip-
lomatic ruptures between
Washington and Tel Aviv
in recent memory, Israel
has carried out heavy
bombardment of Beirut’s
southern suburbs — bra-
zenly defying direct orders
from US President Donald
Trump, who reportedly

told Israeli Prime Minister
Benjamin Netanyahu in a
phone call: “You're f¥ing
crazy.”

Trump had put the
brakes on Netanyahu’s
plan to strike Hezbollah
targets in Beirut, particu-
larly after Iran threatened
to abandon its ongoing nu-
clear negotiations with the
United States. (Axios) The
stakes could not have been
higher — yet Netanyahu

pressed forward regard-
less. Trump  bluntly
warned Netanyahu that
bombing Beirut would fur-
ther isolate Israel globally,
and even invoked his per-
sonal support during Net-
anyahu’s corruption trial
—telling him: “Everybody
hates you now.” (Axios)
Yet the Israeli military
proceeded to strike Hez-
bollah’s headquarters in
Beirut’s southern sub-

urbs, as confirmed by the
Israeli Prime Minister’s
Office.

Netanyahu subsequent-
ly released a statement
saying Israel would attack
Beirut if Hezbollah did not
cease its attacks — signal-
ling his position remained
unchanged despite Wash-
ington’s intervention.

Jaipur: In what is being
projected as one of the
most ambitious irrigation
interventions in southern
Rajasthan, the Bhajan Lal
Sharma-led government
has accelerated work on
the 2,500-crore Upper High
Level Canal Project,amega
initiative expected to re-
shape the agricultural and
economic landscape of the
tribal-dominated Vagad re-
gion.

The project, currently
under construction in Ban-
swara district, aims to pro-
vide assured irrigation to
nearly 42,000 hectares of
farmland across 338 vil-
lages, benefiting an esti-
mated 3.5 lakh people di-
rectly and indirectly. Offi-
cials describe the scheme
as a game-changer for
farmers in the constituen-
cies of Banswara, Bagido-
ra and Kushalgarh, where
dependence on erratic
rainfall has long con-

strained agricultural pro-
ductivity.

Spread across  six
tehsils—Banswara, Bagi-
dora, Kushalgarh, Sajjan-
garh, Anandpuri and Gan-
gadtalai—the project will
employ a modern lift irri-
gation system to deliver
water throughout the year,
reducing vulnerability to
drought and boosting crop
diversification.

Engineering Feat in
the Making

The project’s main canal
stretches over 102 kilome-
tres, featuring 22.5 kilome-
tres of tunnels and cut-and-
cover structures, along
with aqueducts and si-
phons designed to traverse
rivers and difficult terrain.
Nearly 230 additional hy-
draulic structures, includ-
ing super passages, drain-
age siphons, road bridges
and regulators, are being
built as part of the net-
work.

Around 200 water stor-
age ponds (diggis) are pro-
posed at the chak level,
each serving approximate-
1y 200 hectares. Water will
be supplied through MS
and DI pipelines before be-

ing distributed through an
extensive 5,000-km under-
ground HDPE pipeline net-
work. Farmers will access
irrigation water through
hydrant points strategical-
ly located every 1.25 to 1.5
hectares.

The system is expected
to significantly reduce
transmission losses, im-
prove water-use efficiency
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and support micro-irriga-
tion practices, enabling
farmers to cultivate more
land with less water.

Automation Through
SCADA Monitoring

To ensure precision and
transparency, the project
is integrating a sophisti-
cated SCADA (Superviso-
ry Control and Data Ac-
quisition) system. The
technology will allow real-
time monitoring of water
flow, pressure regulation
and automated operation
of pumping stations,
valves and hydrants.

The automation is ex-
pected to improve water
management, prevent
wastage and ensure equi-
table distribution across
the command area.

He
said that this victory
belongs to every resi-
dent doctor who trust-
ed and supported him.
He assured that the
new team will work
with full commitment
for the safety, respect,
better facilities and
welfare of resident doc-
tors. He also said that
the association will
continue to work for
protecting the interests
of resident doctors, im-
proving workplace se-
curity, upgrading hos-
tel facilities and
strengthening coordi-
nation between the ad-
ministration and doc-
tors. It is noteworthy
that on May 26, 2026, Dr.
Vikas Bamaniya was
also elected State Presi-
dent of the Rajasthan
Doctors Welfare Feder-
ation. This is the sec-
ond major leadership
position he has re-
ceived within a short
period. Dr. Vikas
Bamaniya’s father, Dr.
Shankar H. Bamaniya,
is currently the CMHO
