RAJASTHAN CS CRACKS DOWN ON
BUREAUCRATIC BOTTLENECKS

Jaipur, June 9: Sending a
strong message on admin-
istrative accountability
and governance efficiency,
Rajasthan Chief Secre-
tary V. Srinivas on Tues-
day directed all depart-
ments to eliminate proce-
dural delays, accelerate
decision-making and en-
sure that government
schemes translate into
tangible benefits for citi-
zens on the ground.
Chairing the Commit-
tee of Secretaries meeting
at the Secretariat, Srini-
vas conducted a compre-
hensive review of depart-
mental performance,
budget utilization and im-
plementation of flagship
welfare programmes.
While acknowledging the
progress made by depart-
ments, he made it clear
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that governance would be
judged not by allocations
and announcements but
by timely delivery and
measurable outcomes.

In one of the meeting’s
most significant direc-
tives, the Chief Secretary
called for a reduction in
the multiple layers of ap-
provals in the e-file sys-
tem, describing stream-
lined decision-making as
essential for a responsive

Eight Dead as lllegal
Firecracker Factory
Blazes in Jaipur’s
Khoh Nagoriyan
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JAIPUR. Eight workers
perished Tuesday when a
catastrophic fire tore
through an illegal fire-
cracker manufacturing
unit in Jaipur’s Khoh Na-
goriyan locality, leaving
behind scenes of unim-
aginable horror — skin
peeling from bodies, vic-
tims collapsing on stair-
cases, others frozen in
agony where they stood.
The makeshift factory,
operating brazenly with-
out any regulatory au-
thorisation, was packed
with large quantities of
explosive material when
the blaze erupted. Work-
ers trapped inside had no
means of escape. The re-
sulting inferno consumed

lives with merciless
speed.
Eyewitnesses de-

scribed burn victims stag-
gering out with clothes
fused to their bodies. Sev-

eral collapsed mid-flight
on the stairs. The wound-
ed were rushed to hospi-
tal in critical condition.

The fire raises grave
questions about adminis-
trative complicity. An il-
legal factory stockpiling
explosives in a populated
urban area does not oper-
ate invisibly. It operates
with the silent consent of
those paid to prevent it.

This is not an accident.
This is institutional neg-
ligence wearing the mask
of tragedy. As families
mourn, the unanswered
question hangs over
Jaipur’s administration
like acrid smoke — how
many more illegal units
remain hidden in plain
sight, waiting to become
the next funeral pyre?
Rescue and investigation
operations are ongoing.
Further details awaited.

Jaipur: Reinforcing the Ra-
jasthan government’s push
for responsive governance,
Finance (Tax) Department
Special Secretary Nathmal
Didel conducted a surprise
inspection of the Rajasthan
Sampark Portal (181) at the
Secretariat on Monday, re-
viewing grievance redressal
mechanisms and the status
of citizen complaints linked
tothe department. Using the
live Rajasthan Sampark
State View dashboard, Didel
assessed complaint disposal
rates and directed officials
to ensure speedy and sensi-
tive resolution of public
grievances. Of the 1,024
complaints registered under
the Finance Department,
913 have already been re-
solved, reflecting a disposal
rate of nearly 90 per cent.
Officials were instructed to
clear the remaining cases
within stipulated timelines
while maintaining quality
in grievance handling. The
inspection also highlighted
the portal’s growing impact
on citizens. Several benefi-
ciaries confirmed receiving
long-pending dues through
timely intervention. Divy-
ang beneficiary Dr Neeraj
Gupta reported receiving
his commutation and 300-
day earned leave encash-
ment payments, expressing
gratitude to Chief Minister
Bhajan Lal Sharma.

The operation, aimed
at widening a road run-
ning parallel to the rail-
way line near the Nand-
puriunderpass, has sent
shockwaves through the
densely populated local-
ity.

demolition list has
sharply intensified ten-
sions in the area, prompt-
ing authorities to deploy
significant security forc-
es to prevent any unto-
ward incident.

Walls marked “Court
Stay” — the desperate
last defence of residents
— offered no protection
against the machinery
of the state.

JDA officials main-
tained that all demol-
ished structures were
unauthorised encroach-
ments obstructing a
critical public infra-
structure project. No
prior court relief was
granted to affected par-
ties. Yet questions are
mounting. Were ade-
quate notices served?

Online
classes exploded post-
2020, stripping away even
the pretence of human
mentorship, replacing
teachers with screens and
selling subscriptions like
Netflix.

The question India re-
fuses to ask is brutal and
necessary: Who profits
when a student fails?

Until governments reg-
ulate fee structures, man-
date result transparency,
and prosecute fraudulent
success-rate claims,
coaching will remain
what it truly is — not edu-
cation, but extortion
wearing a graduation cap.

Scooter, CCTV and Suicide Note: New Layers Emerging in Young Woman Murder Case

Suspect roamed around the city on victim’s scooter for two days;
disappeared after body was found, social media post adds mystery

Chittorgarh: Police in-
vestigation into the mur-
der of a 25-year-old wom-
an whose body was found
in a hilly area near Padan
Pol Waterfall is revealing
new details every day.
CCTYV footage and techni-
cal evidence collected
during the investigation
have helped police piece
together several impor-
tant clues. Investigators
suspect that after leaving
her home, the woman

spent nearly 24 hours
with a man identified as
Deepak Chouhan. Even
after the alleged murder,
the suspect reportedly
continued using the vic-
tim’s scooter for two days
and fled soon after news
of the body being discov-
ered spread across the
city. Police teams are con-
ducting searches at sev-
eral locations, including
in Madhya Pradesh. Ac-
cording to investigators,
the suspect was seen rid-
ing the victim’s red scoot-

er around the city until
June 5, before her body
was found. Police suspect
he may have been trying
to sell or dispose of the
victim’s jewellery. Inves-
tigators believe he may
have assumed that the
body lying in a remote
hilly area would not be
discovered immediately.
However, once news of
the recovery of the body
became public, he alleg-
edly became alert, aban-
doned the scooter in the
district hospital premises

and disappeared. Police
examined CCTYV footage
from the crime scene
route to the district hos-
pital. The footage report-
edly shows the woman
and the suspect travelling
together on the same
scooter. This evidence
has become a key link in
the investigation. Police
are now tracking mobile
locations, call records
and other technical evi-
dence to trace the sus-
pect. Investigators have
also found that suspect

Deepak Chouhan is origi-
nally from Madhya
Pradesh and had been liv-
ing in Chittorgarh for
several years. His crimi-
nal background has also
come under scrutiny. Po-
lice sources say he was
arrested about six years
ago in a murder case in
the Begun area and spent
nearly five years in jail.
His name has also sur-
faced in cases related to
theft and robbery. Accord-
ing to the victim’s family,
the woman went missing

on the night of June 1.
Her sister spoke to her
several times the follow-
ing day, but she did not
mention any problem or
any man accompanying
her. After around 5 pm,
her phone became un-
reachable. The family
was preparing to file a
missing person report
when they received infor-
mation about a woman’s
body found near Padan
Pol. They later identified
the body as their daugh-
ter. Police suspect the

murder took place on the
night of June 2. Another
development has added to
the mystery. Sources
claim that a few hours af-
ter news of the body be-
ing found spread in the
city, the suspect uploaded
an alleged suicide note on
his personal social media
account. Police are exam-
ining this aspect as well.
Investigators suspect the
post may have been an at-
tempt to mislead police
and divert attention.
However, there is no con-

firmation that the sus-
pect harmed himself, and
he remains untraceable.
The biggest question now
is whether the alleged
suicide note was genuine
or simply a strategy to
avoid arrest and confuse
investigators. The answer
may only become clear
once the suspect is locat-
ed and questioned. For
now, Kotwali police con-
tinue their search using
CCTYV footage, technical
evidence and social me-
dia activity.
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
