JAIPUR, In a significant
step towards maximizing
the economic impact of the
HPCL Rajasthan Refinery,
Chief Secretary V. Srinivas
directed officials to ensure
that refinery products are
extensively marketed and
consumed within Ra-
jasthan, creating new op-
portunities for investment,
employment and revenue
generation.

Chairing a high-level in-
ter-departmental review
meeting virtually from
New Delhi, Mr. Srinivas
said the refinery, in which
the Rajasthan Government
holds a 26 per cent stake, is
among the State’s most
prestigious industrial pro-
jects and will play a pivotal
role in strengthening Ra-
jasthan’s economy. He an-
nounced that diesel produc-
tion at the refinery is ex-
pected to commence this
month, with LPG produc-
tion also scheduled in the
initial phase.

Highlighting the refin-
ery’s scale, Mr. Srinivas
noted that nearly 4 million
metric tonnes of diesel will
be refined annually. He di-
rected departments to de-

4,399 Days Later: India’s Race to 2047
Is Real — But History Still Sets the Pace

As Prime Minister
Narendra Modi com-
pletes 4,399 days in
office, India finds itself
at a moment that is both
triumphant and unfin-
ished. The country is
now the world’s fifth-
largest economy, a digi-
tal payments power-
house and an increas-
ingly influential geopo-
litical actor. Yet the true
story of modern India
lies not merely in what
has been achieved since
2014, but in the decades
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that preceded it. When
India liberalized in 1991,
it stood at a crossroads

similar to China. Three
decades later, the gap

China built manu-
facturing ecosystems,
world-class logistics net-
works and export-driven
growth at a scale India
never matched. That lost
time continues to shape
India’s economic reality.

The Modi years have
undoubtedly altered the
trajectory.

The real question is no
longer whether India is
rising.

To become a developed
nation by 2047, growth
must remain sustained,
reforms must deepen and
institutions must become
more efficient than ever
before. Political victories
come and go. Economic
transformations endure.
For the first time in a
generation, India ap-
pears to be moving with
purpose. But history of-
fers a cautionary re-
minder: nations are not
judged by how quickly
they start the race, but by
whether they finish it.

Courts Mamata as Merger Buzz
Rocks Opposmon Politics

event of a broader politi-
cal realignment. However,
neither the Congress nor
the Trinamool Congress
has officially confirmed
any such proposal.

The speculation comes

Reports
of dissent within sections
of the party have fuelled
questions about the organ-
isation’s long-term cohe-
sion, while political rivals
have seized the opportu-
nity to portray the party as
vulnerable. Both Congress
and TMC leaders have
maintained that the dis-
cussions are centred on
opposition coordination
rather than any merger.

SPY IN THE MOTORCADE:

Britain’s PM Was Being Tracked

— And the Sig

LONDON, JUNE 10: It is
the kind of revelation that
would normally belong in
the pages of a John le Car-
ré novel. Instead, it has
erupted in the heart of
Britain’s national security
establishment.

A covert data-transmit-
ting device discovered in a
British government vehi-
cle in 2022 has now been
identified as being embed-
ded in the official car used
by the Prime Minister of
the United Kingdom, rais-
ing alarming questions
about how deeply foreign
surveillance may have pen-
etrated the highest levels
of government.

The explosive disclosure
emerged before a parlia-
mentary committee, where
security experts revealed
that the vehicle was silent-
ly transmitting data
through a cellular module
linked to Chinese supply
chains.

“The Prime Minister’s
car in 2022 was emanating
data to China,” Charles
Parton of the Council on
Geostrategy told lawmak-

ers, triggering immediate
concern across Westmin-
ster.

The most unsettling as-
pect of the scandal is that
investigators still do not
know which Prime Minis-
ter was being monitored.
During the turbulent po-
litical carousel of 2022,
Britain was led successive-
ly by Boris Johnson, Liz
Truss and Rishi Sunak —
meaning any one of them
could have been unknow-
ingly travelling in a vehi-
cle transmitting sensitive
location data.

According to testimony,
SIM-enabled components
embedded deep within the
vehicle’s electronic archi-
tecture were allegedly ca-
pable of relaying informa-
tion back through Chinese-

linked networks before the
systems were sealed and
installed. The discovery
sparked a quiet but exten-
sive security operation,
with official vehicles used
by ministers and diplo-
mats reportedly disman-
tled and examined for
similar vulnerabilities.
Beijing has dismissed the
allegations as baseless. But
in Britain’s intelligence
circles, the incident has
reignited fears over for-
eign access to critical in-
frastructure and govern-
ment supply chains. The
scandal leaves Westmin-
ster confronting a disturb-
ing possibility: if a foreign-
linked device could find its
way into the Prime Minis-
ter’s car, where else might
it already be hiding?

Case Registered Over Illegal Construction in World
Heritage Chittorgarh Fort on ASI Complaint

Chittorgarh- The admin-
istration has taken a strict
stand to protect the his-
torical identity and origi-
nal structure of the World
Heritage Chittorgarh Fort.
Monitoring of illegal con-
struction and encroach-
ment inside the fort area
has been intensified. In
this connection, Kotwali
Police have registered a
case on the complaint of
the Archaeological Survey
of India (ASI)regarding al-
leged construction work

being carried out without
permission in the fort
area.

Earlier on Tuesday, a
meeting chaired by Dis-
trict Collector Dr. Manju
discussed illegal construc-
tions and encroachments
in the fort area. Officials
made it clear that no com-
promise would be made on
the protection and preser-
vation of the World Herit-
age site. A few hours after
the meeting, police regis-
tered a case based on a re-
port submitted by the ASI.
The matter is related to
construction work being
carried out in front of Ra-
tan Singh Palace inside the
fort. Superintendent of Po-
lice Dharmendra Singh
said that the case was reg-
istered on the report of

o ;
ASI Conservation Assis-
tant Premchand Sharma.
According to the report,
Yuvrajaditya Singh, a resi-
dent of Pratap Nagar, was
carrying out construction
work in the fort area with-
out the required permis-
sion.

After receiving infor-
mation about the con-
struction activity, ASI of-

ficials inspected the site
and warned the concerned
person to stop the work.
However, during a later
inspection, the construc-
tion activity was allegedly
found to be continuing.
Following this, the ASI
filed a complaint with the
police, alleging violation
of rules in the protected
area.

According to the ASI,
Chittorgarh Fort is a UN-
ESCO World Heritage Site
as well as a protected mon-
ument under the Govern-
ment of India. The entire
area within the fort walls

| is considered a protected
@ zone. Any construction,
# reconstruction,

repair,
renovation, mining or new
work in this area requires
prior permission from the
Central Government and
the ASI, even if the land is
privately owned.

Officials said these
rules are meant to pre-
serve the fort’s historical
importance, cultural her-
itage and original charac-
ter. Therefore, violations
of these regulations are
treated seriously.

After the case was reg-

istered, the Superinten-
dent of Police directed
concerned officials to
speed up the investigation
and take necessary action.
The administration and
ASI have also made it clear
that their campaign
against illegal construc-
tion and encroachment in
the fort area will continue.
Officials said a survey of
the entire protected area
will be conducted in the
coming days. Legal action
will be taken wherever il-
legal construction or en-
croachment is found. The
administration stated that
the protection of World
Heritage Chittorgarh Fort
is a top priority and any at-
tempt to damage its his-
torical heritage will not be
tolerated.

NEW RULE IS SILENCE.

Scientists Rewrite
Humanity’s Alien
Playbook: Verify First,
Speak Later

WASHINGTON, JUNE 10:
For generations, humanity
imagined first contact with
extraterrestrial intelli-
gence as a moment of cele-
bration, panic or wonder
broadcast instantly across
the world. Scientists now
have a very different plan.
If a signal from an alien
civilization is ever detect-
ed, the first response
should not be a press con-
ference, a social media post
or a reply. In a significant
revision of long-standing
first-contact guidelines,
the International Academy
of Astronautics has updat-
ed its protocols governing
the discovery of potential
extraterrestrial signals.
The message to research-
ers is unequivocal: verify
everything, tell almost no

one, and under no circum-
stances respond until the
signal has been indepen-
dently confirmed and re-
viewed by the internation-
al scientific community.
The reason is as much
about humanity as it is
about aliens. In the age of
viral misinformation, a
single unverified claim
could ricochet across the
planet within minutes,
triggering fear, specula-
tion, financial disruption
and geopolitical tension
before scientists even know
what they are looking at.
Under the revised frame-
work, any researcher de-
tecting a possible extrater-
restrial transmission must
seek independent verifica-
tion before public disclosure.
The protocols also discour-
age any immediate response
to the signal, recognizing
that a decision affecting all
humanity cannot be made
by a handful of scientists or
a single nation.
