JAIPUR: Rajasthan on
Thursday elected three
members to the Rajya Sab-
ha without a contest, with
Bharatiya Janata Party
(BJP) candidates Dr Alka
Singh and Dr Satish Poonia
and Congress nominee
Neeraj Dangi being de-
clared elected to the Upper
House of Parliament.

The formal announce-
ment was made by Return-
ing Officer Bharat Bhush-
an Sharma after the dead-
line for withdrawal of
nominations expired, leav-
ing only three candidates
in the fray for three vacan-
cies from the State. While
the election process re-

mained uneventful, the out-
come reflected the current
political balance in Ra-
jasthan. The ruling BJP
secured two of the three

seats, reinforcing its domi-
nance in the State Assem-
bly and strengthening its
representation in Parlia-
ment. The Congress, de-

spite being in opposition,
retained one seat through
the election of senior lead-
er Neeraj Dangi.Among the
winners, Dr Satish Poonia,

former Rajasthan BJP pres-
ident and a prominent or-
ganisational strategist, is
expected to bring his exten-
sive political experience to

the national stage. The elec-
tion of Dr Alka Singh is be-
ing viewed as part of the
BJP’s broader effort to
strengthen representation

and reward leadership
within the party. The unop-
posed nature of the election
underscored the absence of
political uncertainty, cross-

voting concerns, or last-
minute negotiations that
often accompany Rajya
Sabha contests. With Dr
Alka Singh, Dr Satish Poo-
nia, and Neeraj Dangi now
formally elected, Ra-
jasthan’s new representa-
tives in the Upper House
will carry the State’s voice
to Parliament at a time
when both national and re-
gional issues are increas-
ingly shaping political dis-
course. The headline from
Rajasthan’s Rajya Sabha
election is clear: BJP se-
cured two seats through Dr
Alka Singh and Dr Satish
Poonia, while Congress re-
tained its presence with
Neeraj Dangi’s victory.

Buried Alive in Jaipur:
Three Women Workers
Killed as Construction
Pit Turns Death Trap
JAIPUR : What began as an
ordinary day of labour ended
in unimaginable tragedy on
Thursday when three women
workers were buried alive af-
ter a massive mound of soil
collapsed at an under-con-
struction building site in
Jaipur’s Vaishali Nagar area.
The incident occurred around
2:30 p.m. in the Gandhi Nagar
locality; where basement exca-
vation and levelling work was
underway. According to pre-
liminary information, the
women were working inside
the excavation zone when an
unsupported wall of excavat-
ed earth suddenly gave way;,
trappingthem beneath tonnes
of soil before they had any
chance to escape. Rescue ef-
forts were launched immedi-
ately, but for three families,
help arrived too late. The
deaths have once again ex-
posed the dark underside of
Jaipur’s rapid construction
boom, where deadlines often
appear to take precedence
over worker safety. Construc-
tion experts point out that
deep excavation work re-
quires proper shoring sys-
tems, retaining structures
and strict safety supervision
to prevent cave-ins. Whether
such safeguards existed at
the site remains a critical
question.

Centre alone. Instead, he
underscored the pivotal role
of states as partners in
growth, innovation and pol-
icy execution.

The Numbers Tell the

Real Story of India’

India’s political discourse
is increasingly trapped in a
false binary: temples ver-
sus technology, faith ver-
sus development, culture
versus progress. The facts
tell a very different story.

Today, India stands
among the world’s five larg-
est economies, having

grown from an economy of
roughly $2 trillion in 2014
to over $4 trillion in little
more than a decade. The
country is now the third-
largest economy in Pur-
chasing Power Parity
(PPP) terms, behind only
the United States and Chi-

na. The question serious
nations ask is not whether
temples were built. The
question is whether the
state simultaneously ex-
panded its economic, scien-
tific and strategic capabili-
ties.

The record shows that
India today operates one of
the world’s largest digital
public infrastructure net-
works through UPI, pro-
cesses billions of digital
transactions every month,
has become a global space
power through ISRO’s
Chandrayaan and Aditya
missions, and has expand-

ed its highway, railway and
airport networks at an un-
precedented pace.

AIIMS institutions have
expanded beyond tradi-
tional metropolitan cen-
tres. IITs, IIMs and NITs
have grown in number. In-
dia has emerged as a major
defence manufacturer,
with defence exports cross-
ing 20,000 crore annually,
compared to negligible lev-
els a decade ago.

Critics and supporters
alike must confront a basic
reality: nations are not
built through symbolism
alone, nor through labora-

tories alone. Every success-
ful civilization combines
economic strength, techno-
logical innovation, cultur-
al confidence and strategic
power. China preserved
Confucian heritage while
building high-speed rail.
Japan protected its tradi-
tions while becoming an
industrial giant. The Unit-
ed States celebrates its
founding myths while dom-
inating technology and fi-
nance. India’s challenge is
not choosing between a
temple and an institution.
Its challenge is ensuring
that economic growth
translates into jobs, higher
incomes, better education
and stronger public ser-
vices for 1.4 billion people.

The real debate is not
whether India built a
temple. The real debate
is whether India can
transform its position as
a top-five economy into
becoming a truly devel-
oped nation. That is the
benchmark history will
remember.

Pakistan Launches Six
Chinese-Backed
Surveillance Satellites,
Raising Strategic
Questions for India’s

NEW DELHI: South Asia’s
strategic competition has
moved deeper into space,
with Pakistan significantly
expanding its Earth-obser-
vation capabilities through
a new set of Chinese-
backed satellites, a develop-
ment that defence analysts
say could enhance Islama-
bad’s ability to monitor
regional military and in-
frastructure activity.The
satellite launches mark
another step in the grow-
ing space cooperation be-
tween Pakistan and China.
Experts believe the new
assets could improve Paki-
stan’s access to high-reso-
lution imagery, terrain
mapping and intelligence
gathering, strengthening
its situational awareness
across sensitive border
regions.The development
comes at a time when In-
dia is continuing efforts
to strengthen and mod-
ernise its own space-
based infrastructure, in-
cluding navigation, com-
munication and surveil-
lance capabilities.

pital.

The exchange came as
journalists sought clarity
on reports that several af-
fected women exhibited
strikingly similar symp-
toms and experienced a
rapid deterioration in
health within hours of de-
livery. Reporters asked
whether the pattern point-
ed towards a systemic
lapse or a common medical
factor requiring urgent in-
vestigation.

Responding sharply, the
minister maintained that
the women were not in
good health when they ar-
rived at the hospital. “They

were admitted in a serious
condition. What are you
talking about?” he said, be-
fore calling upon Sardar
Patel Medical College Prin-
cipal Dr. Surendra Verma
to explain the patients’
medical status.

In a remark that drew
attention, Khimsar said,
“You tell them — did they
come dancing on their feet
or did they come sick?”

The minister also de-
fended the hospital’s over-
all record, arguing that
isolated tragedies should
not overshadow the treat-
ment provided to thou-
sands of patients. “A thou-
sand patients come here. If
two die and the rest recov-
er, nobody talks about
those who return home
healthy,” he said.

Here lies the hard truth:

Indian Mus-
lims have fought in Indian
wars, built Indian institu-
tions, and bled on Indian
soil. That legacy deserves
protection — not erosion
by misguided acts of trans-
national religious loyalty
that hand ammunition to
those who already question
their allegiances. The In-
dian state owes its citizens
consular support—not un-
conditional rescue from
self-created legal disasters
abroad. Connect your faith
to your conscience. But
connect your allegiance to
your Constitution.
