JAIPUR: In a signifi-
cant push towards sus-

Lal Sharma, Gujarat
Governor Acharya Dev-
vrat, BJP State Presi-
dent Madan Rathore and
BJP Kisan Morcha Pres-
ident Kailash Choud-
hary called for a mass
movement to transform
Rajasthan’s agricultural
landscape through natu-
ral farming. The event

witnessed the participa-
tion of senior BJP lead-
ers, members of the
Council of Ministers,
Members of Parliament,
MLAs and thousands of
farmers from across the
state.

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‘Congress Must Be
the Glue’: Rahul
Gandhi Calls for INDIA
Bloc Unity Amid
Opposition Churn
NEW DELHI : In a signifi-
cant message aimed at con-
solidating the Opposition
ahead of crucial political
battles, Rahul Gandhi has
asserted that the Congress
party’s primary responsi-
bility is to keep the INDIA
alliance united through
“love and affection,” un-
derscoring its role as the
coalition’s central binding
force. Addressing leaders
of the INDIA bloc during a
meeting on June 8, Gandhi
said, “The Congress Par-
ty’s role, as many of you
have stated, is to unite all
of you together with love
and affection.” The remark
comes at a time when the
Opposition alliance faces
growing challenges in
maintaining cohesion
among its diverse regional
partners.

Political observers view
the statement as a clear at-
tempt by Congress leader-
ship to position the party
as both a facilitator and
anchor of the anti-BJP coa-
lition, amid recurring ten-
sions over leadership, seat-
sharing, and regional am-
bitions. The comments
have sparked fresh debate
within political circles
over the future direction of
the INDIA alliance and
Congress’ evolving role
within it. While alliance
leaders have repeatedly
stressed unity against the
BJP, Gandhi’s remarks sig-
nal that Congress intends
to play a more proactive
role in holding together a
coalition that spans multi-
ple ideologies, regions, and
political interests.

Contract Nurse Dies by Suicide at
Jaipur’s SMS Hospital; Employment
Uncertainty Under Scanner

JAIPUR: A tragicincident
at Jaipur’s premier govern-
ment healthcare institu-
tion, the Sawai Man Singh
Hospital, has raised fresh
concerns over the working
conditions and job security
of contractual healthcare
workers.

According to informa-
tion circulating among
hospital staff, a contractual
nursing employee, identi-
fied as Deepak Kharwal,
allegedly died by suicide on
Friday. The incident re-
portedly occurred in the
ICU area of the Women’s
Hospital wing attached to
the SMS medical complex.

Sources within the hos-
pital claimed that the em-
ployee had been under con-
siderable stress following

concerns over his continu-
ation in service. Reports
suggest he was facing un-
certainty regarding his em-
ployment status, a factor
that colleagues believe may
have contributed to his
mental distress. However,
officials are yet to issue a
detailed statement on the
circumstances leading to

the incident.

The news spread rapidly
across the SMS Hospital
campus, triggering shock
and grief among health-
care workers. A large num-
ber of nurses and hospital
employees reportedly gath-
ered at the emergency wing
soon after learning about
the incident.

The episode has once
again spotlighted the pres-
sures faced by contractual
staff in public healthcare
institutions, where con-
cerns relating to job secu-
rity, workload and adminis-
trative decisions often re-
main contentious issues.

Police and hospital au-
thorities are expected to
conduct an inquiry to as-
certain the exact circum-
stances surrounding the
death. Further details are
awaited as investigations
progress.

Mustard Oil Under Scanner: 3.64 Tonnes Seized
in Jaipur Raid Amid Fresh Adulteration Fears

JAIPUR : In a major crack-
down under Rajasthan’s on-
going “Shuddh Aahar Mila-
wat Par Vaar” campaign,
food safety authorities on
Thursday seized nearly 3.64
tonnes of mustard oil from a
wholesale trader in Jaipur’s
Muhana Mandi after offi-
cials suspected possible adul-
teration based on the prod-
uct’s colour and aroma. Act-
ing on the directions of Food
Safety Commissioner Dr T.
Shubhamangala, a food safe-

ty team from Jaipur-II con-
ducted a surprise inspection
at M/s Kamal & Company,
where stocks of Tagore
Brand and Vidhi Brand mus-
tard oil supplied by M/s Go-
yal Oil Udyog came under
scrutiny. According to Chief
Medical and Health Officer
(Jaipur-IT) Dr Manish Mittal,
officials noticed abnormali-
ties in the oil’s appearance
and smell during inspection,
raising concerns about po-
tential adulteration. Sam-
ples were immediately col-

lected and sent for laboratory
analysis. Pending the test
results, authorities sealed
approximately 3,640 litres of
mustard oil and prohibited
the firm from selling the
stock until further orders.
The seized consignment in-
cluded Ilarge quantities
packed in tins and plastic
containers of various sizes.
Officials said the stock com-
prised 90 tins of Tagore
Brand mustard oil, along
with hundreds of plasticjars
ranging from half-litre to

five-litre packs. Additional
stocks of Vidhi Brand oil
were also sealed. Investiga-
tors traced the manufactur-
ing source to M/s Goyal Oil
Udyog, operating from Akeda
Doongar, Lakshminarayan-
pura and the VKI Industrial
Area in Jaipur. Significantly,
officials revealed that sam-
ples of Tagore Brand mus-
tard oil had previously been
found adulterated, intensify-
ing concerns over the quality
and safety of the product
reaching consumers.

32.5-Crore Drug Empire Frozen: Rajasthan
Police Strike Hard Under Operation Trinetra

JAIPUR: Rajasthan Po-
lice have dealt a major
blow to narcotics traffick-
ing by freezing assets
worth nearly 2.5 crore al-
legedly acquired through
the drug trade by Pratap-
garh-based accused
Shoaib Mansuri.

The action, carried out
under Operation Trinetra
on the directions of
Pratapgarh SP B. Aditya,
targets a luxury mansion
and agricultural land al-
legedly purchased using
proceeds from trafficking
in opium, dodachura,
MDMA and brown sugar.
The properties, registered

in the names of Mansuri’s
mother and wife, were fro-
zen under Section 68F(1)
of the NDPS Act after ap-

proval from the Compe-
tent Authority under
SAFEMA and the NDPS
Act in New Delhi.

Police investigations re-
vealed that Mansuri had
constructed an upscale
house in Asawata village,

valued at around 1.5 crore,
and acquired agricultural
land worth nearly 1 crore.
Officials have affixed gov-
ernment notices on the
properties, prohibiting
their sale, transfer or use.
The case stems from a 2024
seizure of 3.42kgof MDMA
from an i20 car in Chittor-
garh. Investigators later
identified Mansuri as the
alleged supplier and ar-
rested him on April 25, 2026.
Police say Mansuri fac-
es six NDPS cases and that
the crackdown reflects a
growing focus on disman-
tling the financial founda-
tions of organised drug
trafficking networks.

Rajasthan Extends Wheat Procurement
Deadline, Raises Purchase Target
in Major Relief for Farmers

JAIPUR :In asignificant
relief measure for farm-
ers, the Rajasthan Gov-
ernment has extended the
wheat procurement peri-
od under the Minimum
Support Price (MSP)
scheme until June 19, al-
lowing registered grow-
ers additional time to sell
their produce at assured
ratess.

Acting on the direc-
tions of Chief Minister
Bhajan Lal Sharma, the
Food and Civil Supplies
Department has pro-
longed the procurement
window for the 2026-27
rabi marketing season,
ensuring that farmers
whose wheat remains un-
sold can continue to ben-
efit from government-
backed procurement.

The state has also sub-
stantially revised its pro-
curement ambitions, in-
creasing the wheat pur-
chase target from 23.50
lakh metric tonnes to
28.50 lakh metric tonnes.
Officials said more than 3
lakh farmers have al-
ready sold approximately
25.90 lakh metric tonnes

of wheat through the pro-
curement system, reflect-
ing strong participation
across the state.

Under the current pro-
curement policy, farmers
are receiving the Centre’s
MSP of 2,585 per quintal
along with an additional
state bonus of 150 per
quintal, taking the effec-
tive procurement price to

2,735 per quintal. The en-
hanced payout places Ra-
jasthan among the lead-
ing states offering the
highest returns to wheat
growers through govern-
ment procurement chan-
nels.

The extension comes at
a crucial stage of the pro-
curement season and is
expected to benefit thou-
sands of farmers who
were yet to market their
produce. Agriculture sec-
tor observers note that
the move not only pro-
vides price security but
also helps prevent dis-
tress sales in local mar-
kets.

Chief Minister Shar-
mareiterated that farmer
welfare remains a top pri-
ority for the state govern-
ment. Echoing Prime

Minister Narendra
Modi’s vision that nation-
al prosperity is intrinsi-
cally linked to the pros-
perity of farmers, he said
the government is com-
mitted to ensuring remu-
nerative prices, stream-
lining procurement
mechanisms and
strengthening the agri-
cultural economy.

The state administra-
tion has directed procure-
ment agencies to main-
tain smooth operations,
achieve revised procure-
ment targets and ensure
that farmers do not face
logistical hurdles during
the extended period. Si-
multaneously, authorities
have been instructed to
make adequate arrange-
ments for the safe storage
and handling of the pro-
cured wheat.

With procurement vol-
umes already approach-
ing the revised target, the
extension underscores
Rajasthan’s effort to max-
imise farmer participa-
tion while reinforcing its
position as one of India’s

most farmer-focused
wheat procurement
states.

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Britain Marks Anniversary of Air India AI-171 Disaster; Thriller till the last

Questions Still Haunt Families of 260 Victim

AHMEDABAD : One year
after the catastrophic
crash of Air India Flight
AI-171 claimed 260 lives,
Britain and India paused
in remembrance of a trag-
edy that continues to casta
long shadow over both na-
tions.

British High Commis-
sioner to India Lindy Cam-
eron returned to
Ahmedabad on Friday, lay-
ing wreaths at the crash
site where a routine inter-
national flight trans-
formed into one of the
deadliest aviation disas-
ters in recent history.

The London-bound Boe-
ing 787 Dreamliner
crashed moments after

takeoff from  Sardar
Vallabhbhai Patel Interna-
tional Airport on June 12
last year, slamming into a
medical college hostel in
Meghaninagar. Of the 242
passengers and crew on
board, only one survived.
The disaster also claimed
19 lives on the ground,
pushing the death toll to
260, including 52 British
nationals.

“One year ago today, the
tragic Air India crash
claimed 260 lives, includ-
ing 52 British nationals,”
Cameron said, recalling
her visit to the devastated
site in the immediate after-
math and expressing soli-
darity with grieving fami-
lies.

Across Ahmedabad, re-

membrance ceremonies,
family gatherings and can-
dlelight vigils reflected a
grief that remains raw de-
spite the passage of time.

Three-year absconding drug supplier
with315,000 reward arrested

Chittorgarh: Shambhu-
pura Police have arrested a
drug supplier who was ab-
sconding for more than
three years in an NDPS Act
case. The accused had are-
ward of 15,000 on his ar-
rest and was also included
in the police Top-10 want-
ed criminals list. District
Police Superintendent
Dharmendra Singh said
that the action was tak-
en under the special
campaign Operation Tri-
netra launched against
illegal drug trafficking.
The action was carried out
under the direction of ASP
Chittorgarh Mukul Shar-
ma, supervision of DSP

Bhadesar Vinod Kumar,
and leadership of Shamb-
hupura Police Station Of-
ficer Dharmraj Meena.
The police team, including
Head Constable Fateh Sin-
gh and Constables Dinesh
and Gopal, arrested the ac-
cused Jagdish Upadhyay
(48), a resident of Sandiya
village,
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Police Station, Neemuch
(Madhya Pradesh). Ac-
cording to police, in Febru-
ary 2023, during a check-
ing operation in Shambhu-
pura area, police recovered
157 kg of illegal opium
doda chura packed in eight
bags from a car. Two ac-
cused were arrested at that
time, but the supplier
Jagdish Upadhyay
was absconding.
Police had an-
nounced a re-
ward of
15,000 for
his arrest.
The ac-
cused is
now being
ques -
tioned re-
garding the
drug supply
network and
other persons in-
volved in the case.

mourning has been com-
pounded by uncertainty.

A preliminary investi-
gation by India’s accident
investigators revealed that
fuel supply to the aircraft’s

engines had been inter-
rupted shortly before im-
pact. However, the report
stopped short of determin-
ing whether the tragedy
resulted from mechanical
failure, human error or an-
other cause, leaving criti-
cal questions unanswered.
The publication of cock-
pit exchanges intensified
speculation, including
theories of deliberate ac-
tion by the flight crew. In-
vestigators, however, have
not substantiated any such
claims, and the final cause
remains undetermined.
Meanwhile, compensa-
tion efforts have pro-
gressed, with Air India and
Tata Group entities com-
pleting the majority of in-
terim financial assistance

to affected families. But for
those who lost loved ones,
financial settlements offer
little solace.

The crash also marked
the first fatal accident in-
volving a Boeing 787
Dreamliner since the air-
craft entered commercial
service in 2011, triggering
worldwide scrutiny of op-
erational and safety proce-
dures.

Twelve months on, the
wreckage has been cleared
and official inquiries con-
tinue. Yet for 260 families
spread across continents,
the disaster is not a chap-
ter of history. It remains
an open wound—one
marked by remembrance,
loss and a relentless search
for answers.
