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Five IAF Personnel Killed
as AN-32 Crashes During
Landing in Assam’s Jorhat

Jorhat/Jaipur, June 13:
In a tragic blow to the In-
dian Air Force, five air
warriors lost their lives
when an AN-32 transport
aircraft crashed during
landing at Rowriah Air
Force Station in Assam’s
Jorhat on Saturday. The
co-pilot survived the crash
and is undergoing treat-
ment for injuries, officials
said.

The aircraft, engaged in
routine transport opera-
tions, went down within
the air base premises dur-
ing the final phase of land-
ing. Rescue and emergen-
cy response teams rushed
to the site and launched
immediate recovery opera-
tions. Despite efforts, five
personnel on board suc-
cumbed to their injuries.

The deceased have been
identified as Squadron
Leader Prashant Singh,

Flight Lieutenant Shub-

ham Kumar, Sergeant Ji-
tendra Sharma, Ag-
niveervayu Khemaram
Kumawat and Agniveerv-
ayu Danish Alam. The

tragedy has cast a pall of
grief across the defence
establishment and the na-
tion.

America’s Most Wanted Gang Boss
Killed in Joint US-Venezuela Strike

Caracas/Washington,
June 13: Héctor Rusthen-
ford Guerrero Flores, bet-
ter known as “Nino Guer-
rero” and regarded as the
architect of the notorious
Tren de Aragua criminal
network, has been killed in
a US military strike con-
ducted in coordination
with Venezuelan authori-
ties, according to an-
nouncements by US Presi-
dent Donald Trump and
senior defence officials.
The operation marks
one of the most significant
actions against organised
crime in the Americas in
recent years. Guerrero,
who carried a US reward of
up to $5 million, was ac-

cused of transforming a
Venezuelan prison gang
into a transnational crimi-
nal organisation with op-
erations stretching across
Latin America and beyond.
Prosecutors linked the
group to human traffick-
ing, drug smuggling, extor-
tion, kidnappings and acts
of extreme violence.

Trump described the
strike as a “swift and le-
thal” operation and re-
leased aerial footage pur-
portedly showing the tar-
get being destroyed. Vene-
zuelan authorities also ac-
knowledged a joint opera-
tion against criminal ele-
ments in Bolivar state.

For more than a decade,
Guerrero was considered
one of the hemisphere’s

most elusive crime bosses,
directing operations even
after imprisonment and
later escaping a major pris-
on crackdown. Under his
leadership, Tren de Aragua
evolved into a powerful
cross-border syndicate
feared by law-enforcement
agencies throughout the
region. While officials have
hailed the strike as a major
victory against organised
crime, security analysts
caution that the group’s fu-
ture remains uncertain.
Whether Guerrero’s death
cripples the organisation
or sparks a violent struggle
for succession may deter-
mine the next chapter in
Latin America’s battle
against transnational
criminal networks.

Thieves Cut Locks and
Latches with Grinder,
Targeted Three
Houses; Families Were
Away at Old House and
Haridwar

Chittorgarh- Thieves cre-
ated panic in Uday Resi-
dency colony of the city
during the night. Five
thieves entered the colony
from the fields and target-
ed three houses. Using a
grinder machine, they cut
locks and latches and stole
gold-silver jewellery worth
around 10 lakh and 1.60
lakh cash from two vacant
houses. They also attempt-
ed theft in one more house.
According to the informa-
tion, the thieves entered
the colony after midnight.
First, they targeted the
house of Mahesh, son of
Mishrilal Sahu. Mahesh’s
family had gone to their old
house in Atal Nagar, so the
house was empty. When
Mahesh reached Uday Res-
idency in the afternoon, he

found all the locks broken.
Grinder machine blades
were lying outside the door.
Inside the house, every-
thing was scattered. The
thieves searched the cup-
boards, bed boxes and the
entire house. They also
damaged the CCTV camera
installed outside. From Ma-
hesh’s house, they stole a
2.5 tola gold chain, a half
tola gold ring, a 3 tola man-

galsutra with earrings, a

silver ring, around 200
grams silver anklets and
90,000 cash. After this, the
thieves targeted the house
of Lokesh Soni. Lokesh
had gone to Haridwar with
his family two days earlier.
At around 7 am, neighbour
Rajesh Nabariya informed
his brother Pawan Soni
about the broken main gate
lock. When the family

reached the spot, they
found the locks of rooms,
cupboards and lockers bro-
ken. From Lokesh Soni’s
house, thieves took gold
and silver jewellery worth
around 5 lakh and 70,000
cash. The stolen items in-
cluded a gold necklace,
earrings, four rings, pen-
dant, mangalsutra, gold
bangle, eight pairs of sil-
ver anklets and silver ban-

gles of a child. After the
incident, CCTV footage of
the colony showed five
thieves moving around the
lane at around 3 am. All of
them were wearing masks,
and one thief was carry-
ing a bag on his back. A
dog was also seen with
them in the footage. The
thieves used a grinder ma-
chine to cut the locks of
Mahesh Sahu’s house.
Similarly, they cut the
latch of Lokesh Soni’s
house and entered inside.
Police said that the thieves
also tried to break into an-
other house but were un-
successful. Amid increas-
ing theft incidents in the
city, this incident in Uday
Residency has created fear
among residents. Kotwali
Police reached the spot,
registered a case and start-
ed investigation. Police
are searching for the ac-
cused with the help of
CCTV footage and other
evidence. The investiga-
tion has been handed over
to ASI Meghraj Meena.

Lightning Strike Sparks Mid-
Air Scare on Colombo-

tS Sydney Flight; 223 On Board

Safe After Emergency Return

Colombo : More than 200
passengers aboard a SriLan-
kan Airlines flight to Sydney
endured tense moments
over the Indian Ocean after
alightning strike triggered a
mid-air emergency, forcing
the aircraft to abandon its
journey and return to Co-
lombo shortly after take-off.

Flight UL606, operated by
an Airbus A330, had depart-
ed Bandaranaike Interna-
tional Airport when it en-
countered severe weather
during its climb. According
to airline and mediareports,
passengers heard a loud
bang moments after the
lightning strike, while some
seated near the windows re-
ported seeing a brief flame
from one of the aircraft’s
engines. With 207 passen-
gers and 16 crew members
on board, the flight crew
swiftly assessed the situa-
tion and elected to turn the
aircraft back as a precau-
tionary safety measure. The
pilots informed passengers
that the aircraft had sus-
tained minor engine-relat-
ed damage following the

strike.

As anxiety spread
through the cabin, the crew
maintained calm and fol-
lowed established emergen-
cy procedures. The aircraft
landed safely in Colombo,
where emergency services
were placed on standby.
Aviation experts note that
commercial aircraft are
routinely designed to with-
stand lightning strikes,
which occur more frequent-
ly than many travellers re-
alise. However, reports of a
visible engine flame elevat-
ed concern among passen-
gers and transformed what
began as a routine over-
night journey into a nerve-
racking ordeal. SriLankan
Airlines later deployed a
replacement aircraft, allow-
ing the service to resume
after a delay of approxi-
mately five hours. All 223
passengers and crew ulti-
mately continued their
journey safely to Sydney.
The airline said passenger
safety remains its highest
priority and praised the
professionalism of the flight
crew during the incident.

Villagers Thought It Was a Power Cut, But in the

Morning Found Thieves H

Fourth theft in three
months in
Netawalgarh; thieves
stole 25 litres of oil
and copper wires,
power supply to 40
houses affected, loss
of around 180,000

Chittorgarh- In Ram-
chowk village of Pachhli
area under Netawalgarh
Gram Panchayat, un-
known thieves targeted an
electricity transformer
late Friday night. The
thieves damaged the trans-
former and stole oil, cop-
per wires and other valua-
ble parts from it. The inci-
dent came to light on Sat-

urday morning when vil-
lagers went to check why
electricity supply had not
resumed. After the theft,
power supply to around 40
houses of the village was
disrupted. The village has
a population of nearly 300
people. Villagers thought it
was a normal power fault
during the night and did
not pay much attention.
But when electricity did
not return even after sev-
eral hours in the morning,
they reached the trans-
former site and found it
damaged. Villager Rajku-
mar Sharma said that the
single-phase power line
stopped around 2 am on
Friday night. When they

checked the spot, they

found that unknown
thieves had opened the 16
KV single-phase trans-

former and taken out its
parts. The thieves stole
around 25 litres of oil, cop-
per wires and other equip-

ment. Electricity depart-
ment officials reached the
spot after receiving infor-
mation and started assess-

ing the damage. Lineman
Ratanlal Dhakad said that
as per the initial estimate,
the transformer suffered a

loss of around 80,000. Ef-
forts are being made to re-
store the electricity supply.
Kotwali police reached the
spot after being informed
about the incident. Police
have registered a case
against unknown thieves
and started investigation.
Villagers have demanded
increased police patrolling
and quick action against
thefts. This is the fourth
theft incident in the Neta-
walgarh Panchayat area in
the last three months. Ear-
lier, cases of theft of mo-
tors, cables and agricul-
tural equipment from
farmers’ fields had come
to light. The repeated theft
incidents have created an-

ger among villagers. Due
to the transformer theft,
villagers faced many prob-
lems in the morning. Wa-
ter supply was affected
due to the power cut, and
many families had to
bring water from nearby
wells. Household work
like churning curd, cut-
ting fodder and other
electricity-related activi-
ties were also affected.
Farmers also faced prob-
lems in their field work.
Villagers have demanded
that the previous theft
cases along with this inci-
dent should be solved
soon and monitoring of
suspicious activities
should be increased.
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
