ties.

Sharing details of the
meeting, Modi said he
was “happy to meet”
President Macron and
thanked him for partici-
pating in the Bharat In-
novates initiative during
the two countries’ jointly
designated Year of Inno-
vation. The interaction
highlighted the increas-
ing convergence between

BOOKED, DEMOLITION DRIVE
FOLLOWS IN DEHRADUN

DEHRADUN: Tensions
escalated in Dehradun af-
ter the death of BJP OBC
Morcha leader Vinod
Kashyap, with police reg-
istering cases against
multiple accused and au-
thorities launching a
demolition drive against
properties allegedly
linked to those named in
the investigation.
According to police
sources and local reports,
the incident stemmed
from a dispute reportedly
connected to the use of a
tubewell for irrigating ag-
ricultural land. Kashyap
later succumbed to inju-
ries sustained during the
altercation, triggering
widespread anger among
local residents and politi-
cal workers.
Investigators have
named 12 individuals in
connection with the case.
Among those identified
by police is a man named
Imtiyaz, though authori-
ties have stated that the
investigation remains on-
going and all allegations

will be examined through
the legal process.

The aftermath wit-
nessed heightened secu-
rity across the area as of-
ficials carried out demoli-
tion action against struc-
tures alleged to be in vio-
lation of municipal regu-
lations. The move drew
large crowds, with slo-
gans and chants echoing
through the locality as
earthmovers moved in.

Political reactions
poured in from across the
spectrum, with BJP lead-
ers demanding swift jus-
tice and strict action
against those responsible.
Opposition parties, mean-
while, called for due pro-
cess and cautioned
against prejudging the
outcome of the investiga-
tion.

The incident has quick-
ly evolved from a local
dispute into a politically
charged law-and-order is-
sue, with authorities fac-
ing mounting pressure to
ensure both accountabil-
ity and communal har-
mony as the probe pro-
gresses.

JAIPUR: A five-year-
old girl’s killing has
sent shockwaves
through Jaipur after po-
lice arrested a woman
neighbour who alleged-
ly confessed that the
crime was driven by a
long-standing personal
grudge against the
child’s mother.
According to investi-
gators, the accused and
the victim’s family had
been involved in an on-
going dispute for sever-
al months. Police allege
that resentment stem-
ming from the conflict
ultimately culminated
in a premeditated act of
violence targeting the
young child.The case
took an even more dis-
turbing turn when, ac-
cording to police sourc-
es, the accused alleged-
ly told the victim’s fa-
ther that she wanted to
see his wife suffer and
had been harbouring
thoughts of revenge for
months. Authorities are
verifying all statements
as part of the ongoing
investigation.

KHAN SIR TARGETED ROSHAN ANAND IN ‘PLANNED
CONSPIRACY;, CLAIMS LAWYER; EDUCATION
RIVALS LOCKED IN ESCALATING FEUD

PATNA/NEW DELHI:
The ongoing dispute be-
tween educators Khan Sir
and Roshan Anand took a
dramatic turn on Sunday
after Roshan Anand’s law-
yer, Niranjan Kumar Sin-
gh, publicly alleged that
his client was the target of
a deliberate campaign to
damage his reputation.

Speaking to media, Sin-
gh claimed that the contro-
versy surrounding Roshan
Anand was not organic but
part of a larger effort to
discredit him. He further
alleged that a security
guard associated with
Khan Sir had made state-
ments suggesting the exist-
ence of aggressive instruc-
tions during the dispute.
These allegations have not
been independently veri-
fied, and no court has es-
tablished the claims as fact.

“This is the real picture.
Khan Sir fully conspired
and created massive media
hype to frame Roshan
Anand Sir,” Singh said
while outlining his client’s
position.

The remarks mark the
latest escalation in a con-
flict that has moved far be-

yond professional rivalry.
What began as competition
between two prominent fig-
ures in India’s rapidly ex-
panding coaching and on-
line education sector has
now evolved into a legal
and public-relations battle
involving police com-
plaints, counter-allega-
tions and intense scrutiny
on social media.

As the allegations con-
tinue to circulate, attention
is likely to shift toward in-
vestigative agencies and
the courts, where any evi-
dence supporting or refut-
ing the claims may be ex-
amined.

TMCIN TURMOIL: 19 REBEL MPs MARCH TO
SPEAKER’S RESIDENCE, SPARK SPLIT SPECULATION

NEW DELHI: In a political
spectacle that has shaken
the foundations of the Tri-
namool Congress, 19 rebel
MPs from Mamata Baner-
jee’s party on Sunday
stormed the official resi-
dence of Lok Sabha Speak-
er Om Birla, triggering in-
tense speculation of an
imminent revolt within
Bengal’s ruling outfit.

The extraordinary show
of dissent came just hours
after the same group re-
portedly held a closed-door
meeting with Union Minis-
ter Bhupendra Yadav, a se-
quence of events that has

o

sent Kolkata’s political es-
tablishment into overdrive.

Among the MPs present
were several prominent
faces of the TMC'’s parlia-
mentary contingent, in-
cluding Sayoni Ghosh, Ka-
koli Ghosh, Mitali Bag,
Mala Roy, Shatabdi Roy,

Prasun Banerjee Sudip
Bandopadhyay, Bapi Hal-
dar and Sharmila Sarkar.
Sources also confirmed the
participation of June Mal-
iya, Partha Bhowmick and
Jagdish Basunia. Political

observers describe the
twin meetings as a care-

fully coordinated move
rather than a routine cour-
tesy call. The scale of par-
ticipation and the timing
have fuelled questions over
whether the rebels are at-
tempting to pressure the
party leadership, negotiate
a new power equation, or

lay the groundwork for a
dramatic political realign-
ment. For Mamata Baner-
jee, the development repre-
sents one of the most seri-
ous signs of internal un-
rest in recent years. For the
BJP, it could signal a stra-
tegic opening in West Ben-
gal ahead of future elec-
toral battles.

As speculation intensi-
fies, one question domi-
nates the national political
conversation tonight: Is
this merely a warning
shot, or the beginning of
the biggest rebellion TMC
has faced since coming to
power?

Sir had not publicly re-
sponded to the latest allega-
tions at the time of writing.
The accusations remain
contested, and the matter
is expected to face further
legal scrutiny in the com-
ing days.

9-YEAR-OLD AUSTRALIAN
GIRL IN SHOCKING CASE OF
MISTAKEN IDENTITY

ISLAMABAD/KARA-
CHI: A nine-year-old Aus-
tralian girl was killed and
her father and brother
critically injured after Pa-
kistani police allegedly
opened fire on their vehi-
cle, mistaking the family
for robbery suspects in a
devastating case of mis-
taken identity that has
sparked international out-
rage.

The family had trav-
elled from Australia to Pa-
kistan to visit relatives
when tragedy struck. Ac-
cording to initial reports,
two motorcycle-borne rob-
bers snatched jewellery
from the family before flee-
ing the scene. Moments

later, as the family’s vehi-
cle moved away from the
area, police officers re-
portedly assumed it be-
longed to the fleeing crimi-
nals and unleashed gun-
fire.The barrage of bullets
turned a family visit intoa
nightmare. The young girl
died from her injuries,
while her father and broth-
er were rushed to hospital
in critical condition.

The incident has ignited
anger in Australia and re-
newed scrutiny of policing
standards in Pakistan.
Questions are being raised
about why officers alleg-
edly resorted to firingon a
civilian vehicle without
first establishing the iden-
tity of its occupants or as-
sessing the situation.

RUMOUR OF FIRE TURNS FATAL

PANICKED PASSENGERS JUMP FROM
TRAIN, 4 CRUSHED BY ONCOMING
EXPRESS IN MP HORROR

MORENA, MADHYA
PRADESH: A terrifying
chain of events triggered by
an alleged rumour of fire
aboard a passenger train
claimed atleast fourlivesnear
Hetampur railway station in
Morena district on Sunday,
exposing the deadly conse-
quences of panic and misin-
formation in crowded public
transport. According to pre-
liminary reports, passengers
travelling on the Udaipur In-
tercity Express were sudden-
ly gripped by fear after word
spread through the coaches
that a fire had broken out on
the train. As anxiety escalat-
ed, several passengers report-
edly began jumping from the
moving train in an attempt to

save themselves. What fol-
lowed was a tragedy of unim-
aginable proportions. Passen-
gers who leapt onto the adja-
cent tracks found themselves
directly in the path of the
Patalkot Express, which was
approachingathigh speed. At
least four people were Kkilled
in the collision, while others
sustained injuries and were
rushed tonearby hospitals for
treatment. Railway officials,
police personnel and emer-
gency teams quickly reached
the scene and launched res-
cue operations. Authorities
have begun investigating the
origin of the fire rumour, the
sequence of events that led to
the panic, and whether any
lapses in onboard communi-
cation or crowd management
contributed to the disaster.

Doda Chura Recovered From
Brezza Car, Smuggler Arrested

Chittorgarh- Under Opera-
tion Trinetra launched
against illegal drug smug-
gling, Sadar Nimbahera Po-
lice have taken major action
and recovered 228.520 kg of
illegal doda chura from a
Brezza car. Police have seized
the vehicle used in smuggling
and arrested one accused. Po-
lice are now investigating the
entire smuggling network
and looking for other people
involved. District Police Su-
perintendent Dharmendra
Singh said that under the di-
rection of IG Udaipur Range
Gaurav Shrivastava, action is
being taken against illegal
drug smugglers through Op-

eration Trinetra. The action
was carried out under the
guidance of ASP Mukul
Sharma and supervision of
DSP Nimbahera. A police
team led by SHO Sanjay Shar-
ma was conducting checking
near the Beenota Mines area.
Duringthe checking, a silver-
colour Brezza car coming
from the Beseda-Gajpuraside
was seen. Police signalled the
driver to stop, but instead of
stopping, he increased the
speed and tried to escape. Po-
lice chased the car and tried
to stop it. During the chase,
ASI Sundarpal used a stop
stick and punctured the car
tyre. Even after that, the driv-
er continued driving at high
speed. After some distance,

the car hit hills and stones
and overturned. Police
reached the spotand searched
the car. During the search, 12
bags containing 228.520 kg (2
quintal 28.520 kg) doda chura
were found. Police seized the
drugs and the Brezza car and
arrested the driver. Police
said that checking and moni-
toring is being done continu-
ously on the raw routes near
the Pratapgarh border area.
The accused tried to escape
after seeing the police check-
ing, but the police team suc-
cessfully caught him. Police
are questioning the arrested
accused to find out the source
of the doda chura supply and
other people involved in this
illegal business.

lllegal Petrol Pump Running Behind Hotel Near
Highway, 7,000 Litres of Petroleum Products Seized

Hidden
underground tank
and special truck
tank used for
illegal storage and
sale; joint action
by police and
supply department
exposed the setup

Chittorgarh- An illegal
petrol pump running se-
cretly behind a hotel on
the highway has been ex-
posed in the district. The
place looked like a normal
hotel covered with a tin
shed, but inside, an under-
ground tank was made for
storing and selling petro-

leum products illegally. A
joint team of police and
the supply department
took action and uncovered
the entire operation.
Based on information re-
ceived from the District
Special Team (DST) of po-
lice, the supply depart-
ment and police team
raided Anand Plaza Hotel
area near Roadji Ka Kheda
on NH-48 in Mangalwad.
During the inspection, a
large underground tank
was found inside the tin
shed. Around 2,500 to 3,000
litres of petroleum prod-
ucts were stored in it. Dur-
ing the search of a truck
parked outside the prem-
ises, another specially
made tank was found in-
side it, containing around

3,500 to 4,000 litres of pe-
troleum products. A total
of around 7,000 litres of
petroleum products were
seized. The investigation
found that the under-
ground tank was connect-
ed to a dispensing unit.
The machine, nozzle and
pipes were being used to
sell petroleum products to
customers. Fuel was taken
out from the tank with the
help of a motor. The setup
was being operated like a
small petrol pump without
any licence or legal per-
mission. The team seized
the truck, petroleum prod-
ucts, motor, pipeline and
other equipment used in
the illegal business. Dur-
ing the preliminary inves-
tigation, it was found that

the hotel premises were
taken on rent by Abhishek
Gurjar, while the seized
truck belonged to Kalu-
ram Ahir. Both accused
are currently absconding
and have been named in
the case. Enforcement In-
spector Vijay Thalod said
that petroleum products
were being stored and sold
without permission. On
the instructions of DSO
Hitesh Joshi, a case has
been registered at Mangal-
wad Police Station under
the Essential Commodi-
ties Act, 1955 and other
petroleum supply control
rules. Officials are now
investigating where the
fuel was coming from and
who else was involved in
this illegal network.

Two-storey illegal building on fort land demolished: ASI land commercial
construction removed with 10 JCBs, operation lasted 13 hours

Chittorgarh- A major ac-
tion was taken on Sunday
against a two-storey com-
mercial building illegally
built on the land of the
famous Chittorgarh Fort.
The District Administra-
tion, Municipal Council
and ASI team demolished
the construction under
heavy police security. The
building was built on

about 0.14 hectare ASI
land. For removing the il-
legal structure, the ad-
ministration used 10 JCB
machines and 20 tractors.
Officials claimed that this
is the first major action in
Rajasthan to remove en-
croachment from ASI
land. The administrative
team reached the fort at
around 4 AM. For security
reasons, the road from
Rampol to Rana Ratan
Singh Palace was closed
and vehicle movement
was stopped. The demoli-
tion work started at 5 AM.
Heavy machines were
used to remove the two-
storey building. The
structure was demolished

step by step under the su-
pervision of officers. The

action continued for
around 13 hours. More
than 50 Municipal Coun-

cil workers were involved.
Around 125 tractor trips
were used to remove de-
bris, iron rods and other
construction material.

According to ASI officials,
the matter came to light in
2024. The Archaeological
Department had issued
warnings and notices to

stop the construction, but
the work continued. It was
also found that the land
was sold further and con-
struction of the commer-
cial building continued.
The building was being
constructed by Neemuch
residents Nilesh Bhatna-
gar and Ankur. During the
inspection, it was found
that a deep pit was dug in-
side the building for mak-
ing a swimming pool. To
avoid difficulty in bring-
ing construction material
to the fort, stones taken
from the land and histori-
cal stones around the fort
area were used in the con-
struction. District Collec-
tor Dr. Manju said that the

cost of JCBs, machines,
vehicles, labour and other
resources used in the ac-
tion will be recovered
from the encroachers. As
per government records,
Yuvraj Singh son of Ma-
hendra Singh Medtiya
and Satyanarayan Dhobi
are listed as encroachers.
Around Rs 1.50 lakh cost
of the action will be re-
covered from them as per
initial assessment. Apart
from this, two other en-
croachments in the fort
area were also removed.
ASI Deputy Superinten-
dent Organist Manoj
Dwivedi said that legal
notices were issued earli-
er and an opportunity for

hearing was given to the
builders. However, when
the construction work did
not stop, the building was
completely demolished
and the debris was re-
moved through tractors.
During the action, ADM
Ramchandra Khatik,
SDM Binu Deval, Addi-
tional SP Mukul Sharma,
DSP Brijesh Singh, Kot-
wali SHO Tulsiram Praja-
