Bratislava: In a significant
diplomatic outreach aimed
at deepening India’s foot-
print in Central Europe,
Prime Minister Narendra
Modi on Monday held talks
with Slovak Prime Minister
Robert Fico at the historic
Bratislava Castle, under-
scoring a shared commit-
ment to strengthen bilater-
al ties amid rapidly shifting
global geopolitical equa-
tions.

Expressing gratitude
for the warm reception,
Modi said India and Slova-
kia would continue work-
ing together to elevate
their partnership across
multiple sectors. The
meeting comes at a time
when New Delhi is active-
ly expanding strategic and
economic engagement
with European nations be-
yond the continent’s tradi-
tional power centres.

The discussions are un-
derstood to have focused
on enhancing cooperation

in trade, technology, de-
fence manufacturing, in-
novation, energy security
and skilled workforce ex-
changes. For India, Slova-
kia’s growing industrial
base and strategic location
in the heart of Europe of-
fer opportunities to deep-
en access to European

markets and
chains. The symbolism of
the meeting at Bratislava
Castle was hard to miss. As
global alliances undergo
recalibration amid the
Russia-Ukraine conflict,
economic uncertainty and
technological competition,

China Kills 12,000 Degrees
in Biggest Education Shake-Up Ever

Beijing: In a move that is
sending shockwaves
through the global academ-
ic community, China has
launched what may be the
most sweeping overhaul of
higher education in mod-
ern history — scrapping
thousands of university
programmes deemed out of
sync with the Al age.
Between 2021 and 2025,
Chinese universities re-
voked or suspended a stag-
gering 12,200 undergradu-
ate degree programmes
while introducing 10,200
new ones, according to of-
ficial education data. The
unprecedented exercise
has reshaped more than
30% of the country’s uni-

versity offerings. The mes-
sage from Beijing is blunt:
degrees that no longer
translate into jobs are be-
ing shown the door. Among
the hardest-hit disciplines
are humanities, arts, for-
eign languages and man-
agement studies — subjects
increasingly viewed as
oversupplied in a labour
market struggling to ab-
sorb millions of graduates.
With youth unemployment
remaining a major concern
and artificial intelligence
rapidly transforming work-
places, policymakers ap-
pear determined to align
education directly with eco-
nomic priorities. Replacing
the discarded programmes
are courses tailored to Chi-
na’s technological ambi-

tions. Universities across
the country are rolling out
majors in artificial intelli-
gence, robotics, advanced
manufacturing and “em
bodied intelligence” — a
cutting-edge field focused
on integrating Al into phys-
ical systems and machines.

Officials say the reforms
are designed to tackle two
pressing challenges: gradu-
ate unemployment and the
growing demand for Al-
driven skills. Supporters
call it a bold attempt to fu-
ture-proof the workforce.
Critics warn that an exces-
sive focus on technical
training could weaken the
broader intellectual foun-
dations that drive creativi-
ty, culture and critical
thinking.

Jaipur Protest Turns
Violent: CJP Founder

Jaipur: A protest led by
Cockroach Janta Party
(CJP) founder Abhijeet
Dipke at Jaipur’s Shaheed
Smarak took a dramatic
turn on Monday when he
was allegedly assaulted by
unidentified individuals
during the demonstration,
triggering political reac-
tions and renewed debate
over examination reforms.

Videos circulating on so-
cial media appear to show
a scuffle during the protest,
with Dipke claiming he
was slapped multiple times
by unknown persons. Po-
lice officials have not yet
publicly identified the al-
leged attackers, and inves-
tigations into the incident
are underway.

visors so they can effec-
tively guide farmers to-
wards adopting natural
and organic farming
methods. He stressed that
reducing excessive de-
pendence on chemical in-
puts and promoting envi-
ronmentally responsible
cultivation would be criti-
cal for enhancing long-
term soil health and farm
productivity.

The Chief Minister fur-
ther directed officials to
intensify awareness cam-
paigns encouraging farm-
ers to base fertiliser appli-
cation on scientific soil
testing rather than con-
ventional estimates. Ex-

Israel Breaks Ranks With Washington: Netanyahu’s
Fury Threatens Fragile US-Iran Peace Push
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Jerusalem/Washing-
ton: As Washington and
Tehran move cautiously
toward what could be-
come the most conse-
quential diplomatic
breakthrough in the Mid-
dle East in decades, a new
obstacle has emerged —
America’s closest region-
al ally.

Israeli Prime Minister
Benjamin Netanyahu is
increasingly at odds with
the contours of a pro-
posed US-Iran agreement
that seeks to lower ten-
sions across the region.
While both Netanyahu
and US President Donald
Trump publicly maintain
that Iran must never ac-
quire nuclear weapons,
Israeli officials are said
to view the emerging
framework as dangerous-
ly inadequate.

At the heart of the dis-
pute lies a fundamental
question: Can Iran be
trusted without being

forced to
abandon its nuclear am-
bitions and regional in-
fluence?

The proposed arrange-
ment reportedly includes
efforts to de-escalate con-

completely

flicts stretching from
Gaza to Lebanon. Yet Is-
rael has signalled little

willingness to halt mili-
tary operations that it
considers essential to its
security. Recent Israeli
strikes in Beirut and re-
newed exchanges with
Hezbollah have under-
scored the fragility of
any prospective ceasefire.

Israeli policymakers

fear that sanctions relief
and the release of frozen
Iranian assets could
strengthen Tehran’s hand
rather than moderate it.
They also argue that the
deal falls short of dis-
mantling Iran’s uranium-
enrichment capabilities
and fails to neutralise

Tehran-backed armed
groups operating across
the region.

Complicating matters
further, both Hamas and
Hezbollah have rejected
proposals involving dis-
armament, insisting that
continued Israeli mili-
tary pressure leaves them
little room for conces-
sions.

For the Trump admin-
istration, the agreement
represents a rare oppor-
tunity to redraw the re-
gion’s strategic land-
scape. For Netanyahu, it
risks becoming a historic
gamble with Israel’s secu-
rity.

As diplomats race
against time, the Middle
East once again finds it-
self balancing on a ra-
zor’s edge — where a sin-
gle missile, a single
strike, or a single miscal-
culation could shatter
months of painstaking
diplomacy and plunge the
region back into crisis.

Prince had reportedly
travelled to Nepal after being
named in the June 2 Khan
Global Studies firing case, a
controversy that shook Bi-
har’s coaching industry. The
incident involved allega-
tions of vandalism and gun-
fire outside the coaching in-
stitute run by educator
Faisal Khan, popularly
known as Khan Sir. The

death has triggered a fresh
political storm. Janshakti
Janta Dal chief Tejpratap
Yadav publicly alleged that
Khan Sir should be held ac-
countable, demanding a
thorough investigation and
justice for Prince Yadav.
The roots of the dispute
lie in the June 2 confronta-
tion, when Khan Sir ac-
cused rival coaching opera-
tor Roshan Anand of or-
chestrating the attack out-

side his institute. Roshan
was subsequently arrested.
However, questions
emerged after police report-
edly found no conclusive
CCTYV evidence linking the
rival coaching centre to the
alleged firing. A separate
video later surfaced, alleg-
edly showing shots being
fired by security personnel
associated with Khan Sir,
leading tolegal proceedings
and interim bail. As inves-
tigators probe whether
Prince’s death was acciden-
tal, self-inflicted, or linked
to the wider feud, Bihar’s
coaching capital finds itself
at the centre of a saga that
grows darker with each
passing day.
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Three-storey tent warehouse caught fire in Nimbahera

Fire not fully controlled even after 7 hours, 12 fire
tenders and dozens of water tankers engaged

Massive fire broke out
in residential area,
walls broken with JCB
to reach inside; third
incident in the same
tent house in 10 years

Nimbahera: A massive fire
broke out on Monday morn-
ing in the three-storey
warehouse of Kabra Tent
House located in Kamdhaj
Nagar area on Kalyan
Chowk Road. The ware-
house was situated in the
middle of a residential
area. The fire soon became
intense. Even after more
than seven hours, the fire
could not be completely
controlled. Around 12 fire
tenders from across the dis-
trict and dozens of water
tankers remained engaged
in the firefighting opera-
tion. According to the infor-
mation, smoke was seen
coming out from the shutter
of the warehouse at around
8:30 am. Within a short
time, the fire reached the
upper floor. The warehouse
spread over nearly 4,000
square feet had tent materi-
als stored on both floors.
Large quantities of wooden
plywood, plastic chairs, tent
cloth, cotton, foam mat-

tresses and bedding were
kept inside, due to which
the fire spread rapidly. Af-
ter receiving information
about the fire, administra-
tion officials, police, fire
department, civil defence
team and local people
reached the spot. Till
around 4 pm, efforts to con-
trol the fire continued from
all sides. The intensity of
the fire was so high that
cracks appeared in the
walls of nearby houses.
One house’s ground area
also shifted and it appeared
to move away from the
warehouse, creating panic
among residents.

31 Crore Debt, Deadly Fallout:
Jaipur Trader Killed by Friend,
Body Dumped Near His Home

Jaipur: A long-running fi-
nancial dispute between two
friends ended in a chilling
murder and an alleged at-
tempt to conceal the crime,
sending shockwaves
through Jaipur. Haris-
hankar Sharma, a 40-year-
old building material sup-
plier, was allegedly killed by
hisfriend Sitaram Khoj over
an unpaid debt of nearly 1
crore. According to police,
Sharma had lent the money
to Khoj for purchasing con-
struction materials. Howev-
er, repeated delays in repay-
ment had strained the rela-
tionship, with the accused
reportedly proposinga prop-
erty deal as an alternative
settlement. The two men met
at Khoj’s yard on Saturday
evening to discuss the out-
standing amount. What be-

gan as a financial confronta-
tion soon spiralled into vio-
lence. Investigators say a
heated argument escalated
into a physical altercation
during which Sharma alleg-
edly bit Khoj’s finger. In the
ensuing scuffle, Khoj kicked
Sharma, causing him to fall
and strike his head againsta
door frame. He died on the
spot. Police allege that in-
stead of informing authori-
ties, Khoj spent the next two
days attempting to dispose
of the body. The victim’s
corpse was tied in sacks and
hidden inside a car parked
barely 100 metres from Shar-
ma’s residence. After Shar-
ma’s family filed a missing
persons complaint, investi-
gators launched a search
operation. Acting on a tip-
off, police arrested Khoj on
Monday morning and recov-
ered crucial evidence.

To control the fire, four
fire vehicles from Chittor-
garh, two fire tenders from
Nimbahera Municipal
Council and six vehicles
from different factories and
industrial units reached the
spot. Along with them, doz-
ens of water tankers from
the Municipal Council con-
tinuously supplied water to
the fire tenders. When the
fire was not controlled till
around 11 am, the Munici-
pal Council used two JCB
machines to break the front
walls of the warehouse and
shutters of the second floor
so that water could reach
inside. The second JCB en-

tered through an empty plot
and broke the wall. People
and fire personnel also
broke walls from the back-
side of the warehouse to
create a way to reach the
fire.

Itis believed that the fire
first started on the third
floor and later spread to the
second floor. Due to lack of
proper ventilation inside
the warehouse, smoke and
heat remained trapped,
causing the fire to increase.
Cotton and foam made the
fire more dangerous, while
tent cloth continued to
catch fire. Fortunately, no
loss of life was reported.

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peared that many shops
and houses could come un-
der its impact. Some houses
were damaged, but with
everyone’s cooperation, a
major loss was avoided. He
said that in future, ware-
houses storing tent materi-
als, crackers and other in-
flammable items should be
set up outside the city. The
matter will be discussed
with the district adminis-
tration.

Additional District Col-
lector Ramchandra said
that after receiving infor-
mation about the fire
around 8 am, the Tehsildar,
Deputy SP and CI reached

Finding the
room empty, they broke the
lock late at night and car-
ried out the theft. The
thieves entered the room
after breaking the lock and
searched the cupboard and
bags before stealing the
cash and jewellery. The in-
cident has created concern
among local residents. Af-
ter receiving information,
Kotwali police reached the
spot and inspected the
area. Police have started
checking CCTV footage
from nearby cameras. In-
vestigation is underway to
identify and arrest the
thieves.

Third fire incident in the same

tent house in 10 years

This was not the first fire incident at Kabra Tent
House. On March 11, 2016, a fire broke out in the ware-
house while food was being prepared and it turned
severe. The fire was controlled after nearly eight
hours of effort. Most of the tent material stored in
the warehouse was destroyed and the loss was esti-
mated at Rs 3 to 4 crore. Around 10 fire tenders and
several water tankers were used to control the fire.
JCB machines were used to break walls and bring the
fire under control. In that incident also, most of the
warehouse and the upper floor house were damaged.
Later, another fire incident occurred in the same
warehouse due to short circuit. However, there was
no loss of life in any of the three incidents.

Local people also helped in firefighting
During the massive fire incident, local residents also
came forward to help. While fire personnel, police,
civil defence and administrative teams were continu-
ously working to control the fire, citizens arranged
water, cold drinks, snacks and food for the rescue
teams. A large number of people did not just stand
as spectators but actively joined the relief work.
Their cooperation with fire personnel and adminis-
tration helped speed up the firefighting operation.

The local fire bri-
gade was immediately sent
and on the instructions of
the District Collector, fire
tenders from different mu-
nicipal councils, Hindu-
stan Zinc, Ultratech and
other industrial units were

called. Water tankers were
also arranged from differ-
ent places. He said that due
to combined efforts, around
90 percent of the fire has
been brought under con-
trol and the situation is
now stable.

Chittorgarh- As part of
the operation against ille-
gal drugs, the Central Nar-
cotics Bureau (CBN) Chit-
torgarh-2 and CBN Kota
team carried out a major
action. A container truck
was stopped near Dostana
Dhaba in Devri village on
NH-27, Baran-Kota Road,
and 2046.850 kg of Doda
powder was recovered. The
accused container driver
has been arrested and is be-
ing questioned. The Depu-
ty Narcotics Commission-
er said that CBN had re-
ceived secret information
that a Haryana-numbered
container truck was being
used to transport Doda
powder illegally. It was
also informed that a large
quantity of Doda-Post was
being taken from the
Javra-Mandsaur area of
Madhya Pradesh to Pun-
jab. Based on the informa-
tion, a joint team of CBN
Chittorgarh-2 and CBN

Kota was sent. After keep-
ing watch on the suspected
route, the narcotics team
stopped the container
truck near Devri village on
NH-27 in Baran district.
During the search, a secret
chamber was found be-
tween the container and
the driver’s cabin. The out-
let of the chamber, located
between the front two
tyres, was closed with light
welding. After breaking
the welding and searching
the chamber, 101 bags con-
taining 2046.850 kg of Do-
da-Post were recovered.
The Deputy Narcotics
Commissioner said that
after completing the legal
process, the recovered Do-
da-Post and container
truck have been seized. A
person travelling in the
truck has been arrested
under relevant sections of
the NDPS Act, 1985. During
the initial investigation, it
was revealed that the drugs
were being transported
from Madhya Pradesh to
Punjab. The narcotics
team is conducting further
investigation into the case.
The international estimat-
ed value of the recovered
Doda powder is said to be
more than Rs 25 crore.
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
